War Department. Seeks to Locate Ail
Record 9 Letter to Gov. Baldwin.

The following letter has been receiv-
ed from the secretary of war by Got.
Baldwin and by him referred to State
Librarian Godard for attention.

War Department, Washington,...... April 4, 1913.
The Governor, ,

State of Connecticut,
Hartford. - -

Sir:
The Act of Congress approved

March 2, 1913, authorizes and dircts
the Secretary of War "to collect or
copy and classify, with a view to pub-
lication, the scattered military records
of the Revolutionary - War .including
all troops under State authority." -

It is believed that all the states will
be desirous, in view Of the contem-
plated publication by the government
of the Revolutionary records, of hav-
ing the War department collection
begun, and your in this
line is desired.

The first step in this work will be to
ascertain the whereabouts of authen-
tic military records of the Revolution-ary war of which the War department
has no copies. As an aid in this work,
I beg leave to ask whether you will
not have measures taken to inform me,
in a general way, what military Rev-
olutionary records are in the custody
of the authorities of your state. I
shall also be pleased if you will ad-
vise me if you know of the where-
abouts of any such records in the cus-
tody of historical societies, associa-
tions, or individuals ,in order that the
question of obtaining those records,
or copies of them, may be taken with
the proper custodians.

Congregation at St. Patrick's Church
Learns What St. James Meant in
Day's Epistle.
Rev. John Ram el, M. S., oil-aSalett-

e

college, Hartford, celebrated the high
mass in St. Patrick's church Sunday in
the absence of Rev. W. F. Cavanaugh.
It was the fifth Sunday after Easter
and from the epistle for the Sunday,
James i. 22-2- 7. Rev. Thomas A. Grurri-bl- y

preached a convincing sermon from
the concluding verses of the epistle:
Religion , clean and undefined before
God and the Father is this: to visit the
fatherless and the widows in their
tribulation and to keep one's self un-
spotted from this world.

In this age, with its ideals of pleas-
ure, indulgence, the speaker .pointed
out, the means to be taken that Cath-
olics may be enabled to keep them-
selves unspotted from the world, and
that they may not merit St. James"
rebuke as hearers, not doers of the
word. ' The part which the principles
of justice' and charity play in the life
of those who are not seeking wholly
after material things was emphasized,
and instances in other ages were cited
when general ideals of purity, knight-
hood, reverence for women,

and true charity were on high-
er planes than is the case in this pleas
ure loving century.

St. James was quoted again: If any
man think himself to be religious, not
bridling his tongue, but deceiving his
own heart, that man's religion is vain.
The unbridled tongue was censured
and the preacher admonished his hear-
ers to talk less and study and ponder
more those principles which safely
guide a man in present day social, in-
dustrial and spiritual conditions, while
enabling him to keep himself unspotted
from this world.

The offertory was O Salutaris, sung
with power and effect by Miss Shea.

FOR BRIDGE HEARING.

Delegations from Eastern Connecticut
Will Be at Hartford.

The movement to have the state ac-
cept the New Haven railroad bridge
across the Thames river, offered by
President Mellen, and available when
the new bridge of the road replaces it,
has made rapid headway throughout
the state. The bill now before the
legislature accepting it has been en-
dorsed by business men's associations,
boards of trade and automobile clubs
in nearly every Connecticut city and
town, and from every direction cornea
personal commendation of the projeot.

The hearing on the bill will be held
before the roads, bridges and rivers
committee, of which Senator Johnson
of Montville is chairman, next Tues-
day, April 29. at 2 o'clock. It is ex-
pected that there will be a large at-
tendance and that it will be necessary,
in order to accommodate the crowd, to
hold the hearing in the hall of repre-
sentatives.

The taking over of this bridge and
converting it into a public highway is
such a good business proposition, is so
desirable from the standpoint of public
convenience and from an economical
point of view, offering such an unusual
opportunity for the state to acquire a
$1,500,000 highway bridge at the ex-
penditure two years from now of only
several hundred thousand dollars, that
everyone is impressed with the impor-
tance of taking advantage of it.

Former Senator Fenn will probably
open the hearing for the bridge.

Many delegations from business
men's associations throughout the
state will attend the hearing to show
their interest in the matter. Of course
it is expected that eastern Connecticut
will send a strong representation.

K. OF C. CONVENTION.

Invitations for State Meeting Received
by White Cross Council.

White Cross council, No. 13, K. of C,
has received notice of the 20th annual
convention of the Connecticut state
council to be held at Danbury May
13, and which gives promise of being
the most successful one in the history
of the order. The various committees
will meet at headquarters at Hotel
Green on the evening of the 12th to
complete the necessary - preliminary
work prior to the opening of the con-
vention. The report of State Deputy
William J. Mulligan will contain, it is
understood, several important recom-
mendations. Under his administration
the order in this state has made rapid
strides, an extraordinary number of
degrees have been exemplified and the
gain in membership has been very
material.

State Deputy Mulligan will, it is un-
derstood, be elected for another term.

Four delegates will be sent to the
supreme convention which will be
held at Boston in August, and it is the
hope of State Deputy Mulligan that
the increase in membership will be
sufficiently large so that five repre-sentatii-- es

can be elected at the coming
convention.
