One death each is charged to scarlet
fever, heart disease and accident, two
deaths to disease of the nervous sys-
tem, the other deaths listed under the
head of all other diseases. Two of the
deaths here were in public institu-
tions.

The report also shows that there
were 20 births in this town during
March and 28 marriages, a majority
of the latter being of non-reside- nt per-
sons, principally couples from Massa-
chusetts.
