JUDGESHIPS COM E

BEFORE SENATE SESSION.

Norwich Appointments Sent by House,
But Deal is Admitted by the Lead-
ers.

(Stiecial to The Bulletin.)
Hartford. May 27.

The senatii resolutions appointing
police and city court judges and dep-
uties were the order of the day in the
senate at noon Tuesday. The first to
be acted upon was the majority and
minority reports of the committee on
judiciary on the appointment of Wil-
liam W. Bent (formerly of Norwich)
judge of the city court of Bridgeport.
The name of Thomas C. Coughlin was
on motion substituted for that of Mr.
Bent and a lively forensic fight en-
sued, which resulted in the passage
of the substitute motion and the reso-
lution appointing Mr. Coughlin.

Norwich Judgeship.
The resolutions appointing Thomas

J. Kelley judge and John H. Barnes
deputy judge of the city court of
Norwich were passed without opposi-
tion, but there is liable to be a set-
back in the house if an alleged deal is
not fully guarantee. There has been
rumor for the past week to the effect
that the appointment of Mr. Kelley
was dependent upon his selection of
John TX Hall for prosecuting officer,
based upon the statement of gentle-
men members of the third house. The
rumor became so pronounced Tues-
day that Representative Croney con-
sidered it worthy of investigation and
make endeavor to straighten the polit-
ical entanglement, if any existed. He
talked with Mr. Healey, the republican
leader of the house, and was plainly
told that he expected the democrats
to stick to their agreement or he would
oppose the resolution appointing- Mr.
Kelley on the floor of the house. Mr.
Craney said he knew of no agreement

deal in relation to the resolutions
except that Mr. Kelloy was to have
the judgeship and Mr. Barnes was to
be deputy judge. Mr. Healey said
there surely was a deal and he told
Mr. Craney to interview Senator Mr.
McDonougii, chairman of the judiciary
committee and democratic leader of
the senate. Mr. Craney did so, and,
witli Senator Avery present. Senator
McDonough was interrogated in re-

lation to the alleg?d deal. He said
that something was said about the ap-
pointment of a republican prosecutor
and that it was agreed that Mr. Hall
should be named for the place. The
statement was a surprise to Senator
Avery and Representative Craney as
well as to Representative Delaney.
When inquiry was made of other dem-
ocratic members they made declara-
tion that they had no kowledge of any
such deal, and one member said if a
deal exists it was put up between Sen-

ator McDonough and Representative
Healey. This and the similar resolu-
tions were transmitted to the house
under suspension of the rules.

New London Judgeship.
When the resolution appointing

Charles E. Hickey, democrat, judge of
the city and police court of New Lon-
don, the Bridgeport trick was attempt-
ed, but failed by a slight margin. Sen-
ator McGrath moved to substitute the
name of William B. Coit, republican,
the present incumbent, for the name
of Mr. HScfcey, and a lively discussion
resultd. Senator Perry read a. letter
from Thomas M. "Waller,
a democrat, strongly recommending
the appointment of Judge Coit, the
senator stating that the letter of this
prominent democrat voiced the senti-
ment of the democrats of Xew London.
This claim was strongly disputed, it
being set forth that former Governor
Waller simply represented himself and
not the democratic party or any part
of it. in New London. The vote sub-
stituting the name of Mr. Coit for Mr.
Hickey was very close, 15 to 15, a tie,
which was dissolved by Lieut. Gov-
ernor Tinnier voting against the sub-
stitution. The resolution appointing
Mr. Hickey was then adopted and mo-

tion to reconsider was lost.

Xew Haven, Conn., May 27. Wil-
liams broke Yale's great record of 17
consecutive victories by shutting out
the Blue on JtTale field this afternoon
2 to 0. It was Yale's second defeat by
a college team this year, Pennsylvania
winning an early season game. To-
day's game w as played on a water --

soaked diamond, with a drizzling rain
falling at intervals. The game was a
pitcher's battle between Gile and
Hodge, with the odds slightly favoring
the Yale man. Both teams fielded
brilliantly and several sensational
plays were made.

FINANCIAL AND

A SAGGING TENDENCY.
Selling Pressure Due to Railroad Re-

ceivership Proceedings.

Xew York, May 27. An event long
foreshadowed in financial and railroad
circles, the proposed institution of re-
ceivership proceedings against the St.
Louis and San Francisco Railroadcompany, w;is the outstanding feature
of today's stock market. The com-
pany's pressing financial needs and its
inability to secure assistance found re-
flection during the past month in the
steady decline of its various securi-
ties, which reached a climax today in
the establishment of new low records.
!.ong before announcement of the pro-
posed receivership was known, the
common, and preferred shares of the
'Frisco system were being liquidated
as well as the 4 per cent, refunding
bonds and the 5 per cent, general lien
bonds. The latter declined eight
points, the fours 3.1-- 4. the first pre-
ferred stock 7, and the second pre-
ferred 3 these quotations repre-
senting ,najcimum losses from which
little recovery was made in the course
of the session. Chicago and Eastern
Illinois certificates, in which the 'Fris-
co road has a substantial interest, fell
10 points.

Xews of receivership proceedings in
the' case of the Chicago and Eastern
Illinois came after the close of trad-
ing. There was sympathetic weakness
throughout the day in Rock Island is-
sues. Missouri Pacifi Kansas City
Southern. and Denver and Rio
Grande and preferred, which
last two also sold at low record fig-
ures. The sasrsring tendency was not
confined to securities of lesser grade,
however, llaniman issues and Cana-
dian Pacific, as well as Reading,
Louisville and Nashville and United
States Steel all showing the effect of
selling pressure. The news from
abroad was scarcely of a hopeful char-
acter, London's market showing unset-tleme- nt

because of further delay in
the signing of the peace treaty be-
tween Turkey and the Balkan states.
The Paris bourse was weak, with some
belated support, while Berlin reported
more or less irregularity. London sold
on balance here to the extent of per-
haps 10.000 shares. The general bond
market showed unusual firmness in the
face of liquidation in 'Frisco and al-
lied issues.
