SPECTACULAR CAREER
OF GROTON MAN

John Albert Fish, Eastern Connecticut
Native, Led Checkered Life.

The New York Times, reviewing the
story of a refusal by insurance com-

panies to pay a risk on a burned yacht
tells this breezy story of a former
Groton boy:

John Albert Fish was born in Gro-
ton. (Conn., in 1K74. In 1893-9- 4 he
shipped before the mast with ('apt.
Robert Wilbour of Mystic. After his
n turn he enlisted in the Engineer
corps of the 1'nKed States army as
a private at Wlllets Point. He had
served two years and nine minths.
when he left before the expiration of
his enlistment. After this' he resided
in Xew York city for about two years,
during which period his occupation did
not appear. In 189S he went to South
Africa and was at Beira, Mozambique,
for six or eight months. There he
shot a negro and left on the train the
next day. going to Oteill, across the
border. He then entered the service
of the South African company. He
was a gold miner, also.

Enlisted for Boer War.
As the next step in his adventurous

career he enlisted in the Colonial cav-
alry for the Boer war. He was wound-
ed in that conflict and was invalided
to England In 190L'. On September 2,
he was married to Alverta C. Sug-ger- t,

at Edinburgh, Scotland. They
lived for a time at a hotel and then
traveled through Ireland. She testi-
fied in a previous action that she paid
the expenses. On October 2 she came
to the Unite,! States and lived at a
hotel with her maid. Fish did not live
with her at this time. On October 22
she had testified, so Fish admitted in
his cross-examinatio- n, she had return-- I
ed to London, and two or three nights
later he broke open her trunks and
took her letters. She began proceed-- .
ings in London to annul her marriage,
but the proceedings were withdrawn.
Mrs. Fish returned to Xew York alone
before Christmas. On February 22
Fish and his wife were remarried here
and lived together for a few weeks.
On July 7 he was retired from the
Colonial cavalry for wounds received
in action. Up to that time he had re-- j
reived full pay of $150 a month. He
derived $600 or $700 for his services
when he retired and had received
$1,800 "blood money" for his injuries.

After Wife's Death.
Meanwhile. Mrs. Fish had assigned

to her husband all her jewelry and
personal property. On March 30. 1304,
Mrs. Fish did from chloroform pois-
oning at 521 West FTleventh street.
Xew York. The coroner's inquest
gave the cause of death as accidental
poisoning. Three days afterward Fish
placed a mortgage on some of her
property for $1,500.

Assaulted Huph O. Pentecost.
On April 29 Fish was convicted of

assault on Hugh O. Pentecost and
fined $50 in the court of special ses-
sions. On June 13. a copy of a hill
of sale of all of Mrs. Fish's personal
property was filed in Xew York coun-
ty under date of August 7, 1903. About
six months later Fish met Catherine
S. Barnes, from whom he later bor-
rowed a good deal of money. Mean-
time he had disposed of practically all
of the property h had received from
his wife.

During the summer of 1905 he ap-
peared in the production known as
the Boer War, at Brighton beach. In
November he became a tracer for
Wanamaker's and was also employed
there as aisle manager. In May he
became a floor walker at Saks'. Dur-
ing parts of 1907 and 1908 he continued
to be a floor walker and then, on May
2. 1908, came the purchase of the first
Senta. t

This vessel had already been dam-
aged by fire, and Fish acquired her for
$300. He had her repaired and insured
her with Lloyds of London for $10,000.
The following summer this policy was
increased to $15,000. Meanwhile he
had purchased an a.utomobile, paying
for it with some pictures and bric-a-br- ac

which remained from his wife's
property.

Burned Off Groton Long Point.
Off Groton Long Point. Conn., on

.October 1 the first Senta was destroy-
ed by fire under very similar circum-
stances, according to his account, that
surroimded the destruction of the sec-
ond Senta. which he bought under
the name of Gevella on November 23,
paying $1,400 of the $1,500 purcha.se
price out of the insurance collected on
the other boat.

At the time of ihe burning of the
first yacht, Fish had a bank balance
here of $4.55 and an English balance
of 18s. lOd.

Kept Auto at Noank.
The automobile he registered in Xew

Jersey on January 20, 1910, giving an
address at which he did not live. In
March he insured the machine for
$3,000 and within ten days increased
th policy to $3,500, He kept tne au-
tomobile in a barn at .Veank, Cenn..
belonging to his cousin, George Fish,

NO MORE SECRECY
OVER CREW PRACTICE

Old Times in This Respect On the
Thames Are Gone.

When Yale invited Harvard to
watch her crews row and Harvard
reciprocated on the following even-
ing it was a courtesy unprecedented
In racing practice on the Thames.
Along the river bank in the squad of
newspaper men and among the old
trainers the time can be recalled when
the rival oarsmen not only did not
invite their opponents to watch them
but took pains to prevent their work
being observed.

The conclusion was reached after it
was remembered that for several weeks
the oarsmen of the great universi-
ties had received about all of the in-

struction they can be given. It' would
be impossible for them to change their
stroke, even if it was found imprac-
tical. There is not the slightest op
portunity of any knack of waterman-
ship being left unlearned by either
side to be acquired from observation
of the opposing crew in action. The
Harvard oarsmen and coaches have
given a good deal of study to the Yale
oarsmen and strokes and the Yale
oarsmen and coaches the same.

It was not always so. Within a de-
cade the different camps have scouted
to post themselves on both weak and
strong points of their rivals much the
same as two armies might spy upon
each other. The establishing of a new
custom of inviting their antagonists to
view practice has probably not les-
sened the spirit of rivalry a bit, but
may lend a more manly aspect to col-
lege rowing tactics.

, It is a fact that within a few years
a bit of practice, intended for a time
row. was suddenly called off by the
coach of one crew when the launch of
opposing crew hove in sight and
steamed up too close to be considered
polite. The oarsmen rested at the
command of the coach and when the
rival launch lay to the shell was sent
away in short stretches toward the
boat house.
