Cigarettes Condemned.

Supday was anti-cigarelte-temper-
ance Yay In the Sunday school of the
Congregeational church, and In addi-
tion to the regular sesslon facts and
flgures were brought out, in a general
exercise, about the banfeul result of
the use of the cigarstte.

In connection with the use of cigar-
eltes it was noted that furfural, the
principal aldehyde in cigarettes, is
said to be fifty tlmes as poisonous as
ordinary alcohol, and that a single cig-
arette yilede as much furfural as is
present in a couple fluid ounces of
whiskey.
