Rev. Lewis Fitz Randolph, 72, died
at his home in Ashaway, Friday morn- -
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an active member of the Seventh Day
Baptist denomination, having been
pastor of churches in West Virginia
and Pvhode island since 1870.

Lewis Fits .Randolph was born in
Greenbrier, West Virginia, December
21, 1841, the son of William Fitz Ran-
dolph and Siary B. Davis and was
the eleventh of a family of twelve
children.

Mr. Randolph's early life was spent
In Greenbrier, West Virginia. . He
was baptized by Rev. David Clawson
in Greenbrier Run, West Virginia, in
185-- and joined the Salem church the
same year. He married Elizabeth
Jane Davis, March 22, 186S, and two
years later was ordained to the min-
istry by the Salem church, Sept. 24,
1S70, at Greenbrier, at the time of the
organization of the Greenbrier cnurch.
lie was later pastor of the Greenbrier
and 'Ritchie churches, and was mis-
sionary pastor in the West Virginia
field. He was pastor of the .Marlboro,

J., church from 1873 to 1876, and
came to the Hopkinton church in
1SS3.

and Airs. Randolph, Alva, who died
several years ago .Curtis Randolph, of
Alfred, N. J., and Lewis. Jr of Asha-
way.
