MOOSUP AUTO IN

THE PAWTUXET RIVER.

Brake Released at Top of Hill and
Machine Runs Back Over Wall.

A heavily loaded automobile van.
left standing while its driver went to
supper, started from the top of Birch
Hill, Riverpoint, R. I., at 6 o'clock Mon-
day evening, sped on a zigzag course
down the steep incline, tore through a
high wooden fence, and plunged to the
bottom of the Pawtuxet river.

The big machine was owned by Hor-mid- as

Couture of Moosup, Conn., and
had been sent by him to remove from
St. John's hall, Phenix, a load of bar-
ber's supplies destined for Moosup. The
driver, William Carpenter, finished his
trip early in the evening and started
back from Phenix.

At the summit of Birch Hill he de-
cided that it was time to eat, and set-
ting the brakes, firmly, he thought, he
wrent into a boarding house. It is be-
lieved that a small boy released the
brake or that the clutch was jarred
loose by a passing car.

The first intimation that Carpenter
had of any mishap came when he
heard a loud crash. He ran to the
door and saw the heavy van plunge
down the hill on the opposite side of
the road, ripping a section 50 feet long
from the fence set on top of a retaini-
ng- wall over the river.

The machine then crashed over the
wall, turned over and dropped down a
30-fo- ot embankment into the Paw-
tuxet. An investigation showed that
several of the iron posts supporting
the fence had been torn up and that
the automobile was wrecked.

Lightning's Work.

Best Display of Poultry.
The poultry shed, filled to its utmost

capacity, holds the finest exhibit ofany in the four years of the grange
fair's history. There are abou: 230
entries, with wide variety and in seme
classes superb quality. The strongest
class is the White Plymoufh Rock,
where a number of biris of notable
character are to be found. Th? White
Leghorns and Brahmas also show a
high standard. There is a varied ex- -
hibit of fancy fowl and several pens
of ducks and geese are shown

Pretty Cats and Kittens.
The pets also occupy a portion of'

the poultry shed. In this deDartment
there are an unusual number of cats
and kittens entered, a handsome Per-- i
sian angora attracting considerable at-
tention. There are a half dozen pens
ot nomer pigeons, and as many of rab-
bits, with four cages of ferrets. Sev-
eral guinea pigs are also shown. A pet
gray fox, Betsey, aroused much inter-
est and seemed not in the least dis-
turbed by the attention she drew. The
dog entries included two handsome
English setters, a fox hound, a fox-
hound bitch and litter of pups, a lit-
ter of Scotch collie imps, an Irish col-
lie pup, a Boston bull and a French
poodle bitch with the kitten which it
has fostered.

The horse department has about 25
entries and some excellent stock is
shown. All are sleek and well groom-
ed. There are several promising cat-ti- e

among the entries.
More Than 200 Head of Cattle.

There are over 200 head of cattle
on exhibition in the long sheds. Rich-
ard Wheeler has six fine pair of steers
and his big white faced Herefords
are the largest under the sheds and
are well matched. He also shows two
pair of sleek Devons, two pair of Dur-ha-

and a pair of Holsteins. Edwin
Man and Horace Lewis also show some
nice steers. John D. Averv and Ralnh
Wheeler both have large entries of
Ayrshire cows and bulls and the herds
include some excellent Individuals.
There are several pens of goats and
pigs at the end of the cattle sheds.

Fruit Is Fine.
Considering- the drought which has

been severely felt by the farmers
through the summer the display -- of
fruits and vegetables is remarkable.
Among the biggest and finest displays
of garden produce are those of S. Ar-
thur Champlin, Frank E. Peckham and
Edward Man, while Lafayette Main
has a fine exhibit of fruit and melons.
Mr. Main shows 86 varieties of apples.
He has a sugar barrel containing 165
large Wolf 'river apples which average
cut 12 to the peck. He also has some
exceptionally fine Rhode Island green-
ings, Jonathans and Maidens Blush
apples, with a number of baskets of
large Elberta and Belle of Georgia
peaches.

Dahlias in Exhibition Hall.
In the main exhibition hall there

are two long tables of handsome dah-
lias entered by George Stillman . of
Westerly and Ernest Chapman of
Clark's falls. This building is an espe-
cially attractive place for .the women
and here the housewives show their
neatest needlework, finest pickles andpreserves, honey, jellies, cake, biscuits
and bread. Here, too, are shown plates
of eggs, apples, pears, grapes, peaches,
quinces, and strawberries of the ever-
bearing variety.

.Trio of Young Men to State Prison.

When the criminal court opened
about 11 o'clock State's Attorney Hull
moved for sentence on Michael Lene-ha- n,

George Genac and William Hav-
ens, employes of a circus who had
pleaded guilty to abuse of Cora Foun-taln- e

in a freight car while coming
from Providence to New London. The
girl is now in a home for girls in New
Haven.

Judge Greene imposed a sentence
upon the three youn men of not less
than two nor more than Ave years in
state prison, after Attorneys Lubchan-sk- y

and Smith and state's Attorney
Hull had made statements about the
case. One of the young men is a min-
or and one wears a broad brimmed
felt sombrero with white tassels on it.
All looked as if they were used to the
seamy side of life.
Probation Under Suspended Sentence.

The case of the state vs. Howard
Sloan of New London was called up.
He is a minor and was accused of
forging a check for $75.

Lawyer Geary said the young man
was on his way to school and was
asked by another party to sign the
name of A. Gordon to the back or a
check and collect $75 and he would be
paid $5, and he did so.

For Burnnlg a Barn.
Charles H. Maine, who had pleaded

guilty to setting fire to the barn of
George Schultz in Shewtown last
month, was sentenced to state prison
for from one to two years. Attorney
A. M. Brown was his lawyer and made
the statement for the accused that he
was drunk at the time of setting the
fire. The case was worked up by
Constable Horace If. Main and the
arrest was made by him after a clue
furnished from some shoe tracks.

$ For a Stabbing in Waterford.
Most of the afternoon session of

court was occupied with the trial of
the case of state vs. James Maonos of
Waterford, accused of assault with in- -
tent to kill upon James Tassone, whom
it was claimed he had cut with a knife
on the night of May 25 near the home
of James Carey in the Dingle Hill sec-
tion of Waterford.

Victim of Stabbing Testifies.
Jas. Tassone, who was the man stab-

bed, was the first witness. He testi-
fied through Interpreter Louis Dondero
and said that he wai walking home
with his wife when the accus-
ed, attempted to take an axe handle
away from a nephew of Tassone, who
was walking behind them. Tassone
said he turned around towards the
two struggling over the axe handle,
and Maonos opened a knife with his
finger nails and stabbed Tassone in the
chest with the knife. This took place
in the yard. Then they grappled and
rolled over and over outside the fence
and there, while they were on the
ground Maonos cut Tossane over the
eye with a razor. Then they were pull-
ed apart by Tassone's wife and Maonos
ran off, and later was arrested.

On cross-examinati- by Attorney
Clayton B. Smith, who was counsel for
the prisoner, Tassone slid that the first
assault took place while they were
standing within arm's reach of each
other and that no words were spoken
between him and Maonos while they
stood and before Maonos stabbed him.
He denied that he had been lieing in
wait for Maonos behind a wall with the
axe handle, and tha.t a woman, who
was asked to stand up in court, but
shouted to look out for Tassone. Ha
also denied that he had the head of
the hatchet in his pocket.

Had Trouble Before.
On the Saturday before the assault

Tassone testified that Maonos came to
Tassane's house and Tassane gave
Maonos a receipt for 100 ltres that had
been loaned him in Italy. Maonos was
drunk and tore the receipt up, and
there was some talk about things In
Italy, and Tassane told Maonos to get
out of the house.

SOCIALIST SOLUTION
OF TRUST PROBLEM

Explained by Oscar Ameringer, Chair-th- e

man of Party's National Corn- -

mittee.

The aim and purpose of the socialist
party was explained in a most inter-
esting manner to a good sized audi-
ence in Froehlichkeit hall Tuesday
evening by Oscar Ameringer of Mil-
waukee, chairman of the' national com-
mittee of the socialist party. Mr.
Ameringer was presented by Albert A.
Boardman and for an hour and a half
he helf the close attention of his hear-
ers, drawing laughter and applause
wit hhis frequent bits of humor.

Mr. Ameringer devoted his address
to the trust question and the disposi-
tion of the question in the socialist
way. Though the trust produces
cheaper, he said, it does not lower the
price in proportion. It. pushed wages
down and keeps the cost of living up.
Between the low cost and the high
selling price is the big profit which is
reinvested by the trust in another in-

dustry. The circle of exploitation keeps
growing larger. The Standard Oil
company started with control of the
oil fields, then acquired the coal fields
and the profits were bigger than ever.
Natural gas wells, iron deposits were
controlled in turn with ever increasing
profits until finally the Standard Oil
became allied with the steel trust.
Thus today oil is a small part of that
which is controlled by the Standard
Oil company.

The beef trusts started as pork pack-
ers. They reached out into other lines
and the other day I saw a bottle mark-
ed Armour's grape juice. The beef
trust controls nearly every refrigerator
car in the country. Fruit is transport-
ed in these cars and thus the beef
trust gets control of the grape busi-
ness.

By the accumulating of capital rein-
vested again and again the trust
crushes out the middle class; the small
manufacturers, the bankers, the store-
keepers are coming to depend upon the
trusts and the bull moose movement
was really the last dying wail of the
middle classes crushed to the wall by
the trusts. Thus t9 out of every 100
persons are opposed to the trusts.

The progressive republicans favor
control of the. trusts by the govern-
ment. That idea is all right, but this
beloved government of ours belongs
body and soul, hair and hide, to the
trusts, so the government cannot be
used against its rightful owner. The
democrats agree that the trusts are bad
and would return to the "good old
days" of the democratic regime. They
don't care where they go so long as
they go back and do away with the
trusts. This idea is fine, but for the
last 5,000 years the human race, has
been going forward, and the race or
nation which attempts to go backward
is just as insane as the man wno
walks backward along the street. The
trust is the product of industrial evo-
lution

j

and it is just as easy to put the
oak tree back into the acorn as to go
back to the days of competition.

The socialist solution of the problem
is not new. It dates back to 1847, when
two young scientists wrote that com-
petition would one day result in a mo-
nopoly which would become so oppres-
sive that the people would rise up and
seize the trust, to be operated for the !

good of all. That is our idea today.
We can get control of the trusts by

confiscation, though this is not the
only way. The owners wTould probably
be idemnined, as were the feudal lords
of Germany when they were dispos-
sessed of their lands, provided the
change of ownership was peaceful. If
the change entailed bloodshed, as did
the confiscation of the slaves in the
south, then the trust owners would
ceive about as much indemnity as
the slave owners.

With a new government at Washin-
gtonmade up not of the trust lawyers
but of real representatives of the peo-
ple the government could acquire the
trusts. Uncle Sam has started in the
express business and has lowered the
rates from 20 to 60 per cent. If he
goes a little farther and carries a lit-
tle larger package Lncle Sam can
wipe out every express company in
the United States in five days without
paying a. cent of indemnity. When we
go" to John D. Rockefeller and tell him
we want to buy his business we will
show him this example and he will be
willing to sell. We will give him 100
millions for his Stai.dard Oil, paying
him with two per cent, gold bonds. The j

profit of the business is a hundred mil
lion a year, so that within a year we
can redeem our bonds and own the
trust. If .we can issue bonds to build
battleships which yield no returns,
surely we can Issue bonds for a busi-
ness Which pays as large a profit as
this. We will run it with the same
people who run the business now and
after the bonds are redeemed we will
Increase the salary of every one of
the 12,000 ' employes $2,000 a year and
distribute the other 72 millions of profit
to the rent of the people of the country
in cheaper products. Thus by a change
of ownership we distribute the divi-
dend between those who produce it and
the rest of tho Amerlean public.

Dry Season Was a Hard One on .West
Side Improvement.

The dry summer has proved a hard
one on the little parklet in Falls ave-
nue near the Central Vermont station,
which a number of West Side citizens
took under their special attention, and
nearly all the 11 trees set out in it have
died.

Only two or three of the 11 seem etlll
to be alive. Four of the trees were
maples and were secured from Mohe-ga- n

park, while the others came from a
New York nurseryman. The dry sea-
son, seems to have affected all indiffer-
ently, as both the Mohegan park trees
and the ones from New York have
died, The citizens who are interested
in the park intend to take some meas-
ures t have the trees replaced so that

When tne telephone statisticians begin
tu talk in billions, as they honestly
twi, they cease to be intelligible; their
data are collections of symbols.

Anivrica leads the entile world in
tie- - use of the telephone.

Thirty-seve- n years ago
he telephone was one of the "toys"' of

the Centennial exposition, its inventor
v.as shabby; he was so poor that he
had to borrow his railroad fare to
Philadelphia; his invention was so lit-
tle regarded tiiat the best place he

icon ii for his display was a deal
table in an obscure corner of the great
show. But for the accident that gave
hint Don Pedro of Brazil as an inter-
ested visitor. Bell and his "toy" might
n- - t have been noticed by the jury of
awards at all. impatient as he was to
get bfick to his other work in Boston.
