LIGHT SHOWED TRACK
CLEAR FOR BOAT TRAIN

Switch Lantern Burned Green as Boat

Train Approached Saturday Night.

| ———

In the wreck of the Central Ver-
mont boat train at the Falls Satura~
day night, according to what Engl-
neéer Vassar said to those at the wreck
immediately after it had happened, he
saw the switch elgmnal burning green,
indicating a clear rack for him, as he
swung around the curve at thal point.
He had no steam on as his practice
was In making the run at this polnt,
and as he reached (he switch stand
he felt his engine mount the point of
the switoh. He at once threw on the
emergency brakes, sending out a show.
er of sparks frein the wheels, At the
speed he was making, they would have
been enough to have stopped his train
in the length of the siding, he said,
if the engine had been on the tracks.

When he returned to look at the
switch stand after he had c¢llmbed
out of the cab window, with the fire-
man and several other men, they found
the light out, probably having hbeen
jarred out by the train jumping at thia
polnt, The switch was wlde open, lis
theory being that it was jarred open
by the train, and the padiock which
was supposed to securs it found to be
useless, as it could easily be opened
or closed with the fingera. Ii was
hanging by its chain and was not lock-
ing the switch.
