Little Flesh Remaining.

SEPARATE BLOCKS FOR
THE WHITES AND BLACKS.

New Ordinance Passed by Baltimore
Requires It.

Baltimore, Md., Sept. 25. A race
segregation ordinance was passed by
the city council late today. Mayor
Jajnes H. Preston had left the city
hall and the document was taken to
his residence, where he affixed his sig-
nature to it. This is said to be the
first time a mayor ofv Baltimore has
signed an ordinance outside of the
city hall.

The ordinance has this title:

white and colored people respectively."

The only house in the 1,300 block of
Mosher street occupied by negroes
who moved in yesterday was bombard-
ed with stones and bricks for three
hours tonight by white men and boys
from roofs, windows and steps of
houses opposite. Then a crowd of ne-
groes' assembled and began a similar
work of destruction on the houses of
the white people.

Tennessee
house of representatives, leaders of the
political factions which have bandied
charges that "gun men'' were being
used to intimidate legislators reached-e- d

The
state senate was not in session, and
members of that body, city detectives,
policemen and state officials not pres-
ent" on official business were included
in the "request" to leave the capitol
and state house grounds.

Necessary to Preserve Peace.
This action was taken as a precau-

tion against a threatened open clash
between the factions that are fighting
over the so-call- ed liquor law enforce-
ment bills.

Three members of the house were
named a committee to clear the -- fate
house ia accordance with the agree-
ment. The spectators in the corridors
were told that the action" decided upon
was necessary for the preservation of
the peace.

Filibuster Against
Bills.

All the partisans of the opposing
legislative factions finally left tho
building, and the house was again
called to order.

The regulars today continued their
filibuster against the
bills. These bilis, three in number,
are designed to strengthen the state-
wide prohibition laws. All three of the
measures passed the senate by a close
vote.

Drew Revolver in House.
Representative Bejach's resolution

citing John Yeatman, deputy game
warden, to appear before the house
for contempt, it being alleged that hi
had drawn a revolver yesterday when
the house adjourned in an uproar, was
voted down.

Saturday.

WILSON ENCOURAGED BY

THE MEXICAN SITUATION,

Believes "Moral Suasion Policy of th;
United States Effective.

Washington, Sept. 25. President
Wilson took the position today that
the policy of moral suasion adopted by
the United States toward Mexico had
accomplished its two cardinal purposes

to obtain assurances that there
would be a constitutional" election and
that Provisional President Huerta
would not be a candidate to succeed
himself. Ad", ices received here de-

scribing in detail the preparations be-

ing made for the election Oct. 26. and
stating also that General Huerta
would not be a candidate, but would
support Frederick Carnboa, Mexican
minister of foreign affairs, the nominee
of the Catholic party, encouraged
President Wilson and Secretary Bryan
to believe that the Huerta government
was carrying out what the United
States had emphasized in the Lind ne-
gotiations as the essential features of
a satisfactory settlement of the revo-
lutionary troubles.

The president realizes that it will
not be immediately possible to judge
whether the processes of the election
are actually constitutional and will
withhold decision for some time as to
whether the choice of that election
will be recognized by the United
States.

Jude Lewis J. Conlan of New York,
ii lifelong friend of the governor, testi-
fied that he had raised money for the
governor's campaign, but had given it
to him without restriction as to its
use.

Sulzer called personally on Charles
A. Stadler, president of the American
Malting company, the latter iesnUed
end reo.uested his aid in obtaining the
support of Tammany Hall. He said he
obtained the support and later solicit-
ed campaign funds for Sulzer.'

The assembly managers decided to-rig- ht

to bring no more impeachment
charges against the governor.

Stadler's Testimony.
Stadler, who is a former state sen-

ator, declared that after several invi-
tations from Sulzer he had visited the
candidate to talk things over.

"The conversation was on the gen-
era topic of the political situation
pending," said Air.

'You can help me in more than one
way, and you know what you can do.'
I told him I understood the situation

vand would do what I could."
"Subsequent to the nomination did

you see friends of yours?" he was ask-
ed by Attorney Kresel of the prosecu-
tion.

"Whom did you approach?"
".Mr. Sulzer requested me to go to

Fourteenth street (Tammany Hall)
and intercede lor him there," respond-
ed the former senator, "and I did.
Subsequently I reported back to Mr.
Sulzer what I had done and he thank-
ed me."

$1,400 from Liquor Interests.
Mr. Stadler subsequently told of

having collected $250 from Peter Doel-ge- r
$100 from William J. Elias, $250

from William and Peter Hoffman, all
lepref enting liquor interests. His per-
sonal contribution of $100 was added
to the total turned over to the gover-
nor.

"I think the total amounted to about
$1,4'10." he declared. "Yet I may be in
prror: it might be perhaps only $1,300.

This was an admitted blow to the
prosecution.

from'the charge of stealing.it as set
forth in the articles of impeachment.

' Offered to Refund the 52,500.
"I would like to know, Mr. Schiff,

if you have had any communications
with Governor Sulzer since this mat-
ter was disclosed in the last two
months," said Senator Foley.

"I had not, except that he invited
me to come to Albany and I declined.
To be correct, about four or Ave weeks
ago his secretary invited me to come
to Albany to see Mrs. Sulzer, who was
ill. I have seen Governor Sulzer only
once since he went into office."

"Did anybody communicate with you
in New York city in behalf of Mr. Sul-
zer and upon this matter of your
contribution ?"

"Yes, Mr. Frankenstein came to see
me and told me that if I would accept
it, Governor Suleer would be very glad
to refund to me the $2,500, to which I
Replied that I could not now, since the
matter was under investigation, permit
the status to be changed."

"You refused to accept refund of
the $2,500?" asked, the senator.

"I didn't. It was never tendered to
me. The question was only asked as
to whether I would accept it, to which
I said no. The exact words were, so
far as I remember, 'Governor Sulzer
would like to repay you this $2,500.' "

Telephone Talk With Mrs. Sulzer
The name of Mrs. Sulzer. who, it is

reported, will be one of the star wit-
nesses for the defense, was frequently
brought into the testimony today. It
was developed that she had a tele-
phonic communication with Ralph
Trier, vice president of the Frank V. j

Strauss company, in regard to the
$1,000 check which he hd sent to the
governor in behalf of Mr. Strauss, who
was abroad. According to Trier's tes-
timony, Mrs. Sulzer had reported to
him over the telephone that the check
that he sent was not in the envelope.
The witness said that he had stopped
payment on the check and sent the
governor another, and that Mrs. Sul-
zer told him this time that the check
had been received. He added that
Mrs. Sulzer and Mr. Strauss were re-

lated. "
Friend of Governor Testifies.

In Judge Lewis J. Conlan of New
York, the managers called a friend of
the governor for more than thirty-year- s'

standing. Mr. Conlan testified
that he frequently had presented the
governor's name for nominations at
conventions and otherwise had been
intimately associated with htm in
politics. Three checks for $200, $100
and $110 were given the governor by
Mr. Conlan along with a personal gift
of $100 during the campaign, and it
was about' these transactions that he
testified.

Mr. Conlan was interrogated as to
how he came to collect the checks and
contribute himself, and what he said
to Mr. Sulzer while at his home.

"I think I mentioned that I believ-
ed he was short of funds," he replied,
"or I thought he was, and that I in-

tended to what I could to collect some
money for him and that I hoped to
get more. He thanked me for what I
had done and what I expected to do."

"What else did you sa y to him --as to
the purpose for which you were col-

lecting and giving him this money?"
"Tt was to help him along in the nec-

essary work of the campaign that he
was entering upon. I did not limit the
use of it in any way ror did I attempt
to direct what he should do with H."

The witness had noL finished his tes-
timony when court adjourned.
