Officer B. D. Chaffee Denies Coroner
Bill's Charge of Neglect of Duty
Writing Featured at Teachers' Insti-
tute Howarth and His Counsel in
Towru V'V

Officer - Benjamin D Chaffee takes
exception to Coroner A." G. Bill's charge
that he was guilty of neglect of duty
on .the: aiight. that Frank. Roze, alias
Cresesto Esposftio. was . shot . In this
city--. Officer Chaffee said Saturday
afternoon - that Joseph Minerva, who
has since been sentenced for the shoot-
ing of Rozfe, was not pointed out to
him on the night of the "shooting

"tJfflcer Chaffee's Story of the hap-
penings of the night follows: After the
shooting occurred he started to trail
ftoze,. who,- - wounded, had 4 fled - from
the scene of the shooting up School
street and eventually, into a saloon on
Elm street, from where he. was taken
te Dr. J. J. Russell's office. Returning,
he met a young Italian .who talked
with him and gave a version of how
the shooting had come to occur.' 'He
talked with the young man for some
time and then left- him. the officer
coming through from School street un-
der the Front street railroad bridge to
a point near where the stone steps
come down from the Chickering hotel.
This was about 10.30 o'clock, and
something like half an hour after the
shooting. 5

It was at this place, and about this
hour Officer Chaffee says, that he met
Howard James, who told him that he
had seen a man who had been mixed
up in the shooting. - Officer Chaffee
says that Mr. James told him where
the man had been; that he had left
another young man to watch the fel-
low, but did not know where the quar-
ry was at just that time. The officer
says that Minerva was not pointed out
to him at that time, or any other time,
by Mr. James, or by any other person,
but that he told Mr. James to show
him where the man was, remarking:
"He's my meat."

As Officer Chaffee passed along the
street a man came to him, saying there
was a telephone call for him at the
Putnam inn. Going there, he found
that he was wanted at Dr. Russell's
office, where Raze was lying, awaiting
the ambulance to --take him to the hos-
pital'. Officer Chaffee went to the phy-
sician's office to remain with the
wounded man until the ambulance
should take him away. It was while
he was at the office of Dr. Russell, he
says, that another telephone message
came requesting that he come over into
the Grove street section and arrest a
drunk who was in that vicinity. Officer
Chaffee responded to the call and got
the man, who proved to be Minerva,
but the fact that the fellow was the
one that figured in the shooting affair
was not known to the officer at the
time he made the arrest.

Officer Chaffee feels that he has
been unfairly criticised and that he
did his full duty on-th- night in ques-
tion, not shirking any detaiL He fur-
ther complains that he was not sum-
moned as a witness in the coroner's
inquest and was thereby deprived of
an opportunity to tell of his actions
on the night of the shooting. Officer t

Chaffee will make a strong defense of
his action before the police committee
of the common council, to which the
matter has. been referred. (
