NORWICH TOWN

Fires in Town Strest School Building—
Rev. Edward W. Potter Gives Tem-
perance Address—Storm Damage.

A little before 8 «'clock Monday
morping smoke was neiiced by James
Cobb coming from a ventilator on the
south side of the Town sirest school
buflding. The alarm was given. When
men attempted o enter, the dense
amoke in the hallway prevented at
first. Soon smoke was pouring from
the windows of thie rooms on the main
floor: the fire had started directly .over

furnace in the basement—prohably
from an overheated steampipe too near
woodwork There I8 also lath and
plaster near the heater. Tha Dbrick
walla dividing the hallwavs kept the
fire from spreading above the base-
ment

Men who quickly sathered brought
water from the trough on the green,
forgetting the fire extinguishers with

which the building is supplied, and
i'.-:-ld the fire until the autochemiecal
came. Ii was f{ortunate because of
the high wind that the danger was so
soon discovered and quick work done,
otherwise the building would have
gone. The floor in the main hall was
chopped through by the firemen and a
straam of water applied until all dan-
REer was past. No harm by smoke or
water was done to the schoolrooms.
Therse was qulte a little excitement in
the wvicinity for an hour, the children
being chiefly concerned with the fact
that there would be “no achonl today.”

The fire chief statez that there
mhould be a hydrant near every school
building.
