Robert W. Perkins, of Norwich, pres-
ident of the Norwich and Westerly
Traction company, was next invited
to uo business with the council. He
said that evidently the order was is-
sued without careful consideration that
required the trolley company to fill in
between the tracks and for eighteen
inches on either side of the Pleasant
View extension, as that meant the
mending of the road for the town of
Westerly, He reminded the council
that when the present company as-
sumed control of the old Pawcatuck
Valley road conditions were very bad.
This property haB been rebuilt at great
expense and the Company pays a town
tax on $88,000. The company has ex-
pended $13,000 along the shore and ad-
ded much to the valuation of the town
outside of the railroad property. The
law concerning the filling In between
the rails and outside for a specified
distance appiied to a traveled stretch
and not to ne whigbway road for
light and temporary traffic.

Then cawie a lively discussion, di-
rected at the highway committee, for
expending a sum that exceeded $200
without conferring with Cue council as
a whole and in violation of a 'vote of
the council. It was disclosed thwt the
main part of. the work which was ex-
pected of the trolley company had
been completed.

After the lengthy discussion, during
which there ware some hot shots in-

terchanged, Mr. Perkins continued. He
said if it was the spirit of the town
of Westerly to have the trolley com-
pany build a highway from Pleasant
View to Weekapaug the tracks would
never have been laid there. He said
the town is justified in building a
usable highway. He said it was tire-
some 10 hear the remarkthat trolley roads are granted fran-
chises for which they pay nothing.
There is no business risk so large and
returns so small. Jlr. Perkins said
the company is giving Westerly good
service and hoped to improve. Themanagement of the trolley lines com-
ing to Westerly has an investment of
SiOO.OOO and no returns. The trolley
companies are aiding in the develop-
ment of Westerly and there should
he no attempt to put on the. company
a burden not put on other taxpayers.

Thomas McKenzie civil engineer,
who with Councilman Flynn and Townsolicitor Agard were appointed lastApril to consider several matters withthe trolley company, with special ref-erence to relieving the alleged con-gestion in Dixon square, madea report. Mr. McKenzie saidthe committee had no special rec-
ommendations ro make, but presented
several plans relative to the proposedchanges, some prepared by the com-
mittee and some by the trolley com-pany. One of the trollev plans pro-
vided for a three hundred feet terminalin front of the railway station in Rail-
road avenue, where the street is fifty
feet in width, and also a siding inCanal street under the railroad bridge.
Another plan provided for the doubletracking of High and Canal streetsthe .narrowness of High street at thethe nadrowness of High street at the
Y indsor house.

Mr. McKenzie explained that an-
other plan provided for a turnout 1S2
feet in length in Canal street, the wid-
est street in tov.n at that point. Itwas agreed by the committee and thetrolley company that the present ar-rangements in Dixon square were un-
satisfactory. But there was tendencyto have terminals in the civic centrewhere ths public is least served.

Mr. Perkins explained that trolleycongestion comes with progress andthere is more or less waste of time introliey traffic by reason of the con-gestion in Dixon square. He said thatmany long hours were spent in trying
