Nearly a Dozen Boats Sent to the Res-

Halifax, N. S., Jan. 13. A wireles
cry for help from the Royal Mail
steamer Cobequid, fast on the dread-
ed ledges of Grand Manan just before
dawn today, followed five hours later
by a final flicker of her rad saying
that the ship was filling, has caused
grave concern for the 120 persons on
board. e

The Cobequid was bound for St.
John. N. B., from the British West
Indies in command of Captain Haw-to- n,

completing her first round trip
over this route. She had a crew of
102 men, a number of second class
passengers and the following in tne
first class cabin: L. S. Navarro, L.
Botta, W. C. Zoller. Mrs. Zoller and
child. She had called at Bermuda but
most of her passengers were from
points south of there
Fate Unknown When Darkness Set In

Whether the Cobequid had survived
an all day battering by hurricane seas
and would hold together until one of a
fleet of nearly a dozen rescue boats
could reach her, was a matter of In-
creasing hourly anxiety tonight.

Up to darkness no trace of the dis-
tressed vessel had been found on th
east shore of the Bay of Fundy when
she was first reported aground. Not
could a glimpse be seen through the
vapor which shrouded the west side
of Grand Manan on one of whose num-
erous ledges it was later believed she
rested.

The Cobequid was formerly the
steamer Goth and had been pressed in-
to the winter service from maritime
provinces to the tropics. Ehe sailed
from Halifax on December 5 for West
Indian ports and started north again
on Dec. 30 from Grenada. She call-
ed at Bermuda on the 9th and then
cleared for St. John

Caught In a Blizzard.
Approaching the Bay of Fundy, fam-

ous for its swift tides and mountain-
ous seas, a blizzard descended upon the
steamer.

Captain Hawson waa heading for
Gannet Rock Light, the guide to the
western side of the bay and a warning
of the ledges which stretch ten miles
to the southward of Grand Manan.

It was about sunrise when the ope-
rator at the wireless station at-- Cape --

Sable- across the bay, picked up the
Cebequid's cry for help. The message
said that the vessel had struck a ledge
off Brier Island, which Is on the oppo-
site side of the bay and needed Immed-
iate assistance. For the next few
hours fragmentary messages were re-
ceived from the stranded steamer, one
of which said that the forward hold
was filling. At 9.40 a. m. came the lastgasp of the fading wireless to the ef-
fect that the engine room was flooded
the batteries were exhausted and theoperator unable to get any sparks.

Boats to the Rescue.
v In the meantime both the Canadian
and American governments had begun
active measures for rescue. The Ger-
man steamer Kronprinzessin. Cecilie.
off Sable Island on her way to New
Tork was urged to change her course
and head for the Cobequid. 200 miles
to the northward. The government
steamer Lady Laurier was started out
from this spot for the run cf 150 miles
to Grand Manan. The steamers Bel-vlde-

Helena and Landowne were
asked to help and the revenue cutter
Woodbury, in command of Lieutenant
Ridgely, on her way from Portland to
Rockland, was ordered to steam full
speed for the scene.

Toward night it was discovered that
the cable steamer Tyrian was at an-
chor behind Campobello, only forty
miles from Gannet Rock Light, and a
message was sent to her skipper urg-
ing him to proceed immediately to the
aid of the Cobequid.

Communication Cut Off.
When the keeper of the Brier Is-

land light was notified of the acci-
dent in the hope that he might gtve
some Information regarding her, be re-
plied that he saw no trace of the Cob-
equid. This was subsequently con-
firmed by the steamer John L. Cann,
which made a circuit of the island dur-
ing the day. On a of the
first message from the Cobequid, the
opinion was reached that the navigator
was at a loss as to the real position
of the steamer and that she was in
reality on the west side of the bay.

Unfortunately communication with
Grand Manan had been cut off some
time before through the breaking of
the cable, so that no information could
be obtained from there.

Scene of Many Disasters.
It was expected that some of the

steamers would be off Gannet Rock
light by midnight and that the Wood-
bury would reach the scene by 6 a. m.
Hope was felt that they would be able
to sight the Cobequid, as there was
a bright moon, and the gale tonight
seemed to bo subsiding.

The Grand Manan ledges hav been
the scene of many disasters, but loss
of life has been comparatively small.

Tha steamer Tyrian was still at
anchor at Campobello tonight waiti-
ng: for "better weather conditions. The
gale and the zero temperature con-
tinues and snow was falling in the
Bay of Fundy.

available, but It Is known that among
those on board are Misses Marguerite
and Dorothy James, giris of 18 or 17
years, children of the late R. H. James,
who was formerly mayor of St'.

ORDERED LAST NIGHT BY

TRADES FEDERATION

MINERS TO COOPERATE

Government Immediately Proclaims
Martial Law Native Workers to Be

Sent Back to Their Villages.

Cape Town, Union of South Africa,
Jan. 13. A general strike throughout
South Africa was proclaimed tonight
by the trades federation, and the Rand
miners by a two-thir- ds majority votedto join in the movement. Govern-
mental retaliation was swtrt. it took
the form of the preclaxnation of mar-
tial law.

This was the only step the authori-
ties believed adequate to meet the sit-
uation, for the strike of the miners
means not only' the turning loose of
the most turbulent spirits in the Rand,
but raises the whole question of theposition of the native workers. If the
miners actually obey the strike order
the government will immediately takesteps to send the natives under es-
cort back to their kraals.

A Serious Blow to the Rand.
This means that about 200,000 na-

tives must be marchej back by road
to their homes' at enormous cost. It
will be most difficult after the end of
the strike to recruit them again. In
brief, such a step would mean disas-
ter for the Rand for many years.

Although official reports from Jo-
hannesburg show improvement in the
train service reports from other dis-
tricts are less encouraging. In Natal
the situation is one of great tension
and it is feared that the loyalty of
the trainmen will not stand the strain
much longer. An instance of the men'stemper is shown by the action of an
engine driver, who quitted his train
on the veldt and left the passengers
stranded.

General Botha's Prediction. y
Practically no information is at hand

as to conditions in the Orange Free
State, but improvement there is not
considered probable.

From the government's' standpoint
about the only ray of light in the sit-
uation today was the assurance from
the Indian leader Gandhi that the pas-
sive resistance movement by the In-
dians against their grievances would
be dropped during the present trouble.

The union government remains firm
in Its attitude. The premier. General
Louis Botha, is said to have declared
that he would "guarantee that with
the end of the present crisis there
would not be another workers' strike
in South Af J.-- for a generation.'

Feel tag at High Pitch.
. Feeling runs high between the gov-

ernment's supporters and the strikers,
and the chance of mediation is prac-
tically hopless. The supreme court
has granted an application compelling
the government to show cause why
the strike leaders should remain in
prison.

Premier Botha has addressed a cir-
cular to the natives advising them to
obey implicitly the compound man-
agers, assuring them of the fullest
protection. The circular seems to have
hd an excellent effect.

SCHOONER SINKS.

Another One Mysteriously Disappears
Engineers Unable to Make Steam,

-
Boston, Jan. 13. North Pole weath-

er rushed down on New England on
a mile-a-minu- te gale today, causing
distress on land and disaster at sea.

The .schooner John Paul sank in
Nantucket sound while being towed to
Vineyard Haven by the revenue cutter
Acushnet, which had picked her up
abandoned. Not a word has been heard
from her crew of six. Unless picked
up by some other craft, it is feared
they have been lost.

The John Paul was bound with gran-
ite from Stonlngton, Maine, for New
York. She was commanded by Capt.
E. J. Hutchinson, of Deer Isle, Me.

The British schooner Greata has
mysteriously vanished. She was sight-
ed at dark last night anchored close
to Half Moon shoal with topmast gone
flying signals of distress. No trace
of her could be found today. Life
savers say she may have worked clear
and proceeded.

On land the gale brought widespread
suffering and low temperatures un-
equalled in years. Many schools and
factories were closed. In Burlington,
Vt a part of the city was without
electric iiht and power because of
the solid freezing of the Winooski
river. Temperatures between 25 and
SO degrees below zero were common
in northern New England.

Railroad traffic was crippled. En-
gines wore unable to make steam
properly and trains were anywhere
from one hour to six hours late.

A DAY OF FIRES.

Due Mostly to Overheated Furnaces
and Thawing of Water Pipes.

New Britain. Conn., Jan. 19.. With
the thermometer hovering well below
the aero point, tho city fire department
was called upon today for one of Its
hardest day's work, answering more
tnan a dozen alarms. Most of the fires
were small, being caused by overheat-
ed furnaces and thawing out frozen
pipes. Fred Lansing was badly burned
when he pulled out the gas plug in
his cellar, thinking to shut off the
water. He was carrying a candle and
was severely burned before help ar-
rived.

Mrs. Patrick Kenny, wife of a fire-
man, was burned about the body when
her skirt caught fire from an over-
heated - stove. Neighbors probably
saved her life by wrapping hr in
blankets.

TITANIC MOURNERS
IN SUPREME COURT

Arguments Begun as to Extent of
liability of Ship's Owners.

'Washington, Jan. 13. Half a dozen
mourners of the Titanic disaster sat
in the supreme court today listening
to arguments on whether the liability
of the owners of the ship shall be lim-
ited tct liasia than XlflflOflfl nr fnr full
claim sfor damages aggregating some
$13,000,000.

The mourners did not make them-
selves known and were unrecognized.
Charles C. Burlingham on behalf of
the Oceanic Steam Navigation com-
pany, opened the argument, contending
that damages should be limited to
salvage and passage money, some $90,-00- 0.

Frederick M. Brown, on behalf of the
claimants, contended that the Titanic
was a floating island in the eyes of
the law and that the British flag fly-
ing over it made the British law gov-
ern the liability of the owner. He chal-
lenged. Mr. Burlingham's statement
that the American courts had repu-
diated the "floating island" theory in
the cases growing out of the wreck
Of the Scotland more than thirty years
ago and declared that not only the
American courts, but those of France
and Germany had repeatedly approved
of this theory.

Arguments will be concluded tomor-
row.

10,000 JAPANESE
IN NEED OF FOOD.

Famine in North, . Earthquakes and
Volcanic Eruptions in South.

Tokio, Jan. 14. Japan is heroically
meeting a double affliction famine in
the north and earthquakes and vol-
canic eruptions in the south.

Ten million people are in need of
food in northern Hondo and Hok.Jiido,
and there have been many deaths from
starvation. In the south the islands
of Kiusuhiu and Shikoku are in the
grip of seismic disturbances. Craters
have suddenly discharged great vol-
umes of flaming rocks and ashes, car-
rying destruction and terrifying the
southern empire. Ashes are falling as
far north as Osaka,

Although the fate of the inhabitants
of Sakura Island is not certain, it is
believed the great majority escaped in
boats to the mainland. Many of the
people of Sakura have escaped from
the danger zone in a maimed and
burned condition.

The cruisor Tone has sent a wireless
despatch saying Sakura has been en-
tirely evaucated. This morning the
foreign office received a despatch from
the former minister to China. H. Ijuin,
now a resident of Kagoshima, sent
from that ctiy only a few hours be-
fore, saying:

'"About ten persons have been killed
and thirty injured. The whole city is
in great confusion."

The foreign office thinks this indi-
cates early reports were vastly ex-
aggerated.

CURLEY IS ELECTED
MAYOR OF BOSTON.

Voters of Beantown Honor Candidate
Who Has Served Jail Sentence.

Boston, Jan. 13. Congressman
James M. Curley was chosen mayor of
Boston today by a majority of 6.000
votes over Thomas J. Kenny, president
of the city council. Of a total of 80,000
votes, the victorious candidate received
43,30!) and President Kenney had 37,-25- 0.

Both Mr. Kenney and Mr. Curley are
democrats in national politics, although
they ran without political designation,
and the democratic voters in the city
were divided in their support. Presi-
dent Kenny, in addition to the backing
of most of the democratic ward chair-
men, had the endorsement of the Citi-
zens' Municipal league, a non-partis-

organization in which many republi-
cans are prominent, and he was alo
supported by local republican leaders.

In 1903 Mr. Curley was convicted of
conspiring to defraud the government
by impersonating anorher man at a
civil service examination and served
two months in Charles street jail.

CHAUFFEUR SUCCUMBS

Dies of Exposure After Sitting Two
Hours in Auto Trains Run at

Speed and Poorly Heated.

New York, Jan. 13. With the mer-
cury standing at 3 degrees below zero
early tonight, this city lay in the grip
of a cold snap of such severity as rare-
ly is experienced here. Less than a
dozen times in the 43"years of the local
weather bureau's history has the ther- - I

mometer registered a temperature as I

low. Notwithstanding this downward
plunge of tne mercury, which caused j

three deaths from exposure today, this
was the warmest region of the state,
reports from the country districts in
northern New York showing lower
temperatures, running to a minimum
of 47 degrees below.

Wind at 75 Miles an Hour.
Since midnight Monday the mercury

here fell steadily from 14 degrees to 2
degrees at 5 o'clock this afternoon, and
at 6 o'clock It reached zero for the
first time since Jan. 13. 1912, two years
to a day. with promise that it would
be much colder by tomorrow morning.
It has never been under 6 below as
far back as weather records have been
kept here.

A wind that at times blew 73 miles
an hour added to the suffering. Many
of the city'B unemployed were driven
to shelter in missions and municipal
lodging houses.

Chauffeur Dies of Exposure.
The city, aiming to relieve these

persons, began the work of turning a
recreation pier and charities in depart-
ment boats into lodging abodes, while
the board of aldermen adopted a reso-
lution favoring a civic employment
agency.

A chauffeur died from exposure after
sitting two hours in his automobile
in front of Carnegie hall and a laborer
and a grocer's boy were overcome in
hallways and died. Several persons
were removed to hospitals suffering
from exposure. '

Little Heat in Trains.
The tug Newport went adrift down

the bay when her engines went "dead"
and had to be rescued by the harbor
police.

The combination of high wind and
low tide left so little water in the East
and North rivers tonight that the
subway company was unable to pro-
cure the water necessary for condens-
ing purposes in the power houses
through its intakas. with the iresult
that trains were operated at reduced I

speed and with little heat in them.
The surfaces of the park lakes were

frozen thick and the city's public rinks
were available for the first time this
winter.

NEW HAVEN HARBOR FROZEN.

Only Main Channel Open Coldest
There Since 1896.

New Haven, Conn., Jan. 13. At 8
o'clock tonight the United States
weather bureau here reported that the
thermometer registered three degrees
below zero in New Haven, which is tho
coldest on record since 1896, when themercury dropped to 11 below. Weath-
er forecaster L. M. Tarr said that there
was every indication that it would
grow colder during the evening and he
would not be surprised if the 1896 rec-
ord was nearly equalled before sun-
rise.

Except for the main channel, the
harbor is frozen over. Many small
sailing and steam craft are in the
harbor, waiting for the gale and high
seas to die down.

The fire department was kept on the
jump today answering alarms for
small fires. In one instance, the fire-
men found that the hand chemicals
were frozen.

Satan's Kingdom Warmest Place In
Northwestern Connecticut.

Win.sted, Conn. , Jan. 13. North-
western Connecticut shivered under
the icy blast of winter today, and ther-
mometers dropped down to nearly a
record point. At 7 o'clock tonight, themercury registered 28 degrees below
zero at Colebrook. and 22 below at thisplace. A high wind that swept over
the hills added to the discomfort.

The wannest place in this section
today was Satan's Kingdom in thetown of New Hartford, where down in
the valley the thermometer was onlyeight degrees below the zero mark, oil
the hills nearby, however, the ther-
mometer registered sixteen degrees he-lo-

lee cutting on the lakes was stop-
ped because of the gale. The auto
chemical fire engine, while enroute to
a fire here today, stopped suddenly,
the engine being frozen. It was neces-sary to bring horses into use to get
the apparatus to the fire.

Pupiis of Syracuse Schools Dismissed

Because of Cold.

Syracuse, N, Y., Jan. 13. All thepublic utility services in Syracuse were
more or less crippled today bv the
coldest weather in the history of thelocal weather bureau. The lowestpoint reached was 22 below zero early
this morning. Tonight it was seven
below.'

Pupils of five schools were dismissed
because of the cold. Hundreds of
frostbites were treated by physicians.
No fatalities have been reported.

Porapey was the coldest spot in
Onondaga county, with 86 below zero.

NEW RECORD AT HARTFORD.

No Period in Which It Remained So
Cold for So Long a Time.

Hartford, Conn., Jan. 13. All records
for continuous cold for one day were
smashed here today. Early tonight the
official report of the United States
weather bureau here said that the
thermometer registered 7 degrees be-
low zero, with bright prospects of
climbing down to 12 below before
morning.-- - At no time during the day
did the thermometer rise above 3 be-
low, which is said to be a record. The
records back to 1829 were searched In
vain for a period in which it remained
as cold for so long a time.

ed, but the tattered line of soldiers,
women and children, followed by
horses, burros .and dogs, as they strag-
gled over the mountain road in clouds
of dust, was a sorry picture of an
army in retreat.

At Marfa ten trains of ten coaches
each are to carry the Mexicans to El
Paso, under escort of four companies
of the Twentieth United States infan-
try, and at the army post in El Paso
something like a village is to spring
up - and remain in existence until the
foreign soldiers are taken elsewhere
or finally returned to Mexico.

As he watched the vanguard of his
army depart, General Salvador Mer-cad- o,

in the north, stood by the roadside.
His own blue, faded coat was dusty,
the insignia of his rank were gone.
On his face was an expression of in-
credible suffering.

"There is no country, except my
own, to which I feel more grateful
than the United States," he said, and
walked away.

The whole body of refugees will be
en route to Maria for three or four
days, and it probably will be next week
before they are put on on trains for
El Paso. Along the route to Marfa
four camps, each marking the end of
a day's march, are to be provisioned.

MEXICO TO DEFAULT.

Will Not" Pay Interest on Bonds Fall-
ing Due Within Six Months.

Mexico City, Jan. 13. After a meet-
ing of the cabinet, w'hich lasted until
early this morning, the Mexican for-
eign minister, Querido Moheno, an-
nounced that the Mexican government
will default in the payment of all in-
terest on the bonds of the internation-
al and externa! debts which now re-
mains unpaid or which falls due within
the next six months. A heavy pay-
ment of interest on ' the foreign debet
becomes due in April. It has been the
practice of the government -- to make
weekly remittances to New Tork. Lon-
don and Paris to apply to Its interest
obligations, in order that when the
interest payments arrived the money
would be In hand. These weekly re-

mittances have now been suspended,
the explanation being that the govern-
ment of interest on the foreign debt
pacification purposes.

The foreign minister said also that
hen ad been instructed to notify all
foreign governments of the default.

MAIN FEATURES OF
WILSON'S CAMPAIGN.

Four Principal Ideas. Regarding Anti-Tru- st

Legislation.

Washington, Jan. 13. President Wil-
son today gave the members of the
cabinet his ideas on the government's
relation to big business, the field that
anti-tru- st legislation should cover" in
the present session of congress and the
spirit with which he believed the task
should be approached.

So far as is known the cardinal fea-
tures of the president's plan axe:

1 Supplementing the Sherman anti-
trust law to reduce the debatable area
around it.

2 The prohibition of interlocking
directorates.

3 Location of individual responsibil-
ity and the fixing of perso anlguilt for
all violations.

4 The creation of an Interstate
trade commission to perform the func-
tions not only of a bureau of informa-
tion but to determine by its investiga-
tions whether recrees of dissolution or
mandates of the court are carried out.

ATTORNEY ACCUSED OF
POISONING RELATIVES

Six Jurors Obtained to Sit on Case
of H. H. Majors in New Mexico.

Alamo Gardo, N. M.. Jan. 13. Six
jurors were obtained today to sit in
the trial of H. H. Majors, a prominent
attorney accused of causing the death
of his daughter, Eudora. Court ad-
journed until Wednesday pending the
summoning of a new venire.

Majors' daughter, whose life was in-
sured, died mysteriously after the
death of her mother. The insurance
company refused to pay the policy and
the body was exhumed. After an anal-
ysis of the contents of the stomach of
the girl an indictment against Majors
was returned. While he was in jail
on this charge an investigation was
started into the condition of his sec-
ond wife, who ill at the time, and
a further indictment charging that he
had administered poison with intent
to cause her death was found. The
wife recovered.

A TAX FOR FRENCH
MILITARY EXPENSES

All Fortunes in Excess ef $6,000,000
Subject to It 12 Cents on ?200.

Paris, Jan. 13. The French cabinet's
project to meet the immense additions
to the military expenses of the coun-
try by an annual tax upon capital was
laid before the chamber of deputies
when it reassembled today. It had been
anxiously awaited by the propertied
classes of France. ..,

The new tax begins with fortunes
amounting to $6,000,000. After deduct-
ing $1,000 for each child an assess-
ment of twelve tents is to be made on
each $20O. The assessment then rises
gradually 'to fifty cents', per $200 upon
fortunes of over $20,000,000. .

They take the
view that whatever influence finally
prevails in Mexico City, all obligations
incurred in time of peace will have to
be fulfilled, although it is admitted
that war loans advanced during the
past year may not be so easy of li-

quidation.

Brigadier General Bliss, command-
ing the border forces in Texas, report-
ed to the war department today thatr count of the Mexican federal fugi-
tives from Ojinaga, at Presidio, Texas,
showed 3,352 officers and soldiers and
1,067 women in his custody, besides
7S3 horses, 671 mules and 370 burros.
(General Bliss said he had prepared to
take the refugees to Fort Bliss, but
that the animals were a nuisance. He
asked permission to have the Mexican
consul sell them. This probably will
be given him.

BALDWIN PRAISES
COMPENSATION LAW

Expects It Will Result in Giving Bus-
iness to the Courts.

Hartford, Conn., Jan. 13. Speaking
tonight before the annual banquet of
the Hartford Business Men's associa-
tion.
