He has been
studying stenotypy a little over a year
and has become extremely prohcient.
' Mr. Canfield is soon to have grad-
uates In stenotypy from ills . school
here and la to Introduce the study to
the curriculum of his business col-
leges in Norwich, New London and
Westerly, as he Is the company's agent
for the machine and the instruction in
this territory.

Stenotypy is intended to replace
shorthand or stenography apd has
been designated as the machine in
Bhorthand. Stenotypy is taugnt on a
.machine that is similar to a typewriter
and the spelling Is phonetic, steno-
typy being a system of plain English
spelling with only the silent letters
dropped.

The stenotype produces a word that
on a typewriter would require the
striking of a key for each letter at one
stroke. It writes one letter on a line,
the rfachine spacing automatically the
paper for the new word or line. The
machine writes in plain, alphabet type
so that they are legible at any time
and can be read by anyone the same
as print, the inventor claiming an ad-
vantage over shorthand in that the
notes can never get "cold" and can be
read years after they were written by
anyone other than the person who
wrote them, which is not possible in
shorthand.

The new plant of the United Metal to
Manufacturing Company, Incorporated,
in the building on Shipping street,
Thamesville, formerly occupied by the
Sterling Machine company; is to' be
added to the active manufacturing
concerns of this city today as the
machinery which has been installed is
to be started this morning. All the
machinery that was shipped from the
company's former location In New
York has arrived and part of it has
been set up.

George W. Carroll, whose investment
of capital In the concern, was instru-
mental in bringing it to this city, said
on Thursday that the factory would In
start with a force of fifty men and
within a month this number would be
increased to 100.

Construction work on the new brass
foundry building which the company
is erecting is underway, and that can
be operating in a month, it is expected.

The company manufactures a line
of brass goods and has $50,009 worth
of orders on its books, it is stated.

MOVING PICTURE MACHINE CO.

SEEKING LOCATION HERE.

Board of Trade to Investigate Propo-
sition Would Require $50,000 of
Local Capital.

William W. Tracy and Eric Morri-
son, representatives of the American
Moving Picture Machine company,
came here Wednesday evening and on of
Thursday had one of their moving
picture machines set up at the Waure-ga- n

house, where a number of the
business men of the city saw it.

The two gentlemen have been in
communication with the new indus-
tries committee of the Norwich Board
of Trade regarding the possibilities of
removing the moving picture machine
factory here from New York, and have
now come to show the business men of
the city Just what they have to offer
In the machine they manufacture.
They will be glad to have any busi-
ness man visit the hotel to see the
machine.

The company contemplates a re-

moval from New York and a reorgan-
ization with $500, 00 of capital, $200,-00- 0

in 7 ner cent, nreferred and $300.- -
000 in common stock, shares to be of
the par value of $100 each.

The company makes the Standard
projectors and in the reorganization
and relocation of its business would
expect $500,000 to be raised in the
place to which it comes. If the busi-
ness should be found upon investiga-
tion by the Board of Trade committee
to be a desirable proposition to recom-
mend, an effort would be made to se-
cure the investment of $50,000 of local
capital.

The company is now capitalized at
$1,000,000, with a par value of $10 a
share. A. P. Morrison is president of
the company, and Eric Morrison is
secretary and treasurer. Anthony
Markman is chief mechanician and the
inventory of the company is as fol- -'

lows: Tools and dyes, $100,000; ma-
chinery, $70,000; materials on hand,
1n finished and unfinished products,
$20,000: 18 patents issued and pend-
ing, $100,000: good will, $200,000.

New Business Prospects.
An estimate of the business that will

be done by the new organization is
as follows: 1,500 machines per year
will realize a net price of not less
than $170, all discounts figured in,
1255.000: net cost of same, including
all charges, $150,000; het profit, $105.-00- 0,

being about 30 per cent, on the
common stock, after providing the div-
idend on the preferred.

Before it recommends participation
in the new stock to be issued the of-

ficers of the Board of Trade state that
an examination will be made by a
committee from the Board of Trade.
From every indication the company
appears to be a responsible one.

Employed Over 100 the Past Year.
The company now occupies 10,000

feet of floor space on the fourth and
fifth floors at 10 1 Beekman street. New
York city, in the manufacture of the
Standard projector, the name of the
moving picture machine, and has of-

fices in the building across the street.
The company has been organized for
five years and during the past three
years they have turned out 1,750 ma-
chines. In wages the past year the
company paid out $60,000, employing
from 100 to 110 hands, all skilled me-
chanics, receiving from $16 to $30 a
week. Several years were devoted to
the development of the machine and
thousands of dollars were used in this
work. A German, the patentee, sold
his interest to A. P. Morison, who in-

terested his sons. Morrison Brothers,
brokers, with a seat on the New York
exchange, are heavily financially inter-
ested in the machine, having already
employed $180,000 in the work.

Machines Widely Used.
The moving picture machines sell for

$250 for hand driven machines and
$280 for motor driven machines. In
New York over 600 of the projectors
are used, this being 70 per cent, of the
total number of machines in the city.
In Bridgeport 25 of the 28 machines
there are of Standard make. Outside
of New York 1,150 machines are used,
and they are found all over Canada,
South America, Japan, New Zealand,
Norway, Hawaii and Russia, besides
other countries, all this being done
with no advertising whatever. There
are but two machines made In com-
petition. An order for 500 of the
Standard machines has just been
placed with the company by the'Kine-macol- or

company of New York, who
will soon increase the order to 2.000.

The 'comparatively small number of
parts used in its construction, the sim-
plicity of mechanism and other fea-
tures tend to make the machine out-
wear any other, according to the state-
ment of the manufacturers. It is con-
ceded to be absolutely fireproof and
flickerless.

IN BACKUS HOSPITAL.

Whole Number Treated There in Past
Yer Was 955 Annual Report lis
Made.

The 20th annual report of the Back-
us hospital, compiled for the year end-
ing Sept. 1, 1913, shows that a total

955 patients were treated at the
hospital in the year and that the total
expenses of the hospital and the Wash-
ington street dispensary were 7.

These figures are contained In the
report of Superintendent F. Leon
Hutchins, which gives the following
statistics:

The Eliza Tompkins free bed has
been occupied every day during the
year.

The current expenses for the year,
including all items, amount to 0.

At the Washington street dispen-
sary there were 1.101 patients treated,
1,895 visits, 1,955 prescriptions filled
and 1,151 surgical dressings. The es-
timated expenses of this department
were $599.

Executive Committee Report.
By the executive committee it is re-

ported that perhaps one of the greatest
improvements of the year Is the ac-
quisition of a new automobile ambu-
lance, for which, as well nS for many
other favors, the executive committee
feel a deep sense of gratitude to the
ladies' advisory board.

As the hospital is rendering more
and better service to the community,
and as the aim is always to render the
best service possible, it became abso-
lutely necessary to raise the rates
charged all patients, and this has been
done.

Keeping this idea, of the best ser-
vice possible, in view, it is only nat-
ural that the . needs of the hospi .al
nurse constantly increase. Today the
most pressing needs are either a larger
or a second operating room, and flic
very pressing needs of more accom-
modations for nurses.

581 Norwich Patients.
In the hospital report it is showu

that 3S1 patients came from Norwich.
Patients came also from Maryland.
Massachusetts, Rhode Island, Vermont.
Pennsylvania. New Jersey. New York
state and many places in Connecticut.
In the nativity of patients there were
represented Asi;i, Austria. Armenia,
Canada. Cape de Verde Island. Cuba,
Denmark, England, France, Germany,
Greece, Ireland, Italy, Norway, Por-
tugal. Poland, Russia, Servia. Siberia,
Sweden. Syria, Turkey I'nited States.

The civil condition showed 521 sin-
gle. 335 married, 40 widowed males,
23 widowed females, total 919.

Reports are also presented by the
pathologist, Dr. Patrick J. Caasldy,
and by Dr. W. T. Browne, the. roent-
genologist. Dr. Cassldy reported 380
examinations made, and in the X-r-

department the report showed 31 pa-
tients, of whom 74 plates were made.

Ernest Lewis of Waterford was the
first witness called Thursday and he
testified that he had never seen the

j had only seen them at a distance in

who was pasturing the heifers, had
told him that when Williams went to
drive the cattle home in the fall the
two heifers were not there.

Defense Begins. ,
The state rested at this point and

Attorney Geary for the defense called

James C. Smith, who lives a mile
away from the Williams place and two
and a half miles from the Shea farm,
said he had heard about the missing
cattle, but had never seen them.

The Accused Testifies.
Charles S. Shea, the accused, then

went on the stand. He said that he
traded in cattle and that he took cattle
to pasture. Often the cattle got away,
as the place was not very well fenced
in. He had taken in cattle to pasture
for the New London almshouse.
