NORTH MAIN STREET

Paul Duritz Cut in th Shoulders and
George Kokee In the Hand Charlee
Authur Accused.

Policeman Matthew Delaney dived
into a crowd of about fifteen strugelins
men on North Main street in front of
St. Mary's church on Saturday eve-
ning, shortly before midnight and ar-
rested Charles Authur and Paul Du-ri- tz

whom, he" found clinched on the
ground in the middle of the trolley
tracks. Durlta had stab wounds in
his shoulders which he claimed had
been inflicted by Authur. Authur had
a stab wound in the back of his right
thigh just above his knee, which he
claimed had been received in the fight.

The reBt of the crowd scattered, but
the policeman took his two prisoners
to police headquarters where both had
their wounds sewed up by Dr. J. W.
Callahan, whoni Captain D. ). Two-- 'I
mey summoned to the station. In his
right shoulder Durita had a ' stab
wound at least an inch and a half
deep, entering just back of the shoul-
der blade. It did not show signs of
having touched the lung although it
was in a place where there was this
danger. The other wound was in his
left shoulder at the top of the arm and
went nearly to the bone.

After his wounds were dressed, Du-ri- ts

was sent to the Backus hospital,
but it is expected he can be in the
police court when the case comes up
this morning. Authur Was kept in a
cell over night and was re?aeel on
bail of $1,000 on Sunday afternoon. He
is charged with assault with a dan-
gerous weapon. A good sized pocket
knife was taken from him by the po-
liceman.

When first brought In Authur ex-

plained the fight by saying that he had
been on his way home when he met a
number of men and somebody hit him
In the leg with a stick and that he was
defending himself in the melee.

While Policeman Delaney had his
two prisoners at police headquarters;
George Yamoyans came in and after
he had been questioned by Captain
Twomey. the captain sent out Police-
man Delaney to arrest George Kokes
at a house in Greeneville. Sergeant
Kane was also notified and reached
the house just after the peliceman had
taken Kokes Into custody. Kokes had
a slight cut In his hand.

Subsequently Authur accused Yamo-
yans and a man named Samuel Leo-nard- us

as being two who had hit him
and they were both arrested, charged
with the others with breach of the
peace. From stories told by Yamo-
yans and others it was said that the
fight started after a party of Greeks
had been drinking some imported cor-
dial from their native land. They
were in a house on North Main street
just north of Golden street. Authur
who Is a Syrian, was one of the party
and when a glass of the Greek drink
was offered to him, Durltz raised

and tried to take it away from
him. Authur grabbed a chair, but was
prevented from striking Duritz, who
was hustled off into another room
while Authur was put out . of the
house. Here it is claimed he lay in
wait for Duritz and attacked him
when he came out.

The yelling of the crowd and of the
residents in the neighborhood attract-
ed Policeman Delaney. who made good
time to the spot and was just in time
to collar the two principals.

PROPOSES CANAL FROM
NORWICH TO WORCESTER

Congressman Mahan Put This Plan
Into Bill Before Congress.

, After consultation with the officials
of the engineer corps of the war de-
partment. Congressman Bryan F.
Mahan, representing the Second Con-
gressional district of Connecticut, has
introduced a bill providing for a sur-
vey for a barge canal which will ex-
tend from Norwich through New Lon-
don and Windham counties up into the
state of Massachusetts as far as the
city of Worcester, says a Washing-
ton dispatch. The proposed route fol-
lows the Shetucket river from Nor-
wich up to the point where the Quln-ebau- g-

empties Into it. thence lip the
Qulnebaug to its Juncture with the
French river which is followed to tahe
city of Worcester. Although not ready
to commit themselves the government
engineers who are acquainted with the
route regard the canal as feasible, not
only from an engineering point of view
but as a commercial project.

The engineers are convinced that
there is plenty of water to be had
from the lakes along the rivers and
that the beds of the streams are of
such a nature that it will make the
cost of upkeep comparatively small.
They do not think the cost of con-
struction will be excessively high.

The importance of such a canal to
the manufacturing establishments in
the towns of Brooklyn. Killingly, Put-
nam and Thompson can scarcely be

d. It would virtually
move all the factories located in thesp
towns to tide water. Coal for all of
the factories located on the proposed
route could . be loaded in barges at
the coal pockets at Perth Amboy. N.
J., and shipped directly to the docks
of the different concerns. It is es-

timated that at least a saving of 40
cents per ton on the freight can be
made on every ton of coal used In that
region. As a return load for the
barges the output of the factories can
be shipped to New London, where they
can be transshipped to all parts of the
world. The manufacturer is by no
means the only beneficiary, the farm-
ers of northeastern Connecticut and
that portion of the state of Massachu-
setts traversed by the canal can ship
their produce at a- far cheaper rate,
and find ready markets at Norwich
and New London- -
