SUIT OJER LATAYETTE ST. LA\D

Judge Waller Gjves Decision in Case Tried in Common Pleas
Court—Directs $300 Dillugu to J. J. O'Neill and
Orders Revised Deed to be Drawn.

————

On Monday Judge Waller of the
court of common pleas rendered de-
cigions in the cases of Michael Copway
ve, John J, O'Neill and John J. O'Nelil
v, Michael Conw@ay which were tried
before him at Nerwich several weeks

ago. The cases grew out of the sale
of & house and Jot, No. 456 Lalfavette
street, by Michael Conway to John

J. O'Neill. Mr. Conway lives next door
at No, 47 Lafayetie street.

It was brought out in the evidence
that in negotiating for the sale of the
property Mr, Conway represented to
Mr, O'Neill that the plece of land he
was selling to him measured 131 feet
on Lafavette street and was 147 feat
deep. It turned out some Lime after
the deed was given, that the land con-
veyed to O'Nelll was only 04 feel oOn
Lafavette sireet and was only 137
feot deep,

Mr. O'Neill, prior to the taking of
his deed of the property from Mr. Con-
wiy never measured the Jand, Ha
relied entirely on Mr. Conwav's state-
ment of the dimenslons of the lot. A
short time after Mr. O’Nelll bought
and moved onte the premises, he dis-
covered that the land he got by his
dead fell short of the distances that
had bHeen represented to him, When
the deed of the property was drawn
Mr. Conway claimed that be had meas-
ured the lines and that the distandes
he represenied to O'Neill were correct.

The deed as drawn In conformity
with the statemenis of Mr, Conway as
distances carried the lines so far

to
as to include anpther honse of Mr.
Conway's on Lafayette =treet, which

neither party intenged should pass by
this conveyance,

Mr. Conway sued Mr O'Neill to
have the deed reformed so that it
should not Include this house that

neither party intended should be sold:
Mr., O'Neill sued Mr. Conway for dam-
ages for the loss of about 36 feet of
land ffonting on Lafayette street and
uboutl 20 feet in depth of the lot, which
the piace of land bought and sold did
not contain. In other words O Neill
sued for that amount of ghortage in
measurement of the land that he actu-
ally bought and that Conway actually
agreed to sell according-to the meas-
Rrements given in the deed. In the
court proceedings Mr, O'Neill was rep-
réesented by Willlam H. Shields and
Mr., Conway by John ¥. Barnes.

There were such mistakes made in
the measurements in the deed to O’ Neill
that it Inciuded Conway's own dwelling
house, No. 47 Lafayelte street that
he did not Intend to séll and also land
of an adjoining nelghbor,

Judge Waller declded that O™Neill
should receive of Conway $300 damages
for the shortage in land that was rep-
resented to him, and directed a new
deed e mode out that should include
the precise land that both parties un-
derstood was being bought and sold in
the contract they made,

Property came (o pe made, It was
sfhown in the evidence that the old
deed of the property contalned no
measurements in exact figures which

tould be followed and as the purchaser

wanted his deed to show the slze of
the lot to satisfy this requirement
of the purchaser, Mr, Conwav made

the mensurements from which the deed
was drawn,
