RECALLS DARTMOUTH DAYS.

District Attorney Whitman Is Speaker
at Banquet of His College Alumni.

District Attorney Charles S. Whit-
man, of New York, a native of Sprague
who went from Norwich Free Acad-
emy to Dartmouth college, was one of
the speakers Tuesday evening, when
more than 200 graduates of Dartmouthgathered at the fiftieth annual dinner
of the Dartmouth Alumni association
of New York at Hotel Savoy.

Mr. Whitman said that his first ex-
perience with crime and the fear of
detection took place twenty-seve- n
years ago at Dartmouth. His train
was delayed, and he had to go to
Hanover in a wagon on one of the
coldest nights New England had ever
known. He went at once to the houss
of the fraternity to which he belonged
and was admitted after much delay.

"The young fellow who let me In,'
said Mr. Whitman, "whispered that
the fraternity had been engaged that
night in the time-honor- custom of
stealing Christmas turkeys, and they
were afraid that they had been trap-
ped. With the attendance of Dart-
mouth what it is today, I can't help
wondering how the farmers around
Dartmouth fare."

Two Women Pay Fines.
Sarah Menghi and Ida Tarina, both

of New London, have been obliged to
pay fines of $50 each imposed by Su-
perior Court Judge Burpee on convic-
tions of assault. Judge Burpee com-
mitted both women, who had engaged
in a tight on Fort Neck, to the custody
of Probation Officer Mansfield after he
had sentenced them to a fine and a
year in Jail each. The sentences were
given in the recent session of the su-
perior court here.

Judge Burpee was consulted
to make certain, and he said at the
time the decision was made he in-
tended that the women should pay the
fines and costs. The amount of the
fines has been made up and paid by
friends of the women.

FOR FIRE ESCAPES
ON COURT HOUSE

Mayor Murphy Has Received Blue
Print Plans from Hartford Company.

In complying with the statutes
which provide that all public build-
ings of three stories or more and of a
certain length shall be fitted with fire
escapes Mayor T. C. Murphy has writ-
ten to a Hartford concern for figures
in regard to the matter of supplying
fire escapes for the court house. They
have sent him blue print plans for
escapes to be placed on the rear or
north side of the city hall building.
Plans for one and two escapes were
received, but according to Corporation
Counsel Thomas M. Shields but one
escape is necessary for the local build-
ing. As the mayor has called the at-
tention of the board of selectmen to
the escapes it is probable that they
will have a joint meeting for a con-
ference before any decisive action is
taken on the matter. There is but
one entrance on the first floor in ad
dition to the windows, and on the
second floor there are four entrances,
two on Broadway, one on Union street
and one on Union square. The third
floor Is reached by two stairways, one
on the east and one on the west side
of the building. On the fourth floor
is situated the office of the superin
tendent of schools and there is but
one stairway to this office. The mat
ter of securing and erecting the fire
escapes will probably be looked after
at once.
