AMENDMENT
IT.

CONSTITUTIONAL
TO PROHIBIT

INTRODUCED IN SENATE

Author of Proposed Referm Declares
There Has Been an Alarming In-

crease of Divorces in This Country.

Washington, Feb. 4. —Divorcee wiith
the right to rem&rry wonld be prohib-
ited forever in toe United Siates and
in all places under the nation's juris-
dietign by an amendmeht Lo the Ted-
eral Fonstitution proposad in the sen-
ute loday by Senator & Runsdeli of
Louisiana, Enactment + of uniform
murringe laws for all states and ter-
ritories. with provision for separation
without permission to remmarry, would
e diracred by the amendment.

With the states of the union erant-
ing more thian twice as man)y divogrces
as all the rest of Christendom com-
bined, Senstor Ransdell told hLis col-
leagues that the time had come for the
nation itealf (o put down this menace

to “the chief bulwark of society, the
home—the maker of good citizens
and the modesl on which every wise

government fs founaed.”

Alarming Increase of Diverces.

“The remedy by constitutional prohi-
bition is drastic,” said the s=enator,
“but the malady is =0 fatal that noth-
ing short of It will prove efficacious.
In the United States divorce is spread-
ing with alarming rapidity. It has
permeated every walk of life and. is
prevalent among evary class of people.
The total namber of divorces granted
in 1887 was 9937, or 27 per 100,000
population. Forty years later, in 1308,
there weare 72,082 divorces, or 88 per
100,000: thus in actusl numbers there
were more than seven tines as muny
divorces granted in 1906 as in 1867, or,
allowing for the increassd population,
divorce had increased 310 per cent.

“If Adivorces multiply at the same
rate in the foture as in the past—and
there s every Indlcation that they will
increase fastar—then hefore the mid-
dle of this cantury we will have an-
noally in the United Biates 275 di-
vorees per 100000 population, or one
divorce for every five marriages,

As the bill paszed [t provides
every [mmigrant admiited to
U'mited States must be able to read
“the English language or some other
language or dialect, including Hebrew
or Yiddish." It presceribes the method
of testing Immigranis, providing that
each applicany for admission must
read a slip on which Is printed be-
tween thirty and forty words.

Similar Bill Twice Vetaed,

In it= present form this measure
passed Lthe house and the senate in
the last congress, but was vetoed by
President Taft. A similar bill was
vetoed during President Oleveiand's
second administration. The support-
era of the bill are confident that it
will agnin gass the senate, althouzh
President Wilson has let it be known
that he doea not approve tha literacy
test,

Opponents of the literacy test fought
sirenuousiy, but on the last eJort to
eliminate it from the bill they were
dafeated, 140 to 239, The final vote
came as the end of u day of vigorous
debate, wivdch at times ithrew the
house into confusion and on several
occasions threatened to cause serious

troubie,
The Lie Passed.

Representative Burneit of Alabamsa,
in charge of the bill, tried to hurry
the debate along, and freguentiy moved
to proceed and shyt off the discus-
Bionn, Om one ovcasion Representative
