It was in 1868 that Mr. Hall built his
home there at Neo. 8 Pivision street,
and he well remembers the day when
he was putting the leaders on the
house as that was April 14, 1365, the
day that President Abraham Lincoin
was assassinated, FHe was at work on
the stage pntting on the leaders with
James Trotand when ha heard the bellg
ringine and was told that the presi-
déemt had been shot. The martyred

sident was the first for whom he

d voted.

Mr. and Mrs, Hall came here from
New York and after a vesidence of
three yeara on Baltic street bought the
lot on Division street from Mr. Lamb,
whos=e name s preserved in Lamb's
Hill. AY around the lLamb property
on IMiviston atresL was the Roath prop-
erty, consisting of fenced In pasture
lots, with onily cowpaths through them.

bers, the Hill house, the Smith hou
& house belonging to & man nam
Dennis, and the Grml.nhhouse. ¥ the
corner of what i= now Reynolds lane.

For 14 vears Mr. and Mrs. Hall lived
in the house he first built, but the en-
larging family of children required a
larger house by that time, and he
ercotad the dwelling No. 82, where he
now Hves,

Besides his own homes, he has algo
aseisted materially in the development
of the street, as he has bullt seven
houses on it including the Trushonsky
house, the one across the way from
that, the Farrell honse, the Greeneberg
house and the Kampf bouse.

AMr, Hall was born In Edwardstown,
Ireland, 77 years ago, and came to this
country in his early beyhood] subse-
quently returning to Ireland and
bringing back his brother with him. A
pecullar circumstapce about his return
irip was that he had decided to come
on a steamer, hut upon the advice of a
relative decided to change to a salling

vessel, The boat that he would have
safled on was lost and never heard
from.

Mr. and Mrs. Hall were married in

celebirated their golden wedding annl-
versary on the 29th of March, 1907, He
served hls apprentideship as a carpen-
ter in Brookiyn, and has done work at
Sandy Hook, Albany, Fort HEdwards,
Willilamsburg and New Jersey.
