The Sport Develops Boys Say the
Schenectady Gazette.

In1 France, Italy, Russia and several
other European countries every healthy
young fellow who can afford it takes
up fencing for the sake of the exercise
it gives him, for his good health and
for proper development of his body,
to make his figure erect and graceful.
These young fellows have no idea at
any time of fighting with swords nor
of ever becoming duelists or killing
anyone' with a rapier, yet they always
have the feeling that should they hap-
pen to be attacked they could protect
themselves if they were armed with
a cane or umbrella.

Boxing exercjaes every muscle of
the body, it makes the lungs fill out
gives gracefulness and agility to the
body, encourages quick thinking, de-
velops the eye, teaches the young ath-
lete to Ijeep cool and not get excited
or lose his temper. It is not a rough
or brutal exercise, and no man who
ever learns to box thoroughly is ever
brutal or rough-mannere- d. Hence It
is hard to understand why today, when
professional boxing exhibitions are so
popular as an entertainment that so
few men and boys are taking up box-
ing as an exercise.

Way back in the days of fights
with bare fists on the turf boxing was
appreciated, and the clever tooxer, all
other things equal, was the winner in
the long run In yio ring battles. Even
today the boxers are the men who
make the big money in the ring. Take
Packey McFarland, Willie Ritchie,
Mike Gibbons, Johnny Kilbane and
others of that calibre; they are the
big money makers, while the sluggers,
the men who seem to excite the
crowds when they stand up nd swap
punches, rarely get big money for their
work, and soon drop out of sight The
boy who learns to box will get a lot
of fun out of "the experience; he will
never become rough or overbearing,
for he will always respect the punch-
ing powers of the other fellow. The
man who learns to defend himself
with nature's weapons will always feel
that if attacked he can defend him-
self for a little while anyhow, even
against heavier and stronger men.
Even in the ring there can often be
found cases where a man's skill will
enable him to not only defend himself
against odds, but win decisively
Schenectady Gazette.

of the doctors, after a hard fight I be-
gan to improve. When I was able to
walk around ithe yard, Dolan, who was
In jail awaiting trial, sent a friend to
me with an offer of $1,000 and a ticket
to my home in Wisconsin If I would
escape and not appear against him. ' I
accepted the offeri and the following
day a cab stopped at the gate of the
hospital, into which .1 was assisted
and we were driven rapidly to the
Pennsylvania railroad station Just in
time to catch a train for the west. I
arrived homd in fairly good condition,
and on July 4 got second money at
the 100 yard championship of Amer-
ica, which was Held that year in Chi-
cago.
