TRADE SCHOOL EXPERT
INVESTIGATING HERE

F. J. Trinder, Vocational Director of
Stat Board, Looking Over the Field.
F. J .Trinder of New Britain, whois on the state board of educationas director of vocational education,spent the day here on Tuesday andwith School Superintendent E. J.Graham visited the Academy and alsobecame acquainted with the industrialsituation here so that in the evening

he made a report to the town schoolboard on the matter of establishinga trade school. The board heard hisadvice with interest and took his sug-
gestions under consideration.

From what he had learned while
here Mr. Trinder said Tuesday after-
noon that he "believed there was astrong sentiment in the community
for vocational training through trad
schools and he stated that the diver-
sified character of the industries here,
which he considered remarkable, of-
fered a wonderful field for the boys
and girls if properly trained.. He re-
ferred to the great loss from school
in the seventh and eighth grades and
said that the pupils who leave schoolat that age make a" living, it is true,
but without any elevating construction
in their makeup. The trade schooltraining would teach them to become
manufacturers themselves when thevgrow up. America has the material
in the boy, he said, but we have got
to make good mechanics out of them
if we are to hold our place in th in-
dustrial life of the world.

city was destroyed by order of the
Romans. Thus the Carthagenians
were literally swept from the face of
th earth. What is known about them
is due to excavations and untiring la-
bors of a religious brotherhood.

Their women were extremely beauti-
ful and noble of feature. Their silks
and brocades wer of a finer quality
than those woven today, and their
dyes were renowned.

Th New Carthage.
At first th Romans occupied a nar-

row strip of land along the coast, and
in a few years a new Carthage sprang
up on the site of the earlier city. Let
us pass over 350 years and see what
the Roman occupation accomplished.
A network of roads were kept up at
government expense. As far as it has
been possible to ascertain th roads
were built much like th macadamized
roads of todty.

Patterned After Rom.
Northern Africa of the Roman occu-

pation and northern Africa of today
are widely different. Never has there
been known such a remarkable system
of irrigation, and irrigation means ag-
ricultural weojth. The vital question
that faced the Romans was the ques-
tion of water. They mastered the wa-
ter and made it their bidding. Wa-
ter was transmitted through a stone
aqueduct over fifty miles in length
and having a capacity of eight million
gallons a day. Carthage also had oth-- r

er water supplies.
Rome was the ideal city, to be like

it, as nearly as poeible, seems to have
been the dream of the cities of north-
ern Africa. Hence they resembled
each other to soma degree.

Amphitheatre for 80,000.
Among th architectural wonders

seen is an amphitheatre nearly as large
as the Coliseum in Rome and said to
have a seating capacity of 80,000 per-
sons.

Mosaics Preserved in Desert Sands.
Tunisia has the most remarkable

mosaics so far unearthed, they having
been preserved by th shifting sands
of the Sahara. The mosaics were
made of tiny rectangular bits of stone
whose top surface had been colored,
and in some cases the cubes were of
colored stone, marble, etc. They form-
ed colored designs for the floors of
temples, theatres, private houses and
often for stables.

After centuries came the downfall of
Roman rule in northern Africa.

Mr. Johnson her spoke of the un-
known ruins of Tyhnl and gave an in-
teresting description of a superb mo-
saic which he had the fortune to see
unearthed.

After his lecture he described in an
entertaining way a number of views
of towns and other places which he
has visited in northern Africa.

Mr. Johnson exhibited over 200 views
taken in the course of his travels, many
of them finely colored, and all giving
an excellent idea of the little known
regions into which his travels and ex-
plorations had led him. Included with
them were pictures of his faithful ser-
vants and his handsome horse on
which h had ridden over 4,000 miles.

There were views of the ruins of
cities, of the curious cave dwellings of
th Troglodytes, caravans of camels,
desert scenes, walled cities, oases, and
much else that brought vividly before
his townsmen the wonders that this
Norwich scientist has seen and which
have brought him recognition before
the scientific societies of the United
States and Europe.

He concluded his address admist ahearty burst of applause. Upon motion
of General William A. Aiken.

GRADE CROSSING HEARING
BEFORE PUBLIC UTILITIES.

Corporation Counsel Fanning Repre-
sented City of Norwich.

In the interests of the city, Corpora-
tion Counsel Joseph T. Fanning was
before a hearing given on Tuesday
morning at Hartford by the public
utilities commission on the petition of
the New York. New Haven and Hart-
ford Railroad company for a suspen-
sion of the orders of the commission
for the elimination of grade crossings.
The company in its petition states, as
a reason for asking for suspension,
that owing to its financial condition it
is unable to carry out the orders of the
commission. The paragraph in the
company's petition which states the
position of the company is as follows:

"That owing to the" demands on the
revenues of said company, due to the
large increases in wages recently com-
pelled, the installation of longer cross-
overs between main line tracks, th
large renewal of ties and other struc-
tures in roadbed- - the renewal of
bridges, the installation of new signal
systems, and providing ' for steel car
equipment, coupled with the difficulty
in securing funds to provide for the
additions and betterments described, it
is impossible for your petitioner to
carry out the orders already made by
your commission for the elimination of
grade crossings to complete its statu-tnr- v

obligations for said fiscal year,
15H."

The commission reserved decision.
Interests Represented.

The company was represented by
Attorney B.' I. Spock and the city of
Hartford by Corporation Counsel E. L.
Steel. Attorney Georee C. Morgan of
NVw. London said he appeared fnr him-
self. Mr. Morgan in conversation af-
terward? said he was "an unpaid attor-
ney for tiie gfneral public".

It
was suggested before th commission
that at the rate the company U obliged
to prncpert in crossing elini: nx t ion at
present, It would take about 40 years
to cet rid of ail th. crad crossings
