SWALLOWED DOSE OF STRYCHNINE

——

William J. Moran Taken With Convulsions From Poison in
Franklin Square—Dies at Backus Hospital —Left Note
Showing He Was Despondent Over Recent Dzath of His

Wife.

-

Despondent over ths recent death of
his wife, seven weeks ago Sunday,
Wilitam J. Moran, who has boarded at
No. 110 Lafaystte street, took the con-
tents of a boittls of strychnine on
Saturday evening and was prostrated
with c¢onvulsions in Franklin sguare
about 840 o'clock, as hs was standing
there waiting to, take the car to the
Falls. Shortly before that he had been
talking to Sergeant John H, Kane, and
had told him he was nol feeling well
and thought. would go home,

When the sergeant saw the unfor-
tunate man fall he hurried to him and
with the help of Supernumerary Elmer
Allen took him to the office of Dr.
Rush W. Kimball in Broadway. The
voung man's strength was falling fast,
and he had o be carried almost, but
when he got to the doctor's office he
had strength _enough left to pull from
his pocke: the empty bottie which had
| held the polson. He told the doctor
| he had taken it, and also produced a
| Jetter addressed to a relative. 1t was
3 found out afterwards that this indicar-

ed his despondent mood and the feel-
ing that life held no bright outlook for
him, and that he thought he had bet-
ter end it all.

In the doctor's office he had several
convulsions before the automobile am-

—_—

bulance, whch was at once summoned,
could arrive. The young man had tak-
en an elghth of an ounce of strychnine
—enough, the doctor sald, to have been
fatal to 190 men, and although all that
wine possible was done for him, he
died shortly after he reached the
Backus hospltal.

The body was later removed to the
home of his aunt, Mrs. Jacob Keck of
No. 46 Main street

Dr. Kimball, who is medical exam-
fner, learned that Xfr. Moran had
bought the drug Satorday afternoon nt
a local drug storosaying that he want-
ed it to use as Tat polson.

The news of the death of Mr, Moran
came with a great shock to his rela-
tives and friends, and brought forth
muny expressions of svmpatty for the
affiicted ones. All his life ho had been
a resident of this city, whers he was
born 28 years ago the 34 of last Octo-
ber. He was the son of the late
Thomas Moran and Helen Davis, He
leaves no children, but is survived by
two brothers, James R. Moran end An-
thony T. Moran, both of this city. Iie
was employed by the H. B. Porter &
Son company at the Falls, and was a
faithful and consplentious workman
who stood high with those with whom
he was associated
