NEW HAVEN TO DISCONTINUE
ABOUT 35 TRAINS.

A MOVE FOR ECONOMY

Trains Which Do Not Pay for Their
Operation Will Be Affected Reduc-

ed Service to Take Effect March 15.

Boston, lareh 2. Passenger train
service on the New York, New Haven
and Hartford railroad is to be reduced,
beginning 'March 15. President James
H. Hustis, while declining- - to give any
details of the curtailment In operation,
said tonight that the Boston suburban
service and the through trains to New
Y'ork and other distant points would
be little affected.

Will Retire 35 Trains.
It was unofficially stated that the

reduction would amount to between 6
and 10 per cent--, indicating retirement
of about 35 trains. This will mean a
revision in the schedules of many ex-
press trains which will make stops
covered by the trains to be dropped.

Recommended by Experts.
The change is in the interests of

economy. The details to be followed are
those recommended in the reports of
"xperts who hae been going over sta-
tistics to And which trains did not pay
for their operation.

NEW STATE CHAIRMAN.

Tammany Leader Lines Up With
Glynn's Reorganization Plan.

New York. March 2. Thirty-thre- e

members of the democratic state com-
mittee, most of whom were Tammany
men, and Charles F. Murphy himself,
today unanimously voted into effect
Governor Glynn's reorganization plan
for the committee.

William Church Osborn, the govern-
or's choice for chairman to succeed
George M. Palmer, was elected without
a dissenting vote. He also was vested
with the power to name a treasurer.
a campaign and a finance committee
for the body.

Heretofore the treasurer always has
been elected by the committee. Arthur
A. McLean, the present treasurer, who
recently was convicted of soliciting
campaign contributions, resigned to
day, the resignation to be effective up
on the selection of hi3 successor.

William A. Shortt of New York, a
former assemblyman, was chosen sec
retary without opposition.

today without hearing any news of
the missing' boats. Both barges were
old and seafaring men here were of the
opinion that they foundered quickly
with all hands.

Albert Clark of
Maine and Arthur H. Humphries and
George Mos'er of New London. Conn.
The Josephus carried Captain Charles
iVTdrney of Philadelphia and a crew
of lour whose names are not known
here.

Action by Senato on Amendment Like
ly Within a Few Days.

Senator Borah de-
clared the amendment should not beadopted If It was not to be enforced
in tho southern stateB. He quoted

of the amendment had contended itwould not Interfere with the "grand-
father clauses' disfranchising negroes
in southern states.

GANGSTER REPULSED
MOTHER'S AFFECTIONS.

Doomed to Chair, He Tells Weeping
Woman Not to Bother Him.

New Y'ork, March 2. There was a
sneer on the face of Ores to Shillitoni,
a gangster, tonight as he listened to
the verdict for murder in the first de-
gree of a ury which tried him for the
murder of Probationay Policeman Wil-
liam Heaney in Mulberry street on the
night of March 3, 1913. Charles Teare,
another policeman, and John Rizzo, a
citizen, were killed by Shillitoni a few
seconds before he fired at Heaney. The
Jury was one 90 minutes. The con-
victed man is 22 years of age and has
five prior convictions to his record. He
will be sentenced to death next Fri-
day.

As Shillitoni left the courtroom his
mother met him and threw her arms
about his neck, crying, but the demon-
stration seemingly was lost on the
man.

"Keep quiet," he said to his mother.
"What are you crying about? I can
itke care of myself. It's nothing.
Don't bother about me. What's the use
of crying?"

With a laugh Shllliton! followed the
guards to his ceil. His mother had to
be assisted from the building.

CLERK SHIPLEY
NOT SUSPENDED,

Colonel Goethals Regards Him as En-

tirely Competent Official.

Washington, March 2. Inquiry today
of Colonel George W. Goethals, chair-
man of the Panama canal commission,
who is now here, establishes that de-
spatches dated Panama on or about
February 9 last, staating that "W. F.
Shipley, chief clerk of the subsistence
department, had been suspended on
grounds of incompetence, were er-
roneous. Colonel Goethals says 'Mr.
Shipley was not suspended at that
time or at any time since. He also
speaks of Mr. Shipley as an entirely
competent offlciaj. and says he is now
satisfactorily discharging the import-
ant duties or chief clerk of the sub
sistence department of the canal. It
appears Mr. Shipley had spoken of re-
signing in order to accept a business
position which had been offered him,
and this may have given rise to the
other statements in reference to him.

Colonel Goethals also entirely exon-
erates Mr. Shipley from any connec-
tion with the alleged transactions
which led to the suspension of John
Burke, manager of the commissary
committee.

Philadelphia, March 2. Eastern
Pennsylvania, Delaware and southern
New Jersey are gradually recovering
from the effects of the blizzard which
raged from early yesterday until near-
ly nightfall today. "Wire communica-
tion between this city and New York
as well as points on the New Jersey
coast remains practically at a stand-
still, but railroad traffic to and from
New York has been al-

though on an uncertain scale.
Thirteen deaths due to the storm

were reported from this city and near-
by sections. Four persons died here
from exposure and three others from
accidents due to the storm. In Cam-
den, N. J., one man dropped dead while
shoveling snow, and another was kill-
ed by a snow plow. Four deaths were
reported from Scranton, and a young
woman froze to death while in a
sleigh near Hazelton.
