JEWETT CITY
A Weather Warning of 1893 Which

Caused Undue Excitement Board of
Reliefs Additions and Deductions,

Comment is still beiijg made on the
fact that the recent bis storm was not
foretold. In the issue of The Bulletin
of Marcli 1st, 1893. is an article giving
this remarkable weather warning by
OIney Harrison of Moosup:

1 have been studying the weather
signs in the woods for the last few
days, and all appearances go to show
that a storm of tremendous propor-
tions is portending. The rabbits in
goiug abroad in search of food, are
taking the precaution to bark the trees
as high up as they can reach, standing
on their hind legs. This is so that
in the event of the storm coming sud-
denly, as I expect it will,: they may
find their way back to their nesting
pluoes. The partridges are laying in
a two weeks' supply of berries, quail
are burying themselves in the leaves
so they can enjoy some degree of com-
fort till the snow shall have left the
earlli. The chipmunks and grays are
boring new holes, meanwhile casting
wary looks about them and studying
the cause for the coming storm. ' The
birds are gone, and the trees are bend-
ing their branches in preparation for
the coming snow.

It is noted against this ltemrn a
local scrapbook: "It didn't show up."
