Pushed Down Quarter of a Point but
Not Held There.

' New York. March 4. An Increased
demand for stocks today revealed the
scantiness of the floating supply, and
although buying was not heavy an ad-
vance of fair proportions was achieved.
Commission hotise business was on a
larger scale and execution of a mod-
erate amount of purchasing orders at
the outset brought a quick response
from the market. Traders who had
taken a bearish position recently at-
tempted to cover and their bidding
forced up prices further. Trading grew
quieter after the first hour, but prices
were held up through the day with a
degree of firmness which showed the
sustaining value of the short interest.

Despite the lack of outside Interest
in the market, investment brokers said
that purchasing of dividend paying
stocks had been going on steadily and
the amount of stocks which have found
their way into the hands of investors
has had an appreciable effect upon the
floating supply.

The steel stocks were especially
strong. Absorption of these stocks was
stimulated by the strong showing of
the February statistics. On March 1

the number of blast furnaces in oper-
ation was 21 greater than a month pre-
viously.

Weakness, appeared in a few spots.
