ington of Windham Wrote the First in 1761 —Give
91impuco of Life of Connecticut Family in Colonial

Times.

A little volume of rare Interest has
been added to the possessionz of Lhe
state library In the grivately printed
de luxe edition of the Huntington
Letters, sent to the state librarian
with the compliments of Miss Julia
Chester Wells, In whose posscasion
are the original letters. There are
the latters which passed between the
Honorable Benjamin Huntington and
his wife Anne, between the years 1761
and 179%2; and also certaln letters
written by Rachel Huntington to her
gisters Lucy and Anne, from 1796 to
1798, There are a few miscellaneous
letters and papers included in the
baok.

These Jletters are Interesting be-
cause they show gllmpses of the life
of an American family which bore
its part In the struggles of more than
a century and a quarter ago. The let-
ters aiso have a local interest, some
of them having been written from
Windham. The first letter in the col-
lection is written by Anne Hunting-
ton, in 1761. 'When tha correspond-
ence opens Anng Huntington is not
yet married and I8 llving with her
maother at Windham, Connscticut. She
writes to her ‘elder sister Hannah,
wife of Gideon Tomlinson, of Strat-
ford, an pfMcer in the army The
epistle is chlefiy valuable as showing
the wind in what was perhaps one
type of the American Coloninl womun
of the tima just before the Revolution-
ary war, and s expressing a certaln
turn of high thinking, though couch-
ed In rather anclent syntax and usaxy
of punctuation.
