Mr. Danielson's paper was the Prov-

idence Journal. Of Mr. Danielson andhis work Mr. Bacon. says: The Provi-
dence Journal dominated Rhode Island.In 1883 its chief editor was Professor
James B. Angell of Brown university;
its- - executive head was George W. Dan-
ielson. But the practical editor, thereal director of details under whose
guiding hand the whole paper was pro-
duced was George W. Danielson.

He had come to the Journal after a
training up from the printer's case to
the editorial top and had brought with
'him practical ideas, particularly withrespect to systematic news gathering
and presenting.

These ideas he proceeded at once
upon his entrance into' it to impress
upon the Journal office and so effec-
tively that before the close of the firstyear the paper was attracting the at-
tention of newspaper men outside of
the little state through the vigor and
thoroughness of the news departments.

Mr. Danielson was born in Killing-
ly in 1829. and learned the trade in a
Danielson printing office the village
printing office. At 16, however, he was
a journeyman printer in Providence
and a little later he was "sticking
type" on a New York morning news-
paper. He determined to return to
Providence, however, and become a
real newspaper man, becoming an
editor of a daily at once. The paper
was the Daily Sentinel, and short Jived.
It lasted a year. At its death the
young editor, still in his teens, returned
to his native town of Danielson and
took up a local paper there, stasgerinp
under the name of The New England
Arena, and moribund. He managed to
keep it alive a year or so longer, and
then it expired. Again he returned to
Providence, this time to become iden-
tified with the Daily Post. He served
this paper in various capacities until
1859. Later he again launched out
for himself,- - bringing out the Provi-
dence Evening Press, which, under his
hand became a spirited independent
and enterprising paper, strong in local
news, frequent "beating" its slower
contemporaries in. these departments.
In 1862 he sold out this paper. His
next step was to go with The Journal,
with his purchase of an interest in that
paper.

At length he had the satisfaction
of seeing the Journal publishing more
news than any other paper in New
England at the time. The paper pros-
pered wonderously under his direction.
Such nerve-rackin- g working as had
marked his occupation through life,
however, finally broke down even his
robust constitution, and he died at the
age of 55, this in 1SS4 suddenly of
apoplexy.

Many relatives of Mr. Danielson are
residents of this vicinity.

PUTNAM
Mrs. James P. Lawson of Woodstock,

Again Arrested Released Under
$2,000 Bonds Pleads Not Guilty to
Charge of Causing The Death of
Her Husband, Aug. 14, 1913.

AmandaU. Lawson. alias Larson
was again arrested Tuesday morning
by Deputy Sheriff Leonard II. Healey
of "Woodstock on a bench warrant
signed by Judge M. A. Shumway on
a charge of manslaughter preferred
by State Attorney Charles E. Searls.
Mrs. Lawson, in a highly nervous
state and In charge of Deputy Sheriff
Healey. and accompanied by a nurse,
Miss Marion Avery of Woodstock, was
Immediately brought to Putnam and
presented before Judge Shumway in
the superior court, just before the be-
ginning of the ablloon case trial.

Clerk E. M. Warner read the com-
plaint, during which proceeding Mrs.
Lawson was allowed to be seated.
The reading was lengthy and as it
progressed, Mrs. Lawson showed ex-
treme nervousness and weakness. At
times she quivered from head to foot
and then shrinking into her chair, sat
with eyes closed. She was assisted
to her feet by Miss Avery and her
counsel, Attorney Charles L.- Torrey,
when it was time for her to plead to
the indictment and in a quite a strong
voice she said: "Not Guilty."

At the suggestion of the state at-
torney the court fixed Mrs, Lawson's
bonds at $2,000. This was furnishedduring the day by Clans Neison, a
relative of Mrs, Lawson's, and she
was released from custody.

The charge against Mrs. I,awson is
in connection with the death of herhusband, Jonas V, Lawson. who on thenight of August 14 of last year was
found dead in his stable at East Wood-
stock, with his head battered and
crushed. September 27, 1913. Mrs.
Lawson was arrested by State Police-
man Robert Hurley and was held atBrooklyn jail until she was present-
ed before a grand jury here on October
20, on a charge of murder. The grandjury did not find a true bill and Mrs.
Lawson was immediately released
from custody, returning to her home
in Woodstock.

The murder of Lawson. who was athrifty farmer of Woodstock, has al-
ways been surrounded with mystery.
On the night that his body was found
in the barn he was alone at the Law-so- n

horn with his wife, their children, ason and a dautrht'T, being, away for thetime. Mrs. Lawswn has slat- d thatshe retired to her room early andheard no sound of a struggle down
stairs. During the night she hearda horse In the tarn thrashing and, go-
ing out to investigate, found the horse
loose and the body of her husband lv-i-

on the floor. Neighbors were sum-
moned by Mrs. Lawson. Coroner A.
G. Bill investigated the case and infinding set forth that Mr. Lawson had
been murdered. Mrs. Lawson, who
suffered a collapse after the tragedy,was not arrested and charged with thecrime until more than a month afterher husband's death. She always
maintained her innocence.

Coroner Bill through his investiga-
tion of the death of Lawson decided
that the murdered man's body hadbeen dragged from the cellar of thehouse to the barn. The man's headwas crushed in on the left side as ifby blows from a club or an axe, and inthe complaint read to Mrs. Lawson incourt Tuesday the claim is again madethat the murderous assault on Lawsonwas made with a club, an axe or some
other instrument the nature of whichis not known. '

The state police have been working
on the case and following clues formany weeks past, so the st didnot cause surprise in some quarters
though it did in others. '

CHARGE OF NEGLIGENCE.

Father of Joseph G. Bernler Brings
Suit Against Woodstock Agricultural
Society Tuesday's Testimony.

In the superior eourt here Tuesday,
Judge Milton A. Shumway presiding',
the trial of the case of Joseph George,
Admr., vs the Woodstock Agricultural
society was commenced. This is an
action in which the father of Joseph
George liernier- - is Buing the society
for damages as the result of a-- .i acci-
dent in which his boy was kiiled when
carried up, entangled in the ropes, by
a ballooon at Woodstock fair on Sep-
tember 16,113.

The widespread inlerest in the case
among citizens in Woodstock and other
towns in this section of the county
was indicated by the number thatcame out on the first day of the tri-
al, the court room being well tilled in
the morni:;g and crowded to capacity
at the afternoon session.

Special Panel of Jurors.
A special panel of Jurors in addition

to those regularly drawn had been
summoned for the case and 37 re-
sponded to their names when calledby the clerk. Many were excused
from serving, some on account of be-
ing life members of the Agricultural
society. Homo for having; formed opin-
ions and account of illness and severalothers were challenged, this option
being exercised by both the plaintiff's
and defendant society's counsel. At-torney E. C. Morse assisted by Attor-ney Eric II. Johnson appears for theplaintiff. Attorney Charles E. Searls
assisted by Attorney Charles L. Tor-rey for the society.

After the jury had been completedJudge Shumway excused for the re-
mainder of this term of court themembers of the special panel of jur-ors called for service through thedrawing of last Friday.

Allegations in the Complaint.
In the complaint read in court at theopening of the case Attorney Morseset up that the Woodstock Agriculturalsociety did not provide a suitable placefor spectators to view the balloon as-

cension that resulted in the death ofyoung Bernler and that the societywas negligent In not having provided
barriers to keep the public at a safodistance from the balloon; that thepolicing- of the about the bal-
loon was not sufficient to properly safe-guard tho public, and that spectators
were allowed to assist the aeronaut Inpreparing the balloon for the ascen-
sion. It was also claimed that theaeronaut was notji careful man, hadhad accidents previously, and was inthe habit of requesting spectators to
aid him In preparing for ascensions,

Pemfret Witness Called,
Reyal G Bosworth of Pemfret Cen.ter was the first witness called by theplaintiff. Mr. Bosworth said he saw

ihe balloon ascension at the fair andwas close around the balloon during
all of the time that it was being filled.
He described in detail the arrangement
ef pales at each side of the balloon.

how the big bag was attached to the
poles by guy ropes, and how other sets
of roped, around the big envelope, wero
attached to it by snaps and allowed to
trail, and for the purpose of hanging
on to it while it was beln tilled. Mr.
Bosworth said he saw no barriers
erected for the purpose of keeping the
crowds back from the balloon, around
which many crowded. Two men were
hi riiMrge of the preparations for the
ascension, he said. The balloon, he
stated, was heiu? held down by boys
holding to the ropes hitched to the big
bag by snaps. The loose ends of these
lines iay in coils on tho ground. Une
of the balloon men asked for persons
in the crowd to give a hand In holding
dowii the big b;ig, witness said, lie
said ho did not see any men respond
to this request, only boys, ages vary-
ing from 10 years uputirds.

As the warning cry "Look out!" was
given, Bosworth said he saw several
ends of rope on the ground, the other
ends attached to the balloon. lie saw
young liernier carried up into the air
as the balloon swept away on its course
with one of the lopes twisted around
his left leg. Bosworth said he was not
more than 10 feet away from the boy
when young liernier was swept off his
feet and carried aloft. When he first
noted the boy in the air George was
Ptrusr-rlin- to get a hold or a rope with
i:is hand. Bosworth said that he heard
one of the balloon men command those
who were holding on to the balloon not
to wrap the ropes around their hands,
this just before the balloon went up.

Boy's Mother Testifies.
Mrs. Joseph G. Bernier, mother of

the boy. that was killed, testified that
George was 12 years and 9 months of
age when he was killed. She gave his
weight as between 70 and SO pounds,
said he was an average boy and
bright. Attorney Searls asked only a
few questions of Mrs. Bernier on cross
examination.

I "rank Bernier, a cousin of the victim
of the accident, testified that he went
to the fair from Mechanicsville with
George. He was not with him when
the accident occurred, but saw the
body a few minutes afterwards and
again when it was stripped at under-
taking rooms in this city, the nexl
morning. He described how the body
appeared and told of rope marks
diagonally around the left leg and be-

low the knee and in the palms of th
hands. There were no such marks on
the wrists, he said. The marks had
something the appearance of burns.

After Bernier's testimony had been
taken. Judge Shumway declared a re-

cess until 1.30.

Snapshot of Balloon as Evidence.
Olin C. Fuller, Putnam, an amateut

photographer, was the first witness to
testify after the recess. He told of
getting a snapshot of the balloon as
it swept northward and upward with
young Bernier entangled in the ropes.
A copy of the picture was laid in as
an exhibit. It shows tho boy caught
by the leg and, apparently, trying to
grasp a rope with his hands. Fuller
said that he thought the balloon was
about 300 feet in the air when he got
the picture. He was not subjected to
cross examination.

Was With Eernier Boy,
John Jandraau, Oxford, Maas., stated

that he was with younar Bernier, and
supposed to ba in charga of him, when
the aeaident occurred, The boy's
mother was not at the fair, He paid
that one of the balloon men had caU
ed "Come, boys, hold the ropes.'' Also
that he said "Don't wind the ropes
around your hands," Jandreau said
that he would swear that George let go
of the ropes and stepped bacl? when
the signal to da sa was given. He said
George was caught by the left leg by
one of the writhing ropes on Ui

ground, thrown down and then hauled
struggling into the air.

Cross-examine- by Attorney Searls,
Jandreau denied that he had said right
after the accident that George had told
him a few minutes before that he "was
going to get noia oi one oi me royes
and take a little ride."

Frank P. Anderson, Putnam, an un-

dertaker's assistant, said he saw the
body almost immediately after life
had expired. He described the hands
as having marks like burns in the
palms and two similar looking marks
on the left leg. He was not question-
ed by counsel for the defense.

Earl Johnson and Fred Dupre, both
of North Grosvenordale, as witnesses,
told of seeing Bernier dragged away
by the balloon, near which they had
been standing. Johnson said there
were no barriers to keep the crowds
back; also that he was aeked to take
hold of ii rope on the balloon.

Royal G. Bosworth was recalled by
lha plaintiff and asked some questions
relative to the balloon's position at the
first part of its flight.

Theodore Rondeau, Oracr Blanchette.
Clarence Young, all of Putnam, told of
what wan being done when the balloon
was being filled. Some of them were
asked to hold ropes of the balloon. Jo-
seph Gar-gin-. 12, Putnam, testifled that
a rope became entangled about his leg
as the balloon went up, but he man-
aged to free himself. The plaintiff
rested.

Witness for Defense.
The first witness for the defendant

was Harold Barrett of West Wood-
stock. He saw boys holding to the
ropes of the balloon and heard one of
the balloon men order them away. He
.said Bernier told him he was going to
"hold a rope until the balloon went up
200 feet or so and then drop off. He
said that a balloon man ordered Ber-
nier away, but the boy afterwards
killed returned and the man came back
and said: " you, keep away from
here!" He saw Bernier swept into
the air with ropes twisted about his
hand and left leg.
Ropes Had Been Put Under Balloon.

Ellamer McLellan, "Woodstock, said
he saw the balloon man go around the
big envelope before the ascent and
throw the ends of the ropes under the
balloon so that they would be out of
the way. After they had been put
away, boys came back and pulled them
out. He saw Bernier go up with the
balloon. Asked by Attorney Morse If
he were an expert on earonautics, the
witness suid no, but that he had seen
several and had made some ascensions.
Florence Darling and Rita Champeau,
Putnam girls, testified that an order
was given to get back from the ropes.
They also saw the ends of the ropes
taken out of the way and tucked under
the balloon. Harold Pike, 13, Wood-
stock, said he had told young Ber-
nier to let go of the ropes and that
George had laughed at him.

Frank Ramsdell, Thomuson, the last
witness of the day. said that the bal-
loon men had ordered the people back.

Court adjourned until this (Wednes-
day) morning.
