Arrival of 800 Reinforcements in Armored Automobiles Ma-
terially Strengthened Federal Garrison—Rebels Lured
Into Suburb of Torreon to Make Targets For Federal
Shells—Federals Flee From Guerrero—Heavy Losses.

Mexico City, March 25 —The war de-
pariment makes the claim that the
robels under Villa were routed at Tor-
reon with great slaughter eariy today.

Eight hundred men, under Gsneral
Joaquin Mans and General Javier de

Aloure, it is announced, asrived. op-
portunely from Satillo in time to add
Erently to the federal victory. «The

rebels are suid to be retrsating north-
ward, with the federnls pounding at
their rear.

Rebels Trapped by Ruse.

It is admitted that Villa's men en-
tered Lerdo, & =suburb of Torreon, but
it is explained that this was a ruse on
the part of General Velasco to ambush

A= soon as they weare wall into
1hat territory, the federal artillery
shelied them oul, the cavalry charg-

FEDERALS RETREAT.

Guardiola Deserted 100 of His
Men on Guerrero Housetops,

retreat of rhe 300 federals under Gen-
eral Guardiola.
100 men on housetops at 1 o'clock In
tha afterncon, and for three hours
these men held the position, most of
them, possibiy all, in ignoranca that
they were making a2 perilons stand
Aleanwhile, Guardiola’s main force re-
treated.

A federnl sergeant who escaped to
the Tnited States was authority for
tha story of tiae retreat. He claimed
Guast'diql.'; attempted to sacrifice the
liver of 100 men nf the Twentv-ninth
fnfantry 1o save the major portion of
his command.

Men on Housetops Deserted.

These mean, =aid the sargeant, werae
dizpersed on housstops :‘_Inng the out-
gkirts of the town and kept pp a fari-
ous rifle iire until Guardiola's retreat
way exectlied. 1t was not untll 4
o'clock that the little band realzed
that they wera fighting alone, l'u:!ng
constitutionalist forces aguipped wit
eannon and two machine guns. Con-
semation mmediately spread amonsg
the handful! of defenders, who scat-
tered in all directions, folowed by a
rush of constitutionalists. Some nof
the federals wera kilied, some cap-
tursed, six crossed Jnto the United
Siates, and 1the others were =aid to
have escaped Into the hills on  the
Mexican aida.
