LOSS FULLY $3,000

On Horses Alone, at Fire in Luther M.
Keith' Stable Origin of Fir Still
Unaeoounted For.

Selectman Luther M. Keith, who sus-
tained a serious loss when his livery
stable was destroyed by fire Tuesday
night, waa up and doing Wednesday
and taking care of his business inter-
ests in a surprisingly efficient way,
considering that all of his horses, his
vehicles and other equipment were
destroyed in a blaze, the origin of
which remains unknown.

At .7 o'clock Wednesday morning,
within a few hours after the fire had
been extinguished. Mr. Keith had aworking organization and was taking
orders and doing business much afterthe order of his usual routine. During
the day he made his headquarters in
the Davenport building until recently
occupied by Kennedy's stable, whichbuilding is next to the one destroyed,
and managed to take care of the de-
mand!) for service that came to him.

Nothing was done during Wednes-
day toward clearing away the wreck-
age of the burned stable, but afternightfall some of the eleven horses that
met death In the basement of the
building, where the stalls were located,
were removed and taken to a point
near what is known as the long rail-
road bridge and buried in a. big ex-
cavation that had been made during
the day. Most of the animals were
burned to a crisp. One of these horses
wa the property of John Lavelle. fore-
man of the stable, another belonged to
Dr. N. Darling. The other horses were
the property of Mr. Keith. The loss
on the horses is estimated at close
to $3,000.

The Rhode Island company, which
made the Keith stable its headquar-
ters for storage in this city on freight
shipment, sustained a loss in the fire,
several consignments that had not
been delivered going up in smoke.

A favorite theory as to the cause of
the fire as talked on Wednesday is that
it may have been caused by someone
who went around to the rear of the
building late In the evening and care-
lessly threw down a cigarette butt or
a lighted match in such a way as to
start the Are, but this is all conjec-
ture. There was no one in the bam
at the time the fire must have started,
the night watchman. Henry Jodoin. be-in- sr

on his way there from the Provi-
dence street section of the city when
the fire broke out.

An inspection of the site of the fire
Wednesday brought home even a more
complete realization than was first the
case that the fire department did one
of the best jobs in years when its mem-
bers succeeded in confining the fire,
practically, to the Keith stable. The
north side of the Hoyle building is
quite badly charred, the nearest Da-
venport building slightly so. Effective
work and fine water pressure, however,
allowed the department to save this
building from destruction after it at
one time had looked as if they were
doomed to go.
