' defeated in the senate Wednesday,
Senator Louis W. Arnold, of Westerly,
voting for the measure. The vote was
IS to 21. The closeness of the vote in-

dicates the motive of the resolution
presented by President Albert II.
Lang worthy at the recent meeting of
the Westerly town council, which
practically instructed the Westerly
delegation in the Rhode Island general
assembly to work and vote against the
measure. Mr. Tangrworthy is one of
the representatives from Westerly
and stated that he was unalterably
opposed to the proposed change in the
constitution.

At an early age he
went to Brooklyn. N. Y where he
learned the trade of Cabinet maker,
which trad he followed in Brooklyn
and New York for four or Ave weeks.

He then took up the study of pho
tography and daguerreotype work and
became an expert. During the Civil
war he did much photography for
newspapers and for historical socie
tlef. being located at the time in Nor
wich.

Ire was log a student of genealogy
and wa considered an authority in
this branch of study-- . He had traced
his family tree and that of his wife
back for 709 yearn.

On May 6 ,18St, he married Lucy
Ann West of North Stonington. There
were three children-- . A daughter died
la Aprti 1866, but another daughter,
Mrs.. David Newcomb, of North Kings-
town ,aid a son. Nelson B. Vars, Jr.,
of Providence, survive. There are also
two grand-efciidre- three

aad a brottser. Alfred J, Vans
of Bradford and a sister, i! rs. James
M. Aldrich of Westerly.

When he lived in Norwich Mr, "Vars
joined the Baptist church and on his
removal to East Greenwich he trarm-- f
erred his membership to the latter

place. From !Norwict he moved to
Coventry Centre, where he lived for
1 1 years and then moved to Gardner
Lake, Conn. From the latter place he
moved to East Greenwich in October,
1S92.

He opened a variety, toy and news-
paper store, which he conducted vbp
to the time of his illness.

In addition to being a member of
the East Greenwich Baptist church
lie was also a member of Anthony
lodge, I. O. O. F., with which he had
been affiliated for the past 35 years.
