Norwich has had just 29 years of
electric light, It was recalled on Sat-
urday by James M, Flilmore, who re-
membered the day when the juice was
turned on here for the first time st the
station of the Norwlch Electric Light-
Ing company, whilch was then located
in the bulldl on Chestnut sireetl now
occupled by . B, Ring's carriage
works,. The old switchboard, about
4x8 feeot, I siill In Its place in' the
bullding, and the two engine beds aure
there. On one of them at' the present
time Mr. Ring has a small engine
which is run by comprossed air.

Geoarge W. Phillips was superintend-
ent of the plant and Mr. Fillmore was
general utllity man., He was al the
station each night unti! midnight,when
the plant shu! down, and In the morn-
