Holbrook when they made thelr des-
perate break for liberty. The men had
heen ught up from Brooklym jall
n an aotomobile,

Ing sheriff and his deputy were en-
tering & car of the express while it
wos standing at the loecal station,

Sheriff Fox at the head of the line, the
prisoners following and Deputy Hol-
brook bringing up the rear, Patenaude

and Nlicolett! turned and made a
break out throucgh 1e vastibula,
shaking off their hand r'=s, which they
had managed to unlock with a plece of
steal while they were In the auto-

muob on thelr way up from ths jall
Once out of the car Nlicolettl turn-
&1 south and, running at top speed,
mnde & strenuous effort to outdis-
toneo the sherllT and a score of oun-
loakers that immediately took up the
chase. Nlicolett! plecked out familiar
ground for Sheriff ¥Fox to chase him
over, the part of the city where the
sherils place of business s located,
end the Meeing fellow was soon over-
tuken and egein pluced In custory
Patensude made his break for liberty

in the opposite direction from which
rolett! ran, Deputy ShirtT Helbrook

1 all of those who were active and
had not gone with Sheriff Fox's party
going along on his trall, Patenandea ran

in behind the A, and P, store on Elm
agtraet ducked Into the cellar and se-
créted himself behind some boxes, but

The break of the prisoners and the
chase stirred up a fare of exclitement
in less time than It takea tn set it
down There was plenty of uneall-
ed for, but thoroughly appreciative as-
sistanee from those nbout the siati
fn helping rund up the runaways,
waora at liberty only a very few min-
utes

While the chase was on, however,
the train that was to take the officers
and prisoners had gone ita way,
so Nicolleti and Patenaude weare kept
in the agent’s room ft the station un-
till the 10.30 train came along, the
wait beling less than an hour.

Patenaude oaxplained how easy it
hnd been for him to pick the lock of
the handeuffs that the prisoners * had

on

shaken off and how he had accom-
plished It with a little plece of steel,
which he afterwards picked up neuar
the station a2t the place where he hnd
thrown it away and showed ' to
those who heard him tell his story,
According to what Patennude told

some peopls he had unlocked the cuffa
goon after the machine which brouzght
them here had left the jall, but the
prisoners had dectded after gauging
the speed of the machine not to jump
out. as they had at first planned on
account of fear of serious infury. They
finally declded to wait until they gzot
to Putnam and then try thelr luck
which was not in real first class work-
ing order Good Friday, as subssquent
developments demonstrated.
