The Dock rotary pump, the inven-
tion of Herman Dock of Westerly,
iaipleted a severe and highly suc-- ;
pssful endurance test at 3.30 Friday

; uernoon. The pump was started at
11.30 last Monday morning on an en-
durance test of 10 hours' continuous
work at full capacity, and Is the only
pump that ever achieved a perfect
record in a test of that duration. At
the test in New York a few months
ago at the annual convention of inter-
national fire chiefs the best record of
any fire pump was 12 hours' continu-
ous work, when brief stop was made
for repairs or readjustment, after
which tests were continued. The Dock
pump worked to full capacity without
cessation and was In just as good con-
dition at the finish as at the start of
the unusual test. Mr. Dock claims
that the pump could work on for an
indefinite period, as it was free from
friction and that there was nothing: in
the construction of the pump that
could get out of working order.

The pump tested is a small one,
only two and one-quart- er inches wide
and nine inches in diameter, with a
pumping capacity of 2W) gallons of
water a minute. This water was lift-
ed from the Pawcatuck river, pumped
through a line of hose with a three-quart- er

inch nozzle and forced an av-
erage distance of 150 feet for 100 con-
secutive hours, and without a stop.
The pump was worked to capacity ev-
ery minute of the 100 hours, with pres-
sure between 135 and 140 pounds- With
an additional pump, or pumps, worked
on the same shaft, of course the vol-
ume of water would be accordingly in-

creased. The ensrine, of the automobile
type, that supplied the motive power
was capable of developing 29 horse-
power and 1.S00 revolutions a minute,
but in the test only about 16 horse-
power was developed and only 800

required to work the pumprevolutions
The test was made on the bank of

the Pawcatuck river, not far from the
Dock residence on the Watch Hill road,
and was witnessed by many, towns-
people and mechanical experts from
large business centers. There were a
targe number of people present when
Hie test ended Friday afternoon, and
tlr.

THE ARTIST
TT ERBERT DE MAREAU was born in Cannes,

France, and died in Lyons, France, in 1891,
at the early age of 34 years. He was an artist
whose life illustrated the fact that in this world
genius sometimes receives tardy acknowledg-
ment and honest toil a scant reward, for he died
unknown to fame and In the most abject pover-
ty. During the brief span of his life, Mareau
painted several canvases that afterward became
famous, but he excelled most in firelight pic-

tures, and thus it happens that "The Toiler" and
"The Village Blacksmith" are the two which
rank as masterpieces. "The
Village Blacksmith" is probably the best and
the most popular of the great paintings that
have been seen by the people of the United
States.

At the time of Mareau's death he was heav-
ily in debt, owing 100 francs even to the black-
smith for his services as model. The black-
smith anxious to secure what was due him,
called upon the widow and informed her of the
existence of the picture, and she at once en-
deavored to sell it. After much parleying, it
wSs finally sold to M. Doubette, of Paris, for
$2,500, who entered it at the Grand Salon, where
it received a bronze medal and was resold for
$12,500. It has changed hands five times since,
each time the price increasing. ' It Is now the
property of Thall's estate of Boston, who paid
$42,500 for the canvas, and it could not be pur-
chased to-da- y for less than $60,000.

In one brand
peat was substituted for feed.

Tiie analyses of these feeds present-
ed some difficulties. Previous experi-
ence had shown that it was impossi-
ble to determine accurately the rat in
the usual way in such mixtures.

2 gins, of material were
washed with about 200 cc. of water
at room temperature, the insoluble res-
idue dried and then extracted with
anhydous etiier as usual. Seventeen
of the samples showed an increased
ether extract bv this method, ranging
lrcm 0.O4 to 1.4? per cent., the increase
being most marked where alfalfa waa
a constituent of the feed. On the
ol'icr hand, five samples gave slightly
higher ether extracts without previous
ex' faction with water; these appar-
ently contained some ingredient solu-
ble in both cold water and ether. It

i evident from the above results that
the use of the conventional method
for determining fat in cattle reeds is
generally unjust to molasses feeds.

Weights of Bagged Feeds.
In answer to complaints as to prob-

able shortages in the net weight of
various feeds sold throughout the state
the sampling agent weighed over 200
bags of different feeds at various
warehouses. In all cases the claimed
weight waa 100 pounds. As far as
known the stock had not been on hand
over six months. It was not practica-
ble to empty the bags and secure an
aciurate net weight, so only gross
weights are recorded, although an al-

lowance of one pound for the empty
bag would probably be reasonably ac-

curate.

Part 5 of the annual report of the
Connecticut Agricultural Experiment
station on commercial feeding stuffs
for 1913 has been Issued. The book
covers about 50 pages and contains
comments on analyses and tables on
analyses of commercial feeds, together
with tables on the average composition
of fodders and feeds.

Under the Connecticut statutes the
term "concentrated commercial feed-
ing stuff" covers practically ail feeds
excepting hay and straw, whole seeds,
unmixed meal made directly from any
one of the cereals or from buckwheat,
and feed ground from whole grain and
sold directly from manufacturer to the
consumer.

Section 4592 requires that every
package of concentrated commercial
feeding stuff shall bear a statement
giving the name and address of manu-
facturer or importer, the number of net
pounds in the package, the name of the
article and the percentages of protein
and fat contained in it.

No registration of feeds or payment
of analysis or license fees is required.

The penalty for violation, of .the
statute is not more than $100 for tho
first offense and not more than $200
