Police - Stenographer's Transcript of
Protest of Mario Qanx.

New York, May 4 "Yesterday 1
was at tho office of ..John IX Rocke-
feller Jr., and if I could have - got
him t would have shot him down like
a dog. In these words Mario Gans
voiced her protest against Mr. Rock-
efeller, according to tho testimony of
Irving E. Ettinger, a police sten-
ographer, at. the trial of Miss Gana
today on a charge of disorderly con-
duct The woman was arrested last
week after she har made several fruit-
less attempts to see Mr. Rockefeller
in connection with the Colorado mine
workers' strike and had addressed
open-a- ir meetings.

Ettinger testified to two-- ' other al-
leged excerpts from the defendant's
speeches. One was:

"If he Is not going to stop tho
slaughter in Colorado he can run to
his father's house and. hide, because at
the first chance will get. him with
a bullet" The other was "Do not
make your protestations in kind words
or in languages.- - ; Use dynamite."

- Several detectives testified for the
presecutlon and adjournment was
taken until tomorrow afternoon. If
found guilty. Miss Ganz will . be ' li-

able to a maximum . penalty of six
months in ' tho workhouse.

Not many blocks from the couaL
Miss Gans, before being arraigned, ad-
dressed a street gathering, verbally at-
tacking Mr.- Rockefeller,: who Is in se-
clusion : tho ; Rockefeller Pocantico
Hils estate in . Westchester county.
Several hundred Industrial : Workers
of the World- attempted to enter'' tho
court room but were kept out by
police reserves, at tho request of tho

The South American mediators held
three lengthy sessions during the day
and night, announcing through Sec-
retary Bryan that General Huerta had
designated D. Emillo Rabasa, an emi-
nent Mexican .:. jurist, and Augustin
Garsa, under-secreta- ry of justice, as
two of his delegates to confer . with
the mediators. Mr. Bryan did. not give
a reply to the mediators as to the ap-
pointment of American delegates.

The length of the envoys' confer-
ence with Secretary Bryan led to. the
belief that something more was dis-
cussed than the mere matter of names
of delegates and that some of the cru-
cial questions were toeing approached.
While no official announcement was
made, it was generally understood that
as a result of the unyielding attitude
of the constitutionalists, mediation
would be limited at present to the. flag
incident at Tampico, on which Pres-
ident Wilson's course Was justified by
the joint resolution of congress.

Word that Huerta was in desperate
vrrait came from many quarters. Onelespatch from a foreign minister at
Mexico City said briefly of Huerta,
"position desperate," hut gave no de-
tails. Another, through diplomatic
bannels, reported Mexico City out-

wardly quiet today. Still another re-
ferred to the doubtful attitude of thetroops heretofore loyal to Huerta, In-
formation also came that the quarrels

between General Bianquet, min-
ister of war, and Huerta, might bring
Bianquet to the front in the event of
Huerta's fall, much as Huerta rose on
the collapse of the Madera regime and
the Felix Dlas movement.; - - V.

Secretary Bryan expressed satisfac-
tion today at the general condition of
the mediation proceedings. He went
to the White House for a conference
with President Wilson, during which
the status of mediation and the Mexico
situation generally was gone over.

The only word from Carranza dur-
ing the day was an inquiry as to just
what powers the delegates whom the
mediators had asked Carranza to name
would have. He desired to know that
they should not be extended to deal-
ings between Huerta and Carranza
which, according to the constitutional-
ist leader's position, are entirely out-
side the scope of the mediators' work.

During the day it was announced
thai President Wilson planned to go
to Brooklyn on Monday and meet the
Montana, which back the
bodies of the American marines killed
at Vera Cruz and deliver an address.
Should public business require' the
continued presence of President Wil-
son at-- ' Washington. .

THREATEN - DESTRUCTION . .

; OF CITY OF TAMPICO

in Event Amerioan Warships Attempt
. to Enter Panucs River.

Vera Crux, May 4. The constitu-
tionalists at Tampico have notifiedRear Admiral Mayo, commander of the
American warships stationed - there,that if anyof his vessels attempted
to enter thofPanuco river the oil res-
ervoirs above the city would be emp-
tied and the oil ignited, which would
mean certain destruction to the town.

This situation was reported to the
commander of the United States tor-
pedo destroyer Jenkins, which arrivedat Vera ' Cruz today from Tampico.

Both the federals and the rebels arereported ' to - have planted mines inTampico harbor. -
It Is generally thought hero thatAdmiral Mayo will await the capture

of the city by the rebels through the
slow process of starving out the fed-
erals.
' The commander of the Jenkins saidthat tllttle firing had been heard inthe last three days. The rebels were
reported- - to be bringing up the artil-
lery which they captured at Monterey,
but there were no signs of its arrival.
