POINTERS FOR TRAFFIC

There Have , Been Fourteen Deaths

From Automobile Acoident In Con

necticut in Past Four Mentha,

Hartford. May S Calling attention
to the fact that there have been four-
teen deaths from automobile accidents
in Connecticut dortng the first four
months of 1914 as contrasted with six
deaths during the corresponding pe-
riod of 1913, Secrtary of State Albert
T. Philippe today issued a statement
calling for the strict enforcement of
the automobile law and the liberal Im-
position of Jail sentences by courts.

In particular Secretary Pniuppa
warns aatomobilists against the danger
of passing standing trolley cam.

"After a thorough investigation of
the cases frequently reported.", says
the report. "I find that a large number
have resulted from the following
causes: careless driving tn the vicin-
ity of cross streets and moat flagrant
of all. passing standing trolley cars
that have stopped to take on or let ott
passengers.'

Commenting upon hht power to sus
pend or revoke operators' licenses
following an accident. Secretary Phil
lips says that this power will be "fully
exercised" bat that tt is more import-
ant still that accidental be prevented.
The report goes on to amy in part:

This end can be accomplished tn
twe ways; first, by good traifio ream-
latlons and, second, by a strict enforce-
ment of tha law by the courts. A few
of the lower courts have taken thai
proper view by Imposing Jail sentences,
bat somehow or other the higher courts
in the final disposition ox these cases
drop the Jail sentences and atmply
Impose fines. A reckless driver read
ily Pays a fine but what he really
fears Is the serving of a Jail sentenca.
If a few Jail sentences were Imposed
there would be a leas number of cases
of reckless driving and operating wndnr
the influence of liquor.

"The policy of Judge CoughHn of the
city court of Bridgeport and Judge
Thorns of the city court of Waterbury
in imposing Jail sentences is to be re-
commended.

"Reckless speed through the center
of a city is a very commong- occurrence
and can only be prevented by proper
traffio regulations.

T do not desire to tell the police au-
thorities what they must do. but itseems to be instead of placing trafno
officers in a beautiful park on' the out-
skirts of the city it would be better forthem to- have the trafira officers sta--
traffio is congested. This will prevent
speeding where most damage can bedone, and is done.

-- with reference to antomobnes pass-
ing tsolley ears discharging passengers,
there seems no better doctrine than an
extract from an editorial published in
the Bridgeport Telegram of April 27,
stating that "when an automobile is
passing a trolley car discharging pas-
sengers, its rate ef speed should be
sufficiently slew to permit of its bemg
instantly stopped. If it cannot be stop-
ped promptly; it is going too tast,"

I desire to go one step further. Thpresent law provides that any speed
ever three mrles an hoar while passinga trolley ear is prima facie evidence
of reckless driving. Yet. In my opin-
ion, the safer noocy te follew Is to
Stop and wait until the passengers
have been discharged, and then, whenthe care starts on Its way. endeavor topass while the ear is tn motion.

If every autontebilist fellewed this
rule there weald be no accidents at
thta nature,

Texas, May 6 The answer of General- Villa to a request formFederal General (Maas In command of
the 8at ilk) garirsen, that Villa Jointhe federals in avenging the American
occupation of Ver Cruz was deliveredto the messengers today;

General Villa refused absolutely toally himself or his men with the fed-
erals and declared that the Huertatistshad provoked foreign intervention fortheir own ends.

General Maas'. letter to Villa an-
nounced that In addition to occupying
Vera Cruz, the port of Salinas Cruz
had been seized by the United States
forces on April 2S.

General Villa's answer follows:
"In answer to your letter of April

28, in which. In accordance with your
instructions, you, invite me to march
with you against the . foreign in-
vaders of our country, I would say
that I understand your actions fully
and also the present dibolical ma-
chinations I know v that as an accom-
plice you took part in the infidelity and
treason of Ferduary, 1913 Madero's
death. This is perfectly 'well under-
stood and you should known that we
cannot cardon it, and also know that
It will be the. cause of your ruin.

"I therefore give you this answer
only because your official request andmy answer are historical documents,
and I owe to posterity an explanation
of my, conduct.

T know that the Cientificos, by
Various processes, have up to this timesought to bring about North American
intervention in Mexico. It Is known
without doubt that the coming of the
Americans was desired and provoked
by you. The manner in which you
have excited internal troubles and then
called on all - Mexicans to help fight
the external troubles, is clear to all
the world.

"General Huerta and yoa did not
show much wisdom when you were
concerted into- - Instruments of the
Cientificos and brought about the as-
sassination of President Madera, Vive
President Pino Suarez and some oth-
er liberal democrats, because you did
not realize that the blood of the heroes
who started the democratic, movement
in 1910 would cause & civil war which
would lead to j your ruin.-'- .

. "Now you,desire to provoke a foreign
war to save yourself from the dis-
aster coming from the civil conflict.
You, show even less wisdom when you
pile up mountains of machinations and
lies which will r crumble about your
ears, .

"You have sought to make this
union between yourself and the con-
stitutionalists who are under arms and
wrTh the pretext of a foreign war you
seek to arm many Mexicans whose
sympathies are not with you. but
whose patriotism you expect to exploit.
Without reflecting that you are about
to arm a people who In justice would
chastise your crimes.

These Bame people, when they dis-
cover you are an assassin of democra-
cy, you seek to win over by starting
a war against a foreign nation to serve
your personal interests and those of
your party.

BELATED NEWS FROM
, MEXICAN PACIFIC COAST.

Federals Evacuated Aoapuleo April 23
on Arrival ef Cruiser South Dakota,

On Board TT. S. S. South Dakota.
Acapulco, Mexico, April 26, via San
.uiego. May s (Delayed in Transmis
sion). The arrival of the cruiser
South Dakota late today was a signal
for the immediate evacuation of the
city by the Mexican federals. The
vessel anchored in the bay at nightfall
and made no attempt to send boats
ashore. The Mexicans returned later,

Commandant Sale of the federal
garrison issued a proclamation ema
nating from Mexico City offering com,
plete amnesty to all rebels who would
join the federals against the United
States.

The Huertistas. headed by the mili
tary and civil officials, soon afterward
turned their attention to the celebra
tion of several important Mexican vie
tories over the United States along the
northern border, news of which, it was
pretended, had just reached Acapulco.
General Villa and General Carranza
had joined Huerta, so the story ran,
and were marching victoriously into
the United - States; El Paso and
Brownsville had fallen before the in
vadins armies of the united Mexican
leaders, and the Americans had lost
600 in killed at Vera Cruz.

These false tales of Mexican achieve-
ments so inflamed the population that
no shore liberty was granted on the
South Dakota, for fear the sight of the
American uniform in the streets might
lead to-- disorders and bloodshed.

It developed tonight that the proba-
ble reason for the return of the fed-
eral troops to Acapulco after their
flight on the South Dakota's arrival
was the menacing proximity of a band
of ZapataZs foHowers who, it is be-
lieved, are contemplating an early at-
tack on the city. Even while the Huer-
tistas are celebrating their imaginary
conquest ef Texas cities, they are for-
tifying themselves against the expect-
ed onslaught by their own country-
men. r

a peaceful settlement.

Views of Foreign Diplomats. ,

Outside of the mediators, some of
the foreign diplomats took the view
that the elimination of Carranza and
the limitations, of negotiations to
amend for indignities to American
sailors and marines at .Tampico and
Vera Cruz, would be a step in "ad-

vance. They pointed out that Presi-
dent Wilson and Secretary Bryan had
insisted that the troops were sent to
'Vera Cruz solely to redress the In-
dignities. If. therefore, the mediators
could furnish a formula for this
redress these was no reason, they de-
clared, why the troops should not be
withdrawn and the present crisis as
between Huerta and the United States
ended. Other diplomats familiar with
European procedure when foreign ter-
ritory had been' occupied, were doubt-
ful , whether the troops, once at
Vera Cruz would or could be with-
drawn until a complete settlement had
been effected. - - . ! .

The authorities decided upon his re-
moval to the hospital as a measure of
precaution, so that Duryea might not
harm himself.

General Duryea, ' distinguished Civil
war veteran and head of the famous
Duryea Zouaves, was shot while in his
bed. He was asleep at the time, it is
believed and died without making any
defense. Incoherently, the . son told
how he committed the crime. He gave
no reason for it, but explained that hehad received a "spiritual message fromGeorge Washington" to kill the gen-
eral, who was 80 years ofd. The sonwas mild-manner- ed when arraigned
in court and did not become violentuntil plaeed in a cell.

ROOSEVELT GIVES MANY
INTERESTING DETAILS.

Says the Most Important Part of the
Trip Was Geographical.

Para Brazil, May 6. Col. Theodore
Roosevelt in an interview with The
Associated Press today on board the
steamer Dunstan, on which he had
just arrived from Manaos, gave many
interesting details of bis exploring trip
through the wilds of BrasiL He said:

"The expedition has proved a signal
success. - It was undertaken originally
for the American Museum of Natural
History.

"During our trip George K. Cherry
and Leo C. Miller, the natralists, col-
lected over 2,100 birds and mammals
and a few reptiles, batrachlans and
fish, chiefly from regions not hitherto
traversed by any collector, and many
representing species hitherto unknown
to science.

"The most important part of our
trip was geographical. In the ex-
ploration of an unknown river we
have put on tbe map a river nearly
one thousand miles long, tbe existence
of which is not hinted, at on published
maps. The upper part of its course
was utterly unknown to anybody ex-
cept the wild Indians along its banks,
while tbe lower part was known to a
few rubber men only. The river takes
its rise in the high uplands of tbe
western part of the stat. of Matto
Grosso. Just north of the ISth parallel
of south : latitude and between longi-
tude S and 80 west of Greenwich.
' "We embarked in latitude 12 degrees,

1 minute south, and longitude 60 de-
grees, IS minutes west. -

"The river ran with many' doublings
and twisttnga almost north into the
River Madeira near its entrance was
about 6 degrees, 80 minutes south lati-
tude. We were 60 days in canoes. In
latitude ? degrees south we passed the
last rapids and reached the steamer
when we but SS hours from Manaos.

"In latitude 10- - degrees, 68 minutes
south, we struck the mouth of a big
fluent flowing from the right, and in
latitude 9 degrees, 49 minutes south,
we came to the mouth of another big
affluent flowing from the left.

General Villa is proceeding leisure-
ly, says the refugee, if he has the
Intention of moving on the capital.
General Huerta, the refugee asserts,
has done nothing to show that he an- -
ticipates a forward movement of the
American army or expects In the event
of such a movement to offer serious
resistance.
