Fire Chief Howard L. Stanton, who
haa been attending the annual conven-
tion of the National Fire Protective
association in Chicago during Tues-
day, Wednesday and Thursday of last
week, reached here on Sunday evening
after an . exceedingly-- pleasant and at
the am time very profitable conven-
tion trip from the standpoint of prac-
tical experience and instruction along
modern fire fighting lines. These con-
ventions annually bring ' together the
"men who know" about everything- - in
the fire line and this one was attended
by from 304" to 400 of the recognised
authorities on fire fighting methods,
apparatus and equipment in the coun
try. - . - .

Chief Stanton was on two of tae im
portant committees of the association.
the first being the committee on stan
dard hose couplings and hydrant fit-rin- rs.

The committee has succeeded in
bringing 6,900 cities to the standard
after years of patient and persistent
effort. This committee consisted of F.
M Griswold of New York, chairman.
G. E. Bruen of New York, H. C Henley
of St. Louis and Chief Stanton. -

Now through the resignation of Mr.
Griswold as chairman. Chief Stanton
has been tendered and has accepted the
place at the head of the committee. It
is a signal honor and a recognition of
his ability among the experts of the
country- - His long service on the com-
mittee, the large amount of practical
advice he has been able to give tow-
ards accomplishing its aims in stan
dardization and his mechanical ability
coupled with his experience as an ac
tive fire enter were ractors wnicn won
him recognition during the years he
has been on the committee, and when
it became known that the chairman
desired to resign. Chief Stanton was
the choice made for the place by the
officers and his fellow committeemen.

C Lillibridge called the meeting to or
der at s o ciocx every seat in tne nau
was taken, and there were many men
standing at the rear. A. 6. Spalding
was elected chairman on nomination
of Alderman Henry Oebrath.

Chairman ooalding on Conditions.
He took the chair amid applause and

as he looked over the big crowd he re-
marked in his opening words that
there should certainly seem to be no
doubt of the party's success when con-
trasting this attendance with the other
caucuses, where he understood the at
tendance had been 75 and 35.

Dividends which had
been stopped on the thousands of the
United States Finishing company stock
held here, the thousands of dollars tied
up in the Thames Loan and Trust com-
pany, and the loss of dividends on New
Haven road stock were referred to by
the' speaker, who said that the critics
told of the bad things but failed to
speak of the good.

itut about a year ago a certain mill
in the northern part of the town got
into financial difficulties, and it was
laid to the tariff. Now under different
management the mill was running
nights, he understood. Good business
was reported by the Ponemah mills,
Lawton mills and the velvet mills. The
Cheneys in Manchester,, who employ
4,300 nands, also report good business.

Chairman Spalding counselled for
harmony in the party, no matter if

J. J. Desmond remarked that he
could detecta very brotherly feeling in
the attitude of those in the caucus, and
he said that in nominating tho man
who should be the standard bearer he
felt like paraphrasing the saying that
one good turn deserves another by
saying that one good term deserves
another, for all would say the present
incumbent of the office of mayor had
given a good term. It had been busi-
ness methods applied that had made
the term a success and as indexes of
that could be mentioned the Bo swell
avenue trolley extension and the re-
lieving of Franklin square from the
trolley express business. Regarding
national politics also he felt that the
party record had been as successful as
that of Mayor Murphy in Norwich. It
had been a common sense, sturdy and
sterling administration by Mayor Mur-
phy, and he took pleasure In renomi-
nating him.

Cheers shook the room as he con-
cluded, and Alderman T. H. Beckley
seconded the nomination, saying that
the mayor had been a businesslike and
foreefuir leader in the past two years.

Edward Klrby also took the floor to
second the nomination and proceeded
to some reasons why the democratic
party should be kept in power. When
he made a glowing reference to the
