FAMOUS TRIALS

TRIAL OF THE REGICIDE8.
' The trial of the regicides is one of

the most famous trials Of that period
In English history, when the ' people
were beginning to take the law into
thelt own hands. The name --regi
elder is Kiven to those persons who
were most active In. bringing about
the death of Charlea I., leading among
which "were "those members of the
Hlsrh Court of Justice, sixty-seve- n in
number, who, on Jan.- 7. 164, voted
for his execution. Fifty-eig- ht or this
number ultimately signed the death
warant. These regicides were all
tried separately, with the exception of
nineteen, who were kept in prison un
tU their death without having received
a chance to prove their innocence.

Ten of the regicides were executed
immediately, and three others were
caught brought to England
and executed. Many lived In exile the
rest of their lives, including three in
Connecticut Gone, w hailey ana uix
Well. .;i

The trial of the regioidea took place
on Oct. 10, .leeo. at the Old Bailey,
Col. Thomas Harriaon was the first to
be brought to trial. , He pleaded "Not
rullty." The king's counsel produced
Ave witnesses . who ' deposed that
Thomas Harrison sat as one of the
king's Judges In the pretended High
Court of Justice, and particularly on
the 27th of January, 1448, when the
sentence was read, and that he stood
up with the rest to express his assent
to It. It was also proved mat Har
rison had commanded the party that
had brought the king rrom Hurst cas-
tle te-- London. ,

The prisoner said in his defense that
the matter wee not done in a corner;
the sound of it had reached most na
tlons; and he believed the hearts of
some had felt the terrors of the pres
ence of God that was witnHla ser
vants in those days. The second to
be brought to the bar waa Adrian
Scroop, and his defense was, that the
High Court of Justice was erected by
the parliament, which was then the
auDreme power of the nation, and gen
erally aubmitted to. and what he had
done waa in obedience to that autnor- -
ltv.

The lord Chief Baron replied that
what ha had offered in his - defense
tended rather to aggravate than ex
tenuate his crime; that he, as well aa
others, was ' mistaken In the word
parliament," and that there was not

one precedent of any other house of
commona assuming legislative power
or making an act to erect a court of
tustice for the trial of their king.

The third to be brought to the bar
was John Carew. He seemed much
offended that it was said in the In
diotment ha had not. the fear of God
before hie eyes, but was moved by the
devil to murder the king, and averred
that what he had done ' waa - In the
fear of the Lord and In obedience to
His holv and righteous laws..

The next to be brought was Thomas
Scott, and he was followed" by one
after the other until ail tne, members
of the high court who had been ar
rested were disposes, t or, - and they
were followed toy a trial of every one
who was in any way connected with
the execution, even those who served
at the final moment.

The last accused was WlHlant Hav
1 no-ha- and when his trial was finish
ed the Jury withdrew, but remained
only a short time, when they brought
in a verdict of guilty agalnat" eight
neraone beyond any - doubt, judgment
to be passed on the other later. The
ten regicide who were executed were
Harrison, Carew, cook, eters, gtcott,
Clement, fScroop, Jones, Hacker .. and
Axtel, and aa to Hulet. who - waa
charged With cutting off the king's
hfrad. the evidence was held deficient.

'Material and Spiritual.

In truth this best of the two worlds
can really be attained, but not In the
sense that youth imagine. The best

Otherwise there must be the
gradual Encroachment of the lower
rule; the meaner and poorer things
will 'become more and more neceasary.

There is nothing else so powerful
as the expulsive force of a great af-
fection: and if the affection- - is for
baser things, it slowly but surely ex-
pels a love for the higher. For awhile
it has perhaps seemed possible to en-
joy the two; for, a time there were
glorious heights of idealism, beau-
tiful dreams, high aliys, alternated by
an excessive indulgence in pleasures
of the sense. We .know there have
been both ' poets and preachers who
have glorified the noblest things In
their words and yet at times have
served the basest in their deeds. It
does not follow that they have oeen
inBincere, though the word hypocrite
is often' thrown at them I the difference
has been simply the measure of . the
cnasm oetween tneir two natures,
That chasm" cannot 'be bridged; and
yet, so wonderful 'is human nature, a
man may at the same time he spirit-
ual and a sensualist, noble and mean,
tinself fish and petty. .

It has seemed 'like
immortality, or at least a sad lapse in
ethicrtl teaching, to 'assume that we
may be both that we may be good
and bad at the same time.

We
can never be vain of any- - possible
gnndr.ess, because we know how near
to us is the opposite we need never be
driven to despair by any possible
failure,- - because- we know that , thegreat and the good,: if we will, are
equally possible. It is a knowledge
