Captain
Roberts yesterday stated his position
at the time of the collision as latitude
40.31 north and longitude 64.50 west.
The two positions differ by approxi-
mately a mile in latitude and sixteen
miles in longitude.

NORMAL STATE OF AFFAIRS
NOW PREVAILS IN ITALY.

There (Has Been Resumption of Work
Everywhere.

Rome, June 16 Italy, which last
week was facing revolutionary risings
in various parts of the kingdom, has
apparently come back to a normal
state of affairs. The threatened strike
of the railway men and the general
strike, which Included only a compar-
atively small section of the working
people, seem to have definitely ended
resumption of work everywhere has
served to normal condi-
tions.

DANGEROUS AGE 15-1- 8

For Supply of Girls to Commercialized

Vice Majority of Victims Not Re-

cruited From Homes of Poverty and
Ignorance.

Chicago, June 1. George J. Knee-
ls nd did some plain talking to dele-fe-i-.t- es

to the General Federation of
Wt men's clubs in convention here to-

day. Mr. Kneeland is director of the
department of investigation of toe
American Social Hygiene association.
His remarks were based on etitistijs
gathered by his department and on the
reports of investigators.

He found that a prolific source of
supply to commercialized vice cornea
from girls between the ages of 15 and
18 years, the dangerous age of the

of the racial instinct, and
that a startling minority of these come
from homes other than those of pov-
erty and ignorance.

Mr. Kneeland's agents in the last
year have gathered histories of 300
girls not yet professionally immoral,
but well started on the downward path.
Contrary to the general impression
ana the reports of some investigators
that the majority of these girls are
feeble-minde- d or sub-norm- al, Mr.
Kneeland said" the majority of the gir's
were intelligent.

Typical American Girls.
"Some of them," he asserted, "come

from such homes as yours. Some live
at home in idleness and ease. They
are typical American girls, daughters
of respectable and prosperous parents.
But it is only fair to say that the
majority are poor and ignorant, with
a ge of evil and little con-
ception of good." .

All through the reports of agents
the speaker found certain characterib-tic- s

among the girls. They were re-
bellious towards home and parents;
they were suspicious and scornful of
boy friends whom they call "boobs."
Desiring secrecy, they prefer to meet
strangers and married men.

Dancing Intensifies, Sex Appeal.
Mr. Kneeland said that dancing and

impassioned love scenes on the stase
intensified the sex appeal. He told tne
women they could help save these mis-
guided girls, and made the following
suggestions:

''Make some effort to find these
girls in your town. They are there.
Having found them, you can attach
yourself to them with bands of lo e
and understanding. The way to know
them is to study your own heart; re-
member the days of your youth. The
influences that . protected you will, in
the end, save them.
Knowledge Must Drive Out Ignorance.

"Give them healthy and sane instruc-
tions as to the mystery of life. Warn
them of disease. Knowledge must drivo
out ignorance. The evil must be sup-
planted by the good.

'Each of you can have a powerful
influence in providing amusements in
your own community where the sex
appeal is eliminated.

"Use their influence to bring about
better economic and industrial condi-
tions, so that fathers can be masters.

"Teach ignorant mothers and fa-
thers so that they will Move and un-
derstand their children more than they
do.

Teach Honor of Womanhood.
"Teach boys and young men to hon-

or womanhood. You can make them
realize that young girls represent more
than half of all future generations:
that upon them depends the health and
power of the race; that to injure a
girl, to take advantage of her racial
instinct at a critical moment, ' is a
crime against unborn generations. Men
must learn to sacrifice themselves, if
need be. for the good of the race.

"Use your influence to restore to the
home the simple yet powerful protec-
tion which grows out of the belief in
the religion of our fathers.

"The most complete solution of a
man or a woman's sex problem lies In
vital, personal relationship to the in-
finite and eternal God. This we must
teach our sons and daughters."

VANDERBILT UNIVERSITY
IS NOW INDEPENDENT.

Leaves General Conference of Meth-
odist Episcopal Church South.

Nashville, Tenn.. June 16 Resolu-
tions adopted today by the board of
trust of Vanderbilt university amount
virtually to a declaration of com-
plete independence from the general
conference of the Methodist Episcopal
Church South. The resolutions declare
that the conference, by Its action at
the recent meeting in Oklahoma City,
voluntarily terminated its relations
with the college and that the board,
without confirmation from the con-
ference now may fill vacancies In its
membership.

SIGN A ' ROUND ROBIN

General Villa Has Ordered Command-

ers of Garrisons in Territory He

Controls to Report at Once to Tor-

reon Order Accepted Ominously.

El Paso, Texas. June 16 General
Villa tendered his resignation to Gen-
eral Carranza within the last week,
it became known tonight. To Villa's
message the constitutionalist comma-

nder-in-chief replied, asking who
would succeed him. Following this
Villa's various military chiefs held a
conference and sent a "round robin"
to Carranza, declaring that they would
accept no other but Villa as their lead-
er. The split of today resulted.

General Villa ordered all command-
ers of garrisons throughout the terri-
tory he controlled to report at once to
Torreon. This order was accepted
ominously by observers here. His-
tory of the Pasqual Oroszco rebellion
against President Madero was revived.
Orozo. as Villa was a leader of vol-
unteer troops of Chihuahua state and
as a popular favorite led a revolution
against the former president.

El Paso, Texas. June 16. Reports
that General Villa had resigned as
commander of the northern military
zone were partially confirmed here
tonight. Carranza's offices at Juarez
were confiscated by Villa supporters
tonight. Similar confiscations are au-
thentically reported to have taken
place at Chihuahua City and also at
Torreon. where Villa remained today.
Villa Supporter Takes Telegraph Office

The bureau of information and the
telegraph office at Juarez, in control oZ
Carranza officials, were taken over
forcefully tonight by Nsoldlers under
Colonel Tomas Ornelas, military com
mander of Juarez, and a Villa sup-
porter

Just after the bureau of information
had announced to the press the receipt
of a message from the front above
Zacatecas, Ornelas' soldiers entered the
telegraph office and the bureau and or-
dered that no papers be touched.

Ordered Not to Touch a Paper.
An American newspaperman waa

seated in the information bureau when
the soldiers burst into the room. The
soldiers ordered Perez Abreu, in charge
of the bureau, not to touch a papey.
The same soldiers, in personal com-
mand of the Juarez commander, short-
ly before had taken over supervision
of the telegraph .office adjoining.
, The American finally slipped through
the line of soldiers and arrived here.

The action today followed conflicting
reports from the south in regard to
the success or failure of the troops
under General Xatera, Carranza's ap-
pointee, in attacking Zacatecas.' From
Xatera official reports had said that
the attack was progressing successful-
ly, while from other sources details
were given of Xatera's rout.

Villa Remains at Torreon.
General Villa in the meantime has

remained at Torreon, although ordered
to proceed to the assistance of Xatera
by General Carranza. It was stated
today by Carranza officials that An-
geles, the constitutionalist secretary of
war, had left Torreon today with five
thousand of Villa's troops, including a
full division of artillery. Xatera hid
complained of a lack of cannon. Villa
remained today at Torreon, but was
said to have begun a general move-
ment of his army toward Zacatecas.

The information bureau at Juarez
was instituted and sustained by Rafael
Zubaran Capmany, Carranza's cabinet
minister, who at present Is represent-
ing the constitutionalist party at
Washington.
Constitutionalist Agents Claim It Was

a Military Measure.
Washington, June 16. Constitution-

alist agents here tonight said that the
occupation of the telegraph office and
information bureau at Juarez by Col-
onel Ornelas evidently was a military
measure deemed necessary pending the
outcome of the attack upon Zacatecas.
They declared that while there might
have been a disagreement between temilitary and civil authorities over the
publication of despatches from the
front announcing- constitutionalist re-
verses, it was hardly probable that
either General Villa or General Car-
ranza knew anything about the mat-
ter personally.

Rumors state that it
is likely that Felipe Angeles, now sec-
retary ofwar for the constitutionalists,
will succeed Villa.

EVIDENCE IN DISASTER
TO EMPRESS OF IRELAND

Captain Kendall Contends His ' Ship
Could Not Have Drifted in Front
of Collier.

Quebec, June 16. Evidence ampli-
fying the known contentions in regard
to the cause of the disaster to the Em-
press of Ireland at Father Point in
the St. Lawrence May 29, was brought
out at today's opening session of the
investigating Dominion commission, of
which Lord Mersey of the British
house of peers, is chairman. So far
the main arguments of Captain Ken-
dall of the Empress that he was sta-
tionary when rammed by the collier
Storstad.' and of the owners of the
collier that the Empress placed her-
self in front of the Norwegian ves-
sel, which had the right of way, were
only emphasized. Captain - Kendall
was on the stand for several hours
and gave a straightforward account of
the disaster along the lines of his
testimony at the Rimouski inquest.

Questioned by Lord Mersey aa to
why he stopped his ship when he had
turned his green light to that of the
Storstad, in conformity with naviga-
tion rules, he claimed he took the step
as a safeguarding measure, owing to
the fog. He could not be induced by
the lawyer for the Storstad, C. S.
Haight, to admit that his boat could
have drifted in front of the Storstad,
unless the collier had changed her
course after the fog hid her from him,
which was the case, in his opinion.

That the collier had not changed her
course after first sighting the Empress,
though abortive attempts had been
made to port her helm after she had
been slowed down, and that the Em-
press was crossing her bows, were
the principal points made in the testi-
mony of Alfred Tuftenes, first officer
of the Storstad, who was examined
during the afternoon. This witness
also repeated the story that the Em-
press' sailors refused to go back in
boats to carry on rescue work after
once reaching the Storstad. . Mr.
Haight supplemented the evidence of
Tuftenes at the request of Lord Mer-
sey, by giving as his explanation of
the disaster a belief that the big liner
thought she could cross the bows of
the slow-goin- g collier and that her
helm was ordered ported by one offi-
cer and starboarded by another, sug-
gesting a confusion of orders thatCaptain Kendall indignantly repudi-
ated.

New chapters Illustrating' the hor-
ror of the disaster were added by
Captain Kendall in his testimony, the
most startling being his description
of how a sheet of flame burst from the
Empress after she was rammed, the
prow of the collier evidently penetrat-
ing clear through to her boilers. The
first authentic account was also given
of a distressing scene enacted when
Captain Kendall, on the verge of a col-
lapse, met Captain Andersen of the
collier, when the former reached the
Storstad.- - Apparently, until Captain
Kendall was taken away insensible, he
vehemently argued that the collier had
rammed him at full speed, while Cap-
tain Andersen contended that the liner
was at fault.

Silk Making Becoming Woman's Work
Paterson. X. J.,' June 16. The Amer-

ican silk industry is becoming a bus-
iness for women and twenty years
from now there will be few men la-
borers employed In it, was the declara-
tion made today before the United
States commission on industrial rela-
tions at its inquiry into the silk mill
situation here. Moe Strauss, a mill
manager, said men have been for
years and are today fighting conditions
that have come up since the number
of women employes Increased.

Boy Killed by Auto at Stamford.
Ptamford. Conn., June 16 JohnStncey, 12 years old, died tonight in

a local hospital as the result of in-
juries received late today when he was
etruck by an automobile driven by
Melwin P. Taff of this city, an archi-
tect. . It is said that the - boy ran
across the Btreet evidently not seeing
the machine approaching. He was
struck by the mudguard and his bad-
ly fractured. Mr. Taff was held in
bonds of $2,000 for the coroner's hear-
ing.

Baptists Flock to Boston.

1,125.000 members of Baptist churches
in the northern part of the United
States, flocked into the city today for
the opening tomorrow of the northern
Baptist convention.. The convention
will, be in session morning, afternoon
and evening until June 25..

Niagara. Falls. Ont., June 16 Jus-
tice Lamar and Frederick W. Lehmann,
the American delegates to the media-
tion conferences, went to Buffffalo to-
day and talked for. four hours with Ra-
fael Zubaran and Luis Cabrera, per-
sonal representatives of General Car-
ranza. Their purpose was to find
some way to bring the constitutional-
ists in harmony with the scope of med-
iation. The mission was a failure.

The constitutionalist representatives
who had come from Washington es-
pecially to see the American delegates
told them why they could not agree to
an armistice: why only a man promlnen
In the constitutionalist ranks will be
accepted by them for the provisional
presidency, and finally, they said they
believed the constitutionalist army
would settle the Mexican problem soon
If left unhampered by foreign compli-
cations.

The Americans returned to Xiagara
Falls feeling that so far as the politi-
cal pacification of Mexico is concern-
ed mediation had accomplished noth-
ing and probably the end of the con-
ferences was very near.

Huerta Delegate Resolute.
The next full conference is set for

Friday morning., Until then little will
be done because of the absence of
Minister Xaon of Argentine. Most of
the principles here incline to the view
that Friday's session may be the
last. The three mediating plenipo-
tentiaries have virtually abandoned
hope of solving Mexico's internal prob-
lem: the Kuerta delegates are leso-lut- e

in their determination not to ac-
cept a constitutionalist partisan for the
provisional presidency and there ap-
pears tonight: to be no feasible way of
keeping all elements in conference
such longer. Only developments, not

row foreseen, such as a change in at-
titude on the part' of the constitution- -
lists or of the Huerta delegates can

keep the conference in session.
Rumor of Villa and Carranza Split.
Despatches announcing the forcible

seizure by a Villa official of the tele-
graph office at Juarez, held previously
br Carranza officials, created a stir
in the mediation colony. The Huerta
delegates Paid it plainly showed the
correctness of their repeated warn-
ings th.it a lack of cohesion In the
constitutionalist ranks would lead to
anarchy in the north. The news serv-
ed also to confirm suspicions which
have been current, in many quarters
here of a breach between Villa and
Carranza.

Incidentally it is understood that the
American delegates inquired of
Messrs. Cabera and Zubaran what
they though of the stories of a split
between Villa and Carranza. The
constitutionalist emissaries said they
had confidence In General Carranza's
tact and ability to smooth out such
difficulties.
Grave Apprehension Over Break in

Rebel Ranks.
The gravest apprehension neverthe-

less is felt of what may follow a break
"between General Carranza and Gener-
al Villa. Should their forces clash, a
condition of anarchy might ensue
which in all probability would arouse
aga!n the demand for intervention by
th-- - United States.

The mediators hold to the opinion
that they hare accomplished some-
thing, in that war between the United
HtaU-- s and the Huerta government
was halted by mediation. They point
to the fact that cordial feeling has de-
veloped between the American and the
Huerta delegates.
Hverta's Withdrawal Expected Soon.

General Huerta's withdrawal from
the presidency is expected scon as a
matter of course, regardless of the out-
come of the mediation. It is believed
there will be an election in July at
which a successor to Huerta, will be
chosen in the federal territory, but
It Is considered probably that influen-
tial classes In Mexico City will per-
suade him to fill the post of minister
of foreign affairs, now vacant, with an
Able and conservative individual who
could succeed to the presidency and
snake an effort to reconcile the war-
ring elements.

If the mediation conferences ad-
journs, it will in all probability ac
knowledge itfl failure to bring the rival
elements together for a solution of the
internal problem, but at the same time
will probably announce the solution of
Mtxico's international conflict. Just
what disposition will be made of the
American forces at Vera Cruz no one
here is in a position to conjecture as
the American delegates are not in-f- oi

ni-- d ' Washington on matters of
future policy.
