THE ANNUAL CLEANING UP OF
THE INCUBATORS

E. 0, MORTON,

About the middle of June the hatch-
ing season |s almost over, so0 the time
has come for cleaning up the incuba-
tors. Unfortunately it is frequently a
great temptation to put off this work |
until winter, when it always seems 68
though there would be more |eisure,
Put this is a great mistake and the re-
sult Invariably the same—dirty, germ
filled incubators—and this just when
they are the most needed.

A tried and experienced poultryman
has, of course, hies own particular
methods at such a time, but the novice
on the other hand, is often puzzled ta
know just how and with swvhat to start
in. The following suggestions, then,
will be found heipful for those who
have finlshed their first “incubator sea-
son:" First take out the trays, brush
them thoroughly and wash them with
hot water, to which has been added a
tablespoonful of some good disinfect-
ant to a gallon of water. The washing
over #et the trays in the sun for an
alring and to dry. DIMsconnect the
lamps and give them and the flues a
good cleaning, and when wiping out
the lamp flue a milk bottle brush wiil
prove an excellent cleaner. Brush out
the bottom of the incubator and =zo
over it with warm water and the dis-
infectant, as specified above.

Varnish the Old Machines.

If the machine has been in use for
saveral seasons It shonold be wiped off
with a damp cloth and the top, sides
and legs given a fresh coat of varnish;
also, if it happens to be of Lthe hot wa-
ter type, empty out all the water, fili-
ing it full again with fresh clean wa-
ter, and leave it until needed for use
again, when it should of course, be re-
filled again, but do not leave it next
winter where the water may freeze
in it

All this may seem to the beginner to |
be a vast amount of unnecessary la-
bor, but it is alwaya well 1o remember
the fact that It is possible a number of
the little chicks may have been born
with the germ of some disease, and
therefore it is only by using the great-
est of precautionary measures and the |
most thorough methods of cleanliness
that one may be quite sure of having
destroyed all the germ life to which
fowla are so often subject. Indeed, it
will be found that the most successful
poultrymen, and the ones who cmrry
off the blue ribbons at the shows, are
Invariably those who leave no stone
unturned to keep everything to do with

their poultry housea and yards, ete,
up date and in the most immaculate
condition* and surely these are the

men whose example must befollowed

if success is looked for.

The new
leaves will soon start agaln, and the
bed will be nearly as good as ever. In
the tomato bed watch for tomalo
worms, which are a great nuisance,
and perhaps the best plan to get rid
of them 1s to go over the vines by
hand and plek them off.

Keep the weeds out of the onion
rows or they will soon choke out the
yvoung onions. Like cgrn, onions are
surface feeders and must be continu-
ally cultivated to do well. Flne ecaull-
flowers are hard to raise. They re-
quire a constant supply of soil mois
ture, and great care must be exercised
to see that the heads do not become
sunburned.

The secret of sucess liea In a deep
preparation of the land and frequent
surface tillage. As soon as the heads
are well developed protect them from
the sun by drawing the leaves togsth-
er over them and tying them.
