Sale Price Belioved to Be In Neighbor-
hood of $11,750,000.

Washington, June 28—Navy officials
were busy today prepering to turn
over the battleships Idaho lnd Missis-
sippl to the Greek gov Final
action on the naval n.pproprintlun bill
which includes authority for sale of
ships, will be taken In a day or two
and as soon &s the president has sign-
ed the measure the department will be
ready to order the transfer.
