ed wailing men, nude, their bodiasl
painted with red ochre, the sign ot
mourning. Groups followed, richly
decorated with gold and emeralds,
their heads adorned with feathers,
and braves clothed in Jaguar aklaa.
Some went uttering; joyful shouts,
others blew on horns, pipes, and,
concha. There were priests in Ions;
black robes adorned with white cross-
es, and tall black caps. Behind thsni
came the nobles of the tribe and chief
priests, bearing the newly elected
chieftain upon a barrow hung with
disks of gold. His naked body waa
anointed with resinous gums and cov-
ered all over with gold dust-- This
was the gilded man. Arrived at tae
shore, the gilded chief and his com-
panions stepped upon a balsa and
proceeded upon tt to the middle of the
lake. There the chief plunged into
the water and washed off his metallic
covering, while the assembled com-
pany, with shouts and sound of in-
struments, threw In the gold and
Jewels brought as offerings. Ttte
ceremony completed, the chief re-
turned to the shore and all went back
to the village to close the festival
with dancing and feasting. Thus wast
the occasion ceremonial or a primi-
tive tribe of Indiana the real basis of
a legend which passed from tongue ts
tongue until it lured men from far
beyond the seas with the vain hop
of conquest and of spoils.

Tbe boiler and engine of the town
stone oruehing plant, now located at
the Smith Oranite works, have served
long and well and reached the limit
of usefulness. The highway commit-
tee realising that this portion of the
plant must be replaced has decided
to substitute a modern electrio motor,
In the Interest of efficiency and econ-
omy. At present there is necessity for
an angtneer and the use of consider-
able coal, but with a motor this ex-pe- ns

WANDERING ISLE3 OF
THE RIO GRANDE

Changing of The Course The Cause of
Much International Correspondence.

Washington, D. C June 26 Mrs.
Albert S. Burleson, wife of the Post-
master General, in a communication
to the National Geographic Society,
at Washington. D. C describes the
wandering islands of the Rio Grar.de,
whose migrations from side" to tiue
of the water course have caused years
of diplomatic correspondence and dis-
cussion between the United States and
Mexico.

"The refusal of certain small bodies
of land to remain permanently at- -
tached to one or the other of the
river's banks deprived them of a fixed
legal status as either Mexican or
American territory and brought about
their participation in many illegal and
Uprighteous adventurer, which in
turn led to misunderstandings be-
tween the two countries," writes Mrs.
Burleson.

"In no river la spirit more evident'
than in the Rio Grande. Along 'is
sinuous route below Rio Grande City
it pushes its way through miles of
level sand In ita final reach for the
Gulf, twisting and doubling upon it-
self like a sea serpent. In 1848 it was
fixed upon as the boundary line be-
tween the United States and Mexico.
The boundary was to be the 'middle
of the river, following the deepest
channel.' But the river possessed
characteristics that had not impressed
themselves upon the framers of the
convention as possible causes of
friction between the people living
along its banks. In addition to its
eroding power, exercised through long
months of low and mean water, it
could during flood periods leap with
torrential force across a narrow neck
of land at the base of one of its long
loops and cut for itself a new channel.
Through such avulsive action of the
river, Texas soil would : sometimes
become Mexican, and on occasions a
plantation occupied bp Jacals and Mex
lean citteons would over night tlrid it-
self a part of Texas.

'An example will serve . to how
both the extraordinary actions of the

I river and the difficulties In the way of
I any satisfactory adjustment of con-- !

file tin Interests. A certain Josiaii
Turner began to farm the Galveston
Ranch, on the Texas bank. EU'nl
years later he was surprised when illacres of Mexican land came acr.ass
the river and attached itself to his
ranch. An arrangement was effected
by which he became the owner of this
land.- - Six years later the river t lit
off a piece of Mr. Turner's land and
took it to Mexico. Twenty-on- e years
later the river made up its mind to
repav the farmer for what it hailstak-e- n

from buu and ao carted bavk lulu

Texas a piece of land far larger than
the tract originally lost. The Mex-
ican owners claimed possession, and a
new convention, dealing with the
questions ' under dispute, became
necessary.

"To the fine discrimination, patience
and tact of Lrigadier General Anson
Mills, LT. S. A, appointed to represent
the United States, we owe the final
solution to the problem. He recom-
mended that the 'cut-off- s' be forever
eliminated from the boundary line, all
those occuring on the right of the river
to pass to the Jurisdiction of Mexico,
those on the left to that of Texas.
The inhabitants, if any, should retain
their citizenship in the country from
which they had been so suddenly and
violently detached, or they might ac-
quire the nationality of the country to
which they were now attached. Any
cut-o- ff exceeding 6:0 acres in area
and having a population of over 200
souls was not to be considered a
banco, and the old bed of the-- river
should remain the boundary. A con-
vention embodying his recommenda-
tions was finally ratified by both coun-
tries. Thus the great turbid., silt-beari- ng

river is left to pursue its way
untrammeled; but the terrors so long
synonymous with its name have
through the operation of this equable
arrangement become a part of the
storied, romantic part."

THE LAND OF
"EL DORADO" LOCATED

Tale of How the Story of tha Exist-
ence of Such Was Started.

The lure of gold has ever been the
basis for brave exploits and bold ad
venture, and often about it has been
woven the enticing web of mystery
and mvth to add to the zest of Its pur
suit. The ancient Argonauts sailed in
search of the mythical Golden Fleece,
while the golden apples of the myster-
ious Hesperides lured on the Slant
Hercules. The bold Phoenicians soil-
ed to the shores of Spain to gather a
golden harvest for the merchants of
Syria, and the old Semitic navigators
sailed out from the Red Sea to eeek It
at Turshish and in the famed mines
of Ophir. whose location is even njw
a mystery. The Portuguese as eniy
as the middle of the lath century-brough- t

gold from the west coast of
Africa, and it was to find a sea route
to the gold and spice laden shores of
the Far East that Vasco da Ga.na
sailed around the Cape of Good Hope
and Columbus finally embarked to
venture into unknown seas upon that
memorable voyage of 1492. The dis-
covery of the New Word but added a
new atlmuluB to the unceasing, rest-
less search for wealth, and in the
marvelous tales of pearls and Jewels
rare and glittering golden ornaments
decorating simple savages who knew
but little of their value, the adven-
turous and credulous conquistadores
saw a glorious land of promise.

Among the most enticing of these
tales was the one the Coquetios In-

dians told the earliest settlers of the
colony of Coro, established by Juan
de Ampues In 1527 on the narrow
ixtbmus that connects the peninsula of
Paraguana with the mainland about
the I.ake of Maracavbo in Venezuela.
According to their stories, a tribe of
fierce but wealthy Indians dwel". In
the mountains sunie distance to Hie
south, with whom gold was so abund-
ant that they powdered the w;ola
liodv of their chief with it" dust. And i

.thus was sianen mo nur ui
Dorado", the gilded one. a tale which
in iis repeated telling grew Into most
wonderful fiction but which as
founded in its first instance on a fact,
according to the sketch of the life and
work of the late Adolph Bandeher.
by Edward A lues, in the June number
of the Monthly Bulletin of the Pan
American Union. Washington, D. C.
Bandelier, it seems, . established the
fact that "a chieftain who was glded
for a certain ceremonial occasion once
really existed on the table-lan- d of
Bogota, in the Province of Cundiaa-marc- a,

in the heart of ..ew Granada."
On this high plain dwelt the agri-

cultural village Indians known as the
Muysca. They wove cotton rioth,
mined emeralds, and also salt. Thee
products were exchanged for the gfld
of other tribes, and by thrift and in-
dustry' the prei louV metal was accu-
mulated to superfluity on the table-
land of On tiie pialeau vv. re
several lakes which were regarded
by the Muyscas as holy placex. Each
of them was the supposed seat nf a
ttpeclul divinity, to which gold ami .

emeralds were offered by throwing
them Into the water. Among these
the Lake of Cuatavita became famous.
Near lae lake lay the village of Guat-HVit- a,

whose inhabitants about the
year 1490 constituted an independent
trioe. A legend was current among
them that the wife of one of their
earlier chiefs had thrown herself into
the water to avoid a punishment, and
hd subsequently become the goddess
of the lake.t When a new chief of
Guatavlhi was chosen an Imposing
ceremonial was bsrvert.

If an entrance to the vault is attempted
at any point the alarm will be re-
leased. In addition to this protection,
push buttons are placed in advan-
tageous positions soi that in case of a
daylight holdup the alarm can be re-
leased.
