Collecting a Big War Fund Which
Will Be at the Disposal of the Na-
tional Commission,

From an suthoritative source comes
the Information
and American leagues are guietly
collecting & huge war fund which will

A rough estimais places the total
amount of the new war fund at $250,-
000 of which the Giants, Red Box,
White Sox, Pitisburghs, Detroits and
Cincinnati Reds, are sxpected to pay
the llon's share. A week mgo Iast
Saturday, for Instance, the Reds play-
ed to 33,000 admissions at the Polo
grounds, The total receipts amounted
te more t $25,000. Hence the
commission meoeived as its 5 per cent
share about §1,260.

The Yankees also will contribute
generously Inasmuch as they have
drawn larger crowds this year than
were pald for 38,350 admission on
ever, The Athletica as an example,
May 29 and §0 and June 1 at the Po-
lo grounds, which netted more than
$1.600 for the ocommission. If the
wenther ls plsasant on the Fourth,
