HARVARD'S JUNIOR EIGHT
CAPTURED HENLEY CUP

Crimson Oarsmen Downed Union
Eight in Hard Battle.

The Harvard university junior var-
sity eight oared crew won the Gcand
Challenge cup on the Thames river,
England, Saturday.

Harvard led the eight of the Union
Boat club of Boston, a crew made up
of veteran Harvard oarsmen, over the
line by a full length and a quarter,
after a gruelling, hammer and tongs
race all the way down the course. The
tifive was 7 minutes 20 seconds. The
record is 8 minutes 51 seconds, made
by New college, of Oxford, In 1897.

For the first time in the history of
this race, which has been well termed
the "Blue Ribbon" of the rowing world,
an American crew proved its superior-
ity over the flower of the European
and British oarsmen. It la the first
time also that a British crew was not
on the line to uphold British honor In
the final heat, By its victory. Har-
vard's Junior eight takes a place with
the only other American college crew
that ever won at Henley the Colum-
bia four-oar- ed crew of 187$, which
captured the Stewards' cup In thatyear.
. Harvard won because the men pre-
served their perfect . form throughout
the entire race. The Boston men rush-
ed out at the start, jamming the strokeup around forty to the minute, and in
100 yards had a lead of a quarter of
a length. ;

Although the TTnlon men had a high-
er stroke they lacked the power. Every
stroke of the Crimson oarsmen was
powerful and a winning one at the half
to the three quarters. Both crews
fought like tigers to attain the lead,
tmt. wearing down to" the one-mi- le

mark, Harvard shot the stroke up
another notch. The effect was instan-
taneous. Under the full pressure the
crew raced off, and what had Looked
like rowing before now paled in com-
parison. In a few short strokes the
Crimson increased , it lead to a full
length. , , .

Coming down in front of the grand-
stand, both crewa were fighting 'des-
perate!, but Union was not up te the
task in ' hand. ' Harvard raised the
stroke again, and, adding another
quarter of a length te ltd lead, swept
over the line,
