Michael Levi a and Joseph P. Conner
of This City' Had a Narrow Escape
When Their Car Turned Turtle Af-

ter Hitting I Cart,;'
Shortly after T o'clock Monday morn

ing the Ford automobile owned by tbe
Max Gordon St Son Corp. aad driven
by Michael Levin, struck the lee cart
owned by JL. E, Rogers and driven by
George Held, overturning the machine
in front of tha Coates house north of
the Haoghtoa farm in Montvilla. Both
occupants of the machine were thrown
out. but escaped serleu injury. -

Mr. Levin, who. had been at nis
Ocean Beach-cottag- e, started out in
the automobile for Norwich and on
the way picked up . Joseph P. Connor
of this city, who had passed Sunday
at his cottage at the beach. Driving
along at a fair rate of . sped they
approached the ice cart, which waa
also being driven towards Norwich.
The driver turned his horses towards
the right so as to allow Mr. Levin to
pass by and' to avoid the cart Mr.
