Connecticut Aoarioultural Collage at
Storra Geta $10,000 From United
States and $13,003 From Stat

A meeting of much importance to
agricultural men In the state was
held at Hartford Tuesday morning
when a committee of the trustees of
the Connecticut .Agricultural college
met with the heads or trie various
agricultural organisations of the stat
to discuss waya and means of expend-
ing the. 823,000 which has been ap-
propriated by the national government
and the state government fof the ex-

tension of agricultural work In Con-
necticut. President C. L. Beach of
the Connecticut Agricultural college
provided.

The committee of the trusertees wi
composed of the following: Joseph
W. A loop, Avon: ' Mr. Stoddard of
New .Haven, and H. G. Manchester of
Winsted.' Leonard H. Heaiey. secre-
tary of the state board of agriculture,
was present, together with the follow-
ing representatives of state associa-
tions: F. K. Duffy, president State
Dairymen's association: Benjamin
Brundage. president State Poultry,
men's association, and A. N. Farnhan;

Haven president of the Con-
necticut Vegetable Growers' associa-
tion. Stancliffo Hale, president ot
the Connecticut Horticultural society
was absent.

The meeting was called at the In-

stance of the college which through
Its extension department wished to
get In touch with the various associ-
ations of the state with a view ot
learning the best manner in which to
expend the 810.000 appropriate by
the national government, and the
$18,000 approprlated-- y the state for
agricultural agents and others, are
expected to ' follow presently. Mr.
Duffy cited the needs of the dairy-
men In a very comprehensive way
and told of the advanced methods
now employed "by the dflrymen in tho
state.

liveliest of such organizations in ex-
istence .with plenty of money to back .
Its investigations op, takes It up, It
would seem that something . might
come of this work.

Of Vital Interest to New England.
This Is a question that is of vital

interest to every dairyman in tho Xew
England states since it is these big
centers that in a large measure' deter-
mine the priae that shall he paid for
the producers' product. Until the
farmer gets together and helps on this
problem nothing of material value can
come about.
-- The meeting at Putnam is for the
producers of the eastern part of Con-
necticut and it is hoped that a large
representative body of New London
county farmers will be present. Fur
ther announcements will be made as
regards particulars. ......

Army Worms.
Don't give up the watch for thearmy worm as yet, for new broods are

likely to hatch out at any time for
the next few weeks and would cause
considerable damage. During the few
days that it was cold and stormy the
worms became very inactive and many
were led to believe that this meant
that the ravages were over, but tele-
phone calls since to the agent have
proven that they are still at work In
various parts of the county. If there
ia an outbreak anywhere near you
don't delay putting the furrow around
the corn and millet anyway aa a mat-
ter of aafety. Of course the worms
may never come near you. but an
ounce of prevention is worth a pound
of cure and It ia a pretty cheap form
or insurance for a crop of corn that
is worth hundreds of dollars, to spend
a few hours plowing a furrow.

Right Kind of Furrows.
Most of those who have already been

alive to the situation and have put
In the furrows, have unfortunately
obtained the wrong idea aa to the
same. The only effective jrrow it
one that ia gone through both ways,
which gives a sloping side of loose dirt
on either side. Where one side is Jeftsteep It fails to do its duty for an army
worm can crawl up that with nearly
the same ease that It can a hard oat
stalk. In the other case the loose dirt
will not give sufficient foothold to al-
low the worm to pull' himself up.

Circular letters published by the
Connecticut Agricultural college are
now available at the county agent's
office, which . tell very clearly the
methods of combatting these pests.
Call or phone for one of these and
have for future reference.

Join tho League.
Although the field covered is grow

ing every day and the demands on 1
the county agent's time coming in
more plentiful aa time goes on still
much remains to be done that will be
of vital Importance to all farmers as
soon as necessary funds can be made
available. Lots of the farmers hesi-
tate to join the league giving as an ex-
cuse that they will .wait until they
see what is being done before joining.
What business "is there that can be
launched without some support andbacking? How can th farmers ex-
pect to see great benefits and results
follow if the where-with- al to carry
them through Is not forthcoming? Of
course every man has a right to be
skeptical and look into a proposition
before he Invests his hard earned cash
in the same, but the aid rendered dur-
ing the past week in regard to thearmy worms and the large amount of
advice that the agent is asked to give
would seem to prove that the League
is a worthy institution and has prom
jses of great results.

Show No Favoritism. "

As has been our policy from the
start, we have rendered aid and given
advice regardless of whether a man Is
a member of the league or not. Also
we have gone to the call of the little
farmer as well aa the big farmer and
nave shown no favoritism.

work to be done in tha office that must 1

be attended to, reports to tha govern-
ment to make out and the like. Al-
though the agent intends to answer
calls ln the order received, oftentimes
some are delayed because of the more
vital lmportanc of others.

The league in one of the neighbor-
ing state has three men and at least
two office girls to conduct he work
where here are about 2,700 farms so
one man with some little office help
cannot hope to be as effective In as
short - a time. Funds to provide for
a permanent stenographer in the coun-
ty agent'a office would make the work
much more effective as much of the
office routine could be taken care of
that way and the agent's time devoted
more generally to help among the
farmers. Also it would mean that all
telephone calls could be answered and
taken note of throughout the day and
answered by the agent on his return.
Much added equipment is needed also,
all of which will make the work more
effective.

Plans Farmer's Exchange.
Beginning early In September or

possibly the latter part of thia month
the agent hopes to establish a Farm-
er's Szchange which has proven of
such great benefit to farmers of other
counties where an Improvement leagu
Is In operation.

This exchange is organised ' to help
the farmer secure the highest quality
of any of the various agricultural pro-
ducts that he needs at the lowest
prices, obtainable. Some time ln ad-
vance ' of the time when certain farm
supplies are needed the agent will send
for prices to various dealers and mar-
kets where reliable products can be
obtained and these prices sent to the
various members of the league from J
which they make up their orders.
These orders collected and sent ln a
lot will secure the lowest passible
price and they will be delivered to the
various stations where the farmers can
get them the easiest..
