From this on h lived In peace until
his death. Young was feared, but not

FAMOUS TRIALS

TRIAL OF BRIGHAM YOUNG.

When BriEham Young died on Wed
nesday afternoon, Aug. 2t, 1877, . at
Salt Lake City eighteen wives sat in
the house of mourning bewailing tne
lose ot their husband, and when he
was buried on the following Be.ru raay
morning the tears of eighteen weeping
widows watered his grave. Nor were
these the only springs of sorrow whoa
floodgates were opened, for there were
the tears of twenty-eig- ht daughter to
mingle with the eighteen wives, and
sixteen sons, besides aiwarmy or ib.oimi
saints, all of whom felt a personal
losk in their great leader.

Brigham Young was- - chosen tne
head, of the mormon church In August
1840. but it was not until Aug.
1S52 that he introduced the- - doctrine
of polygamy as a tenet of the cnurcn.
He claimed tnat a revelation com
mandlnar it had been mad to Joseph
Smith, but the widow and four sons oi
Smith denied that they bad ever seen
or heard of any such revelation. .

When Young began taking unto
himself one wife after the other the
government resolved to put a stop to
polygamy and President Buchanan in
1857 sent a governor to tne territory
and an armed force of 2,600 men to
protect him. This started a reign of
terror in that section and there were
not a few "church inspired murders.'

Peace between xoung and ue
Washington government was restored
in 1SK and the federal tropps were
withdrawn. The fight of the United
States government against polygamy
began witn tne Mornu Din ox lses,
which was passed in 1862. The meas
ure was ineffective because the con
viction could not be had from mormon
luries.

On Oct 3, 1571, engoam i oung was
arrested in Bait Lake City upon ths
Indictment of the grand Jury, cfiarg
ing him under the Utah statute with
lewdly and licentiously riving . with
sixteen different women. The arrest
was made by United Btatea Marshal
Patrick at the residence ot I oung
Owing to the illness of the prisoner h
was allowed to remain at his house
that night in charge of a deputy mar
shaL The Penalty imposed . by the
statute on conviction on this charge Is
imnnaonment of not over ten years
nor less than six months, and a fine
of not over 11.000. .

Several other areata ef polygamists
fallowed and th trial lasted tnrougn
out October. Jadge McKenna beard
the evidence, and th first person con
vlcted was Elder Hawkins. This was
a test case and virtually placed all
polygamists at the mercy of the first
wife. who. It was shown. Was th only
party .who can institute proceedings

th husband.
Brie-ham Young was never brought

to trial on this charge, on account of
his having Red the city on uct 3. it
was an opportune time, for several
days later warrants were sworn out
for the arrest of himself as well
his son, on th charge of ordering the
murder of Richard Yates. ' Although
absent and no one but his most tnam
ate friends knew where, the trial of
Young for murder was set for Mon
day. Dee. 4. The trial was not held.
although the mormons had assured the
court that they would hare Brigham
present .
