FAMOUS TRIALS

THE BACCARAT TRIAL.

One of the most sensational of the
social trials in recent years was that
of the baccarat scandal, which stirred

II Euroee durinsr the cummer of 1891,
owing to tha prominence ef those con-
cerned. Even the prince of Wales,
afterward King Edward VTJ, appeared
in court and testified.

London society had been rolling' an -
der its tongue as a. sweet morsel of
gossip the adventures of the gaming
table of members of tne jsnguan axis
tocracy, which culminated w a suit
for slander. The baccarat case was
officially known as the suit of Sir
William Gordon Cummings against Mr.
and Mrs. Xtf-cet- t Green Mrs. Arthur
Wilson. Arthur Stanley Wilson ' and
Berkeley Levett for slander, in which
Sir Gordon sued each defendant for

The case grew out or a llvfeiy little
gathering at Mrs. Wilson's bouse at
Tranby crort, la September. at
which were present Prince of Wales,
Sir WtQlam and Lady Brooke. Baccarat
was tha nightly amussment and the
aecusatioa that Sir William had
cheated was made and, although sup
pressed as It was thought, for all
time, the "horrible scandal" cam to
tight later en.

Sir Edward Clarke opened the case
for the plaintiff. He said the charge
was a most serious one, involving the
honor and effecting the whole future
career of a gallant aentleman wltn a
hitherto unsgotted reputation.

William signed after the discovery
ef his alleged chesting at cards, and in
which he undertook, aa the price of
his fellow players' silence, never again
to play cards. This document was
a follows:

'In consideration of th promise
made by the gentlemen who have
signed this paper to preserve sllenee
ra regard to my conduct at baccarat.

on my part, solemnly undertake
never to play cards asaln as Ions- - as
I live."

This document was signed by the
plaintiff, the prince of Wales, and
otners. ine plaintiff was the first to
take the stand. He absolutely denied
that he had cheated, and said that the
only reason he had signed the docu
ment was that he placed such implicit
confidence In lord Coventry and Gen.
Williams, his friends, who drew it up
and insisted he should sign to avoid
a . scandal.

On the second day of the trial the
prince of Wales waa placed on the
witness stand. He detailed what had
happened at the gaming table, and
when he was asked by a iuryman
a rather unusual procedure, to what
was bis opinion at the time of the
charges made against the plaintiff, he
replied "They were so unanimous that
I had no other course open to me than
to believe them.

Most all of those who were oresent
at the Tranby Croft baccarat game
testified. Arthur Stanley wtlson, son
of the millionaire owner of Tranby
croft, swore that he had seen Sir WU
Ham cheat aad described how it was
done. The KTeatest day of the trial
was Monday. June 8. when the plain
Urrs counsel, sir Edward Clarke,
scored the prinee of Wales, and said
that if Sir William s name was dropped,
as was suaveeted. from the army list,
so also shouKT be those of the prince
and Gen. Williams. It was brought
out that the prince was Jealous of the
friendship of Lady Brooke, who was
considered tha moat beautiful woman
in England, for Gordon Cummin es.

The trial ended on June t and the
verdict was against the plaintiff. The
audience resented the verdict with
hisses and Sir William was cheered
by the-mo- on the streets. It was not
only-hi- s eitr socially, but even his ac
cusera were ostracised . for the way
they had acted. The trial had made
more trouble In the English social set
than had ever before taken place, and
Gen. Williams. Lord Coventry nd the
prince of wales himself were censured,
because it was believed that they had
acted under the scanty information
and condemned their friend to ruin
to stop people a mouths and prevent
scandal smirching or their owa charac
lers.

War Checkmates Russian Revolution.
When the Austrian ultimatum was

delivered at Belgrade, Russia was in
the throes of a strike comparable in
extent to revolution. The smoldering
elements had burst into flame, aa they
have done so often before in Russia.
In a nation that rallies to the colors
the flower Of all male inhabitants by
forced draft the value of a foreign war
to prevent domestic revolution is obvl
otut In addition, in all Euronean
Russia, sympathy for the Slav in th
Balkans ta real. The Car could not
have deserted the Servians without
nurturing the eplrit ef discontent al
ready prevalent. He might in other
circumstance have acquiesced ev's In
Austria's 'design to reach south, forta. Russian treasury la not plethoric,
nor has the country had time to re
cuperate entirely from the Japanese
war. The Russian autocracy has little
to lose by the cataclysm, and It baa
strengthened its bold appreciably at
home. There they have been avidity
