Auf. IS. 1864. The funeral of Brigadie-

r-General Griffin A. Stedman was
attended in New London on Saturday.
Among the notabilities present were
Gov. Buckingham and staff. Major
Generals Wm. F. Smith and' Daniel
Butterfleld. The funeral escort, under
command of Capt. O'Connor, Four-
teenth regulars, consisted of the Hart-
ford City Guards, Norwich Light In-
fantry, and a detachment of the Four-
teenth U. S. L The funeral services
at the house and church were con-
duced by Rev. Dr. Hallain and two
other episcopal clergymen. .The cof-
fin was placed" upon a gun carriage
which was followed by the General's
Horse.

AFTER AUTO ACCIDENT.

Was Struck by Machine While Attend-
ing Picnic at Poquonoc

Silas Bragaw, aged 57, of Gales Fer-
ry, was the victim of a fatal automo
bile accident which occurred at the
Poquonoc Driving park Thursday af
ternoon while the picnic of Fairview
lodge. No. 101, l. u. o. , oi Groton,
was in progress.

Mr. Bragaw was crossing the track
at the park when etruck by an autj
mobile driven by Arthur Frechette of
Groton, and a few hours later died
from the injuries. Frechette was driv
ihg the automobile owned by Joseph
Sandoro of the borough.

The driver
saw the man in his path at about the
same instant and applied the brakes.
The manner in which Bragaw was
struck was peculiar and to witnesses
of th eaccident it seemed avoidable, if
the pedestrian had only continued m
his walk across the racing track: After
sighting the approaching car he stood
still and then attempted to retrace his
footsteps.' Just then the driver at
tempted to steer behind Bragaw, and
he stepped forward again, and once
more it happened that Frechette un
fortunately guided hie car into the
path taken by the man. When t'je
front of the machine etruck the un
fortunate man the force was sufficient
to wedge him under the hood so that
It was necessary to lift the machine
off Bragaw.
