At
first, when I tried the experiment, I
thought they might think it too great
& ztral non them, but they tell me now
that instead of hurting their pitching
it helps them, because it keeps them in
good shape right along and gives them
no chance to get stale or out of condi-
tion.

“It strikes me as a lot of bunk that
pitchers who work about every four or
five days should complain what a se-
vere straln it ia on thelr arms to pitch
a full game as often as that. A pitcher
in the course of an ordinary game will
throw from 115 to 135 balls in nine
innings. Some pitchers throw more
and some less. In warming up exer-
cises they will throw nearly that many
and never think anything about It

“Pitching a full game. will use up a
man's arm up to & certain extent and
make a rest neceasary.

By this
arrangement lasting peace can be ob-
tained, primarily because the entente
so would divide the territory that it
would be many years before another
war could be started, and. secondarily,
because [t would eliminate those whao
have been obnoxiously commerclaliz-
ing the game.
