THE PHILIPPINE BILL.

Even though the inadvisability of
stirring up any needless agitation over
the prompects of war Dbetween this
country and those in the far east can
be fully appreciated, yet the urging of
such a proposition as the FPhilippine
bill at such a time as this makes it
impossible not to give considera-
tion to such a situation. It I8 recog-
nized a2s & wrong time for creating any
greater feeling than already exists,
how small of how great it may be, be-
tween this country and Japan. The
time ia ripe for an adjustment of the
questions in dispute between the na-
eions, and the algning of 2a peace
trealy between the nations, for as
yet Japan is one_of the remaining
large powers with ch this country
has mo such understanding, but the
pushing forward of the Philippine bill
at this time offers no assistance. It
only brings forth such undesirable
talk as that glven by Congressman
Mann to arouse Japanese resentment.

That this country is rightly disposed
towards the Philippines cannot be
questioned. It has accepted an obli-
gation and it is golng to fulfil it, but
it does not intend to rush forward
with a lot of risky and possibly trou-
blesome legislation before it is justi-
fled In such a course. The experi-
ences of several smaill republics are
a sufficient answer to tha claim that
the islands ars now ready for self
government, even if their own condi-
tions did not dizclose the same thing.
It is & wrong time to kindle the east-
ern question but such Is bound to be
an accompaniment of the discussion
of the Philipplnes. They are Insepa-
rabjle.

GETTING MONTICELLO.

If any property owner was ever un=
Justly harassed it is Jeffersgn Levy,
owner of Monticello, the home of
Thomas Jefferson. Many efforts have
been made to sec possession of this
place for its tuation the same
as Mt, Vernon, but aill have been un-
successful because Mr. Levy is just
g8 patriotic as those who are seeking
his removal. Ha is conscious of the
importance which the place holds in
the minds of the people of this country
and br his own efforts he is doing
everything which money can do to
preserve and meaintain the delightful
gpot. No argument has bDeen advanced
which convinces him thet it would re-
calve hetter or mere reverential care
than it i3 getting at his hands, and
when he is through with it he has
declared that it will be turned over to
the government for the purposes de-
sired.

Such is a perfectly falr attitude and
the fact that the many attempts to
securs this property throygh national
legislation having falled, indicates the
attitude of legislators and nation. The
eituation is far different than as if
Monticello was being neglected, yet
at this time as & last resort Secretary
Bryan has aprealed to Mr. Levy to
sell and Mr. Levy's decision is being
awaited The proud owner may feel
that his troubles will be greatly lea-
sened by giving up his treasured pos-
segsion, but il he does, and vields, it
will be because there was a stronger
feree in the appeal than in the pro-
posed legislative method of driving
him out, i

WOMAN IN LIFE AND IN THE KITCHEN.

SUGGESTIONS FOR
THE HOUSEWIFE

If you put brass pails Into boiling
water with a good bit of washing soda
and let them boll for perhaps an hour
you will find them almost clean,

Fine laces should never be starched;
they will generally be stiff enough if
ironed while very damp, the ironing
belng continued until they are dry.

To clean windows, wipe them off
with a dry cloth, then with & cioth
saturated in kerosene, Peolish with a
clean dry cloth.

One cold chop will make a small
dish of creamed or minced lamb.

Salt should never remain in any-
thing rubber; for instance, hot water
bottles or syringes.

STIFFENING CURTAINS.

Trent—The capital of the Italion-
speaking portion of the Austrian pro-
vince of Tyrol. ten miles from the
Itallan border, at the Jjunction of the
Adige and Fersina rivers. Its inhab-
itants, about 27,000 in noumber, in-
cluding a garrison of over 2,000, speak
Italian ounly. The city lives rather
on its historical souvenirs than on
itz industries. In 774, Trent became
a part of Italy, but was transferred to
Germany in 1027. It passed to Aus-
«| trie. in 1808 and was formally annex-

ed in 1814,

Bazeilles—A village of northemn
France about three miles southeast of
the ‘battlefield of Sedan. Near the be-
Elnning of the village is a small tav-
ermn whose name recalls the fact that
this was the last French position In
